In fact the newspaper
which gives the public the news in its
best form is likely to be very careful
in printing ex parte evidence in crimi-
nal proceedings. But the newspaper
reserves the right to print such pro-
ceedings even in full where the case is
of such importance to the public that
the privacy of the Indlvldutl must be
sacrificed in the Interest of morals or
the community.
