will not applaud the legislation which
tends to simplify and make the color
more distinctive. *“Mistake in the col-
ors” is a phrase that has been heard
often h to have all too
familiar to racing folk, and there are
cases where it has led to complications,
Even the judges at the finish have
been forced on occasions to make cor-
rections in the placing of a horse
through mistaking the colors, so that
the need of care in the matter of regis-
tering is plain to the veriest novice,
The chance for an error in this respect
is now reduced to a minimum, how-
ever.

DEGENERACY OF DEGREES

College Honors No Longor ngnlfy
Much Learning
From the Chicago Journal.

A close observer of the tendency of
some, not to say many, institutions of
learning to depreciate the worth of aca-
demic distinctions by making them
marketable comodities declares that the
blame for the cheapening of degrees
lies in the first instance with reputable
colleges and universities,

The degeneracy of degrees, according
to this critic, has been a gradual and
even systematic process, Once the de-
gree of M. A. signified a dignified place
in the world of letters, and while now
comparatively cheap in this country, in
England it has not yet been quite shorn
of its value. In this country the per-
son who carries the degree as a re-
ward of achievement and not by right
of purchase finds scarcely any one so
poor in honors as to do him reverence.

Many years ago the degree of D. D.
was set upon by the idle ones in the
market place, and now it needs to be
buttressed by the undoubted claims of
the wearer to theological consideration
upon other grounds in order to possess
any value, The salutation of “Dr."
addressed to clergymen has become so
common that in many places it is ac-
corded to ministers indifferently, not to
say indiscriminately.

In the order of their degradation of
worthy honors the harpies have select-
ed the degree of Ph. D, as the plum to
shake from the ancient tree of learn-
ing. At first, to use an undignified
phrase, it required ‘‘a long pole” to
reach this distinction, and its price was
corespondingly high. The covetous idle
were for a long time afraid to parade
1t as a badge of shallowness, but such
fear is readily overcome, and so the de-
gree of Ph, D. is one of the most
sought after.

The last degree in the gradations of
the hierarchy of learning is that of LL.
D. This degree, worn by any person
not duly accredited to a university of
the first order, would have operated a
few years ago to the isolation of the
audacious individual to the first circle
of shallow pates, But toadying to men
of great wealth and catering to poli-
ticians have led some universities sad-
ly to impair the former discrimination
of its bestowment, with the result that
the degree of LI.. D. is in process of
becoming cheapened.
