The end sought by hundreds of In-
ventors has been attained. The type-
writer telegraph at last is a reality—a
proven guccess. Nothing more import-
ant has been known to the telegraph
world since Kdison Introduced the
quadruplex than {s this apparatus,
which {8 the product of the brain of
John C, Barclay, apsigtant general man-
ager of the Western Union Telegraph
company, and for many years one of
the' Western Union officials in Chlcago.

For two weeks the instrument has
been in use on the New York-Buffalo
circuit, Within the next month or 8o it
will be working on the Chicago-New
York circuits, Before 1806 {8 six
months old every big trunk line of the
telegraph system of the Western Union
will be equipped with the new device,

All sorts of improvements may be
made In the Barclay machine, but as it
etands today it carries out every clainm
of the inventor. Any person who can
manipulate a keyboard can operate it
—can, by simply touching the keys,
print messages at the other end of the
wire. Knowledge of telegraphy is not
essential, Accuracy of transmission Is
dependent only on accuracy in touch-
ing the keys.

Hundred Words a Minute

The inventor says the speed of the
typewriter telegraph is limited only to
the speed at which a person can manip-
ulate the keys of a typewriter. One
hundred words a minute is easy. A
few days ago, without making any
particular attempt to ‘“speed up,” a
man at a typewriter in Buffalo sent
324 messages to New York in four
hours. There was not an error in any
one of these 324 telegrams. Capitaliza-
tion, punctuation and every detail of
spelling was followed absolutely.

The Barclay apparatus is extremely
gimple in its operation. The sending
operator manipulates a typerwriting
machine which is “in circult.” This is
not a synchronous system, but the
sending of the signals preserves the
proper relation of the sending and the
receiving apparatus. At the receiving
end the messages are printed in page
form on ordinary telegraph blanks, the
blanks being fed to the recefver as
they are needed. A detailed descrip-
tion of the device is withheld until pate
ent pights abroad, for which application
has heen made by Mr. Barclay, are
granted.

Effect on Morse Operators

Mr. Buarclay belleves that his Inven-
tion will 'go a long way toward elimi-
nating the Morse operators. Other
men who are high up in the telegraph
business do not think as he does, The
new machine unquestionably will bring
about one of the greatest economics
the Western Union company has had
in a score of years, for with it one man
can do what four now are doing, and
these four the most expert in the busi-
ness.

In times when there are no weather
disturbances on the circuit the service
will be practically automatic. . There
will be no necessity for receiving op-
erators other than a general super-
vigor to see that everything is going all
right. That the use of the system
will he restricted to trunk lines is al-
most certain. There would be little
economy in introducing it on local
wires,

Company Owns Invention

One of the gueer things about the
new invention is that it will not bring
two cents of profit to Mr.
unless the Western Union Telegraph
company chooses to be generous to
him. His device may be worth mil-
lions of dollars to the corporation, but
he does not own it. Because he is the
employe of the company and is under
agreement to give all the products of

his brain to his employers this, the
greatest of his inventions, is the
property of the corporation. He has

worked out his idea on the time of
the company and they own it.

There are some men high up in
electrical circles who say that Mr.
Barclay is the best man the Western
Union has ever had. This is high
praise when it is considered that Edi-
gon has been under contract with the
Western Union for twenty-five or
thirty years. Unquestionably, how-
ever, Mr. Barclay has done more in
the last two years to bring the Wes-
tern Union service up to date than
was done by any other man since the
days of Idison's greatest activity.

His success has been so great that
he is now practically second in com-
mand of the great system. He was
born in Greensburg, Pa., on April 17,
1866, Like Col. Clowry, president of
the Western Union, he has risen from
the ranks of messenger boys. He has
the distinction of having been a mes-
senger boy under Andrew Carnegle
when Carnegie was a ‘‘plug" operator.
Hvery position in the telegraph field,
from messenger up to the one he now
holds, has been filled by Mr, Barclay.
He gets a salary of $10,000 or $12,000
a year and is content with that.

