The effect, then, of the amendment
last year was to bar the junior golfers

W. G. A., It will hesitate before taking
the double step.

The proposed amendment to section
1 of article 3 Is sweeping. The section
now reads: "Any club within 500 miles

of Chicago or west of the Mississippi
river shall be eligible for membership
In this association, provided any such

club is either an associate or an allied
member of the United States Golf as-
sociation."

With the annual meeting of the
United States Golf association over, the
attention of golfers is directed to the
coming annual session of the Western
Golf association. Secretary George A.
Carpenter has sent out the preliminary
notices, with the ticket proposed by tho

nominating committee^ and the pro-

posed change in the constitution. The
meeting is to be held March 7.

In nny preceding year ending with the
date above named.

The exports of brendstufts in the ten

hnfmths ending with October are less
than halt in value those of the corre-
sponding period of 1903 or 1902, und only
one-third as much as In the corre-
sponding period of 1901 or 1899. Yet, de-
spite the fact that the value of bread-
stuffs exported falls $86,000,000 below
the record for tne corresponding period
of last yoar ami $158,000,000 below the,

record for the corresponding period or
1901, the total value of all merchandise
exported in the twelve months ending
October, 1904, is $60,000,000 greater than
in the corresponding period of last
year, and exceeds by nearly, $10,000,000
the largest total ever known In a
twelve months' period ending with Oc-
tober. •lt:.~ "\u25a0\u25a0i.

This remarkable fact, that despite a
loss of from $86,000,000. to $158,000,000 in
exports of one group of articles, the
grand total of exports exceeds that of
any preceding year. Is accounted for
chiefly by a corresponding growth in
the exportation ot manufactures as a
group nnd raw cotton.

Among the articles grouped by the
bureau of statistics under the general
term of manufactures, Iron and steel
manufactures show for the nine months
for which a record is already at hand
$20,000,000 Increase over the correspond-
ing period of the preceding year; cop-

per an Increase of $23,000,000 and min-
eral oil an Increase of $10,000,000, while
In most other manufactured articles
the figures for 1904 show little change

as compared with those of the Imme-
diately preceding • year.—Washington
