NEW YORK, -March 10.— Although

tha 'local leaders are 'continuing the
flßht despite the fact that the natlona
leaders haye1 repudiated their action In
calling the men out, the strike on the-
subway and elevated railway systems
haft passed the acute stage, and trains
were running today with little delay,

the strike breakers quickly learning

their new duties, while many of the old
men were back In the positions which
they left on Tuesday morning.

There was no general rush back of
the old employes, but the men slowly
weakened \u25a0 and .there was a steady

. stream passing the companies' offices.all day.' While,many of the guards and
ticket sellers were taken back, few
positions^ were found for the motor-
men. Itbeing feared that some damage
might be done to the company's prop-
erty. .This action, It was feared, would
give jthe police something to do, as
the men who. were refused work were
In nn ugly mood. Some three hundred
men In all were reinstated. ,:

Small Percentage Reinstated
jThe*'company stated that '"not more

than one-half of one per cent ,of the
strikers* would be .reinstated;. In. fact,

late last evening there were only 400
. vacancies to be filled,another 200 strike

breakers having arrived during th«?
afternoon from Scranton and 'Wllkes-
,barre.
