WANE IN BRITAIN

RATE FALLS TO ALARMINGLY
LOW POINT

Widows 8Seem to Have Gone Out of
Favor--Decrease Shown by
Thirty Years'

Statistics

LONDON, March 20.—The figures of b

the decline In Great Britain's birth
rate, which aroused such serfous mis-
glvings, have now been supplemented
by similar statistics which would seem
to point to the popularity of marriage
being on the decline,

The year 1908 was marked by a
heavy slump in matrimony. Not only
was there a decrease in the number
of marriages as compared with the
previous year, a phenomenon which
has manifested itself continuously since
1800, but the rate of marriages, based
on the marriageable proportion of the
community, was the lowest for more
than twenty years.

One of the most striking points
about the return is the evidence it
seems to give that the famous advice
of Mr. Weller sr, to ‘“bevare of the
vidders” has taken firm root in this
country,

The number of remarriages among
wldows has been declining steadily for
nearly thirty years, and in 1903 only
66.8 In every 1000 widows were called
upon to take vows for the second or
third time, as against 98 in 1879-1880.
One paper in commenting upon this
fact suggests that this is strong pre-
sumptive evidence of the firm hold
which “Pickwick” has taken on the
public mind.
