After they had effected the arrest of
Schultz, alias Schwartz, the officers
searched his rooms and recovered
much of the plunder he had stolen

from various placea. A handsome
gold watch, set with diamonds and
rubies, which bore the name of one
McKay, and which appears to have
been presented to him by a humane
society in 1871 for bravery, was found
among Schultz's effects. It is valued
at about $260. A ruby ring, several
kodaks, field glasses and numerous
other articles, with some burglar tools,

were also found. Up to date over $500

worth of plunder has been recovered
by the police.