LOADED WITH GIFTS

Santa Claus Pm-m Rubber Boots
for Delicate Pugs and
Poodles

Although not generally known, it Is
true that dogs, cats, parrots and cana-
ries recelve about as many and as ex-
penaive Christmas presents as children,
Just before Christmas the principal
leather goods and animal stores of this
city laid in a big supply of gorgeous
cages, fancy globes and aquariums, dog
trappings galore—~in short, everything
that could possibly add to the comfort
or enhance the beauty of a thorough+
bred French bull or Boston terrier,
goldfish or canary. Then for several
days before Christmas these stores
were filled with portly, prosperous
bachelors and elderly spinsters, de-
claring that "“Polly must have a new
cage for Christmas,” or “My goldfish
will feel sad if 1 don’t buy them a new
globe,” and so on, each person talking
as though his cat or canary, goldfish
or poodle was a thing possessed of
human desires and sensibilities,

Farther east, where such goods are
manufactured, the makers and dealers
are constantly devising some new thing
to catch the eye and open the purse-
strings of lovers of animals, and this
year they succeeded in placing on the
market something entirely new and
original. For the past three years
dealers have furnished the owners of
pugs and poodles with curious little
leather bhootees, which they place on
the feet of their pets in damp weather.
They are made of red morocco leather,
and look quite attractive, but as a
matter of fact afford no protection
whatever during ralny or snowy wea-
ther, sufficing merely for periods of
damp or cold.

Now there are some people who like
to have their dogs with them at all
times, yet who in the past have been
obliged to leave them at home for fear
Fido or Tige would contract pneumonia
or something worse by being out in
the wet. The need for better canine
foot protection passed therefore from
the owners of pets to the dealers, who
in turn notified the manufacturers, the |
result being that the latter placed on
the market this Christmas a lot of
canine rubber boots, well made, with
thick, heavy soles, and thoroughly Im-
pervious to water. A dog furnished
with a couple of pairs of such rubber
boots may splash about in the mud and
snow to its heart's content without run-
ning thg risk of catching cold, and thus
it happens a great burden and anxiety
is lifted from the minds of kind-hearted
bachelors and maiden ladies.

Notwithstanding the exetreme care
which some people take of their pets,
there are few things a dog hates more
than to wear these ridiculous little
boots. Some dogs rebel outright, while
others are made to wear them only af-
ter a deal of coaxing and persuasion,
Tven those pampered pugs and poodles
that have been accustomed to wearing
such footgear would much prefer to be
without them, and whenever their own-
ers start out for a walk they are first
obliged to have a tussle with Fido,
who enters all sorts of protests to
wearing boots that prevent him from
using his nails and pawing up the
earth and snow. Moreover, such foot-
gear renders the creatures that wear
them all the more susceptible to colds
and illness but, of course, it woull
be impossible to convince the average
dog-loving bachelor of this fact, who
thinks his dog requires as much care
as himself,

The Introduction of dog boots was
due to the Italian organ grinders of the
eastern citles, who place shoes on their
monkeys, a specles of South ‘American
cebus that is very hardy and can stand
almost any kind of cold weather if well
fed and clothed and protected from the
damp, but the dog is essentially a
northern animal, and does not require
such protection,.. It is even doubtful
whether in the case of monkeys the
wearing of shoes is of any benefit, for
it has been noticed in the Berlin zoo
where these monkeys run in and out in
all sorts of weather, that they seldom
contract pneumonia,

BELIEVES ANIMALS REASON

Lord Avebury Relates Instances to
Prove Contentions

Lord Avebury, better known as Sir- John
Laubbock, the celebrated naturalist, writes:
““If many are prone to cxaggerate the intel-
lectual powers of dogs and horses and ele-
phants, others go to the opposite extreme.
Descartes, we know, looked on animals as mere
automata, ven recently Dethe, Uexkull and
other writers have denied the existence of any
psychic powers, at any rate, in invertebrate
animals, which they explain as veflex ma-
chines,

“I confess, indeed, that T cannot under-
stand how anyone who loves animals, or ever
has devoted any study to them, can doubt
that they possess some power of reason. Many
of thelr actlons are unconscious and instinctive,
o are some of ours, A5 we may see by watch-
ing a child, but practice enables us to walk or
run almost automatieally.

“Mr, Gladstone told me that once when he
was forming one of his governments he had
some difficulty in arranging th2 places, He
end Mrs. Gladstone wrote down the titles of
the offices and the names of the fiberal leaders
on pleces of paper and tried all the evening,
but in vain, to fit them together. At last they
gave It up and went to bed.

““When Mr. Gladstone awoke in the morning
everything was gatisfactorily arranged. in his
head; his brain had worked it out for him
during his sleep, This was not consclous
reason and certalnly was not instinctive, Dr.
Carpenter gave to such action the name of
unconscious cerebration.'”

In further proof that man does many things
almost automatically Lord Avebury glves this
incident: "I have been for over forty years
o director of a company which changed its
offices twenty years ago, and I have not since
had any ocoasion to enter our old house. One
morning this summer, however, 1 was going
to a committee In our present house, but,
thinklng of other things, I walked past our
door and two or three intervening houses and
into the porch of our old office."

MEXICO'S BIGGEST
GATTLE AANCH

DON LUIS TERRAZAS OWNS
8.000,000 ACRES

Palatial Farmhouse Cost $2,000,000
And 1006 Employes Work On
the Princely Estate in
Chihuahua

The biggest cattle mm'h in the world

s that of Don Luis Terrazas in the
state of Chihuahua, Mex. Its great-
est extent from north to south is 150
miles and from east to west 200. It
contalns about 8,000,000 acres and upon

its prairies, mesas, mountains, and bar-
ancas roam 1,000,000 cattle, 700,000
gheep, and 100,000 horses.

The Terrazas homestead is undoubt-
edly the finest ‘“farmhouse” in the
world, for it cost $2,000,000 in Mexican
money, and next to Chapultepec, is the
most richly finlshed and furnished
castle in the republic. The marble with
which it Is lavishly embellished was
brought from Italy, and 100 European
workmen and artists labored for the
fulfiliment of the rich owner's idea of
a home,

A hundred servants, gardeners,
farmers, and vaqueros are quartered
at Quinta Carolina, which is the nams
of this sumptuous farm home, and
scattered about the vast estate of Ter-
razas are more than 1000 horsemen,
cow punchers, line riders, shepherds,
and hunters. The outlying stations or
ranch houses are 100 in number, and
each Is the center of activity for the
surrounding divisions of the vast
ranch,

Operates a Packing House
The Terrazas ranch is the only one

|in the world that maintains its own

slaughtering and packing plant, and its
establishment in the city of Chihua-
hua, at the edge of the big farm, is
the only enterprise of that kind in
Mexico. Hvery year 100,000 cattle with
the Terrazas brand upon their hides
are slaughtered, dressed and packed
in this plant, and in some years as
many as 50,000 sheep have been handled
in the same manner, Don Luls, the
master of the great rancho, is not sat-
isfled with the vast wealth rapidly
accruing from his herds, flocks and
fields. Fle has an ambition to teach his
countrymen something of the modern-
ized methods of farming.

Until the Terrazas packing plant was
established the Mexicans were in the
habit of killing their beet one day and
eating it the next. He has taught
them how to kill and properly dress
their live meat, He has added a can
factory and introduced as many plans
of cleanliness, economy, and speed as
he could from the methods of the fas
mous slaughter and packing establish-
ments of Chicago. But his plant in
Chihuahua is a mere addendu of the
ranch, which is the subject of his
greatest solicitude and the source of
most of his wealth,

Raises Standards of Herds

Ten years ago Don Luis Terrazas
took the first steps towards increasing
the number and raising the standard
of his herds by importing the best
blood of Scotland, England, and the
United States. A power with the gov-
ernment of the republic, he succeeded
in having repealed the import tax upon
standard registered cattle, and since
that time he has enhanced the quality
of his cattle by introducing over 2000
bulls of the bhest breeds from the fa-
mous studs of Europe and America.

Extraordinary as is the extent of
his acreage in the Chihuahua ranch,
there is not enough of native pasturhge
for his myriads of cattle. In past
years, during sessions of drought, thou-
sands of them have famished for water
or starved to death upon the ashen
wastes, where the tropic sun had
shriveled and burned the thin carpet
of para grass upon which the range
creature must subsist. Then Terrazas
began to acquire leagues upon leagues
of land in the cantons of Iturbida,
Bravos, Galeona, and Guerreo, de-
tached ranches upon which he was
able to distribute hundreds of thou-
gands of animals. It is estimated now
that his holdings in all of Mexico ag-
gregate over’ 15,000,000 acres, and that
his wealth In live stock, land, fac-
tories, banks, and equipment is more
than $5,000,000 of American money.

Driven Wells for Cattle

Within the last five years the Ter-
razas ranch has installed four big res-
ervoirs at a cost of $500,000, and 1n
every division of the main ranch
where water is available by boring
wells, windmills have been erected for
the purpose of supplying the cattle with
drinking water during the rainless in-
tervals. Some of these wells pierce the
earth for a distance of 500 feet, and
the total cost for the 300 of them now
in operation is said to have been about
$300,000. Steam pump wells energized

Danger From Prairie Fires
Next to the difficulties of caring
economically for the cattle, the grea:«
est and most costly hindrdnce to the
uniform success of cattle ralsing on
the Terrazas ranch is the prairie fire,
which at Intervals rages across hun-
dreds of miles of . pasture land, leap-
ing brooks and rivers, flylng faster
than the scared animals can run and
cremating thousands of them as it
passes across the sun dried plains,
Sometimes whole droves of stampeded
vearlings, galloping madly from the
flames, are overtaken and suffocated
as they run. The west wind sweep-
ing down from the Sierras drives the
fire hefors it with incredible speed and

plains,

A REVOLVING NOSE

Boat for Which Great Speed -8
Promised

From the Pittsburg Dispatch,

The fight for speed on the high seas
Is a fascinating problem for the inven-
tor, and there is a whole tribe at work
in different parts of the civilized world,
endeavoring to arrive at some improve«
ment by which the traveler may take
his breakfast in London and his dinner
in New York. The Ilatest device for
this purpose has been worked out by
Andre Gambin, a Parisian, who has
constructed a beak for the prow of
vessels which is revolved in the same
manner as the propeller blades of the
usual type of craft. This nose is called
a “typh id,” or suction coin, and it
is said to remove almost entirely the
resistance with which a boat has to
contend when passing through the
water. The revolution of the construc-
tion, it is said, will create a vacuum in
front of the ship, which will be drawn
forward by pneumatic suction and fly,
as it were, through a vacuum, just as
letters do through the postal pneumatic
tubes.

“The screw placed at the stern of
ships,” says the inventor, “is generally
admitted to be the most efficacious pro-
peller hitherto invented. Nevertheless,
even under the most favorable ecircum-
stances, less than one-fourth of the ac-
tual energy expended by the screw is
used to help the forward motion of the
ship. The rest produces other motions
of the surrounding liquid, which are
all contrary to the one desired.

“As the ship progresses, it displaces
an equal mass of liquid, and, taking
into account lateral friction and all the
other opposing forces to a ship's for-
ward movement, as ships are bullt at
the present day, the force producing
the desired motion is reduced to about
one twenty-fifth part of the geenrat-
ing force.

“Taking, for instance, a great ocean
liner like the Deutschland, with thirty-
eight thousand horse power, it will ba
found on calculation that the immense
‘coal eaters,’ as they are sometimes
called, waste wmore than thirty-six
thousand horse power and utilize only
about fifteen thousand horse power for
the desired forward motion.

“It must also be observed that the
blades of the screw when revolving and
the forward movement of the ship
cause a vacuum which has been care-
fully studied recently, and which in
England s called ‘cavitation.’ The
greater the speed of the ship the more
important that vacuum becomes, as
well as all the other opposing forces,
and it 1s well known that a ship going
eighteen knots an hour is obliged to
double its fuel expenditure to add two
or three knots to its speed.

“To obviate all these drawbacks the
principal of which are unquestionably
‘cavitation’ and the resistance at the
bow, and to convert them into factors
of forward progression, I have devised
this special apparatus, which I call
‘typhoonoid,” because it creates the
same as a into
