In 1840 Mr. Bassett cast his first

presidential vote for "William Henry

Harrison. In1849 he went to Chicago,

thence to several cities of the middle
xrest. He pre-empted a farm In what
Is now the city of Minneapolis.

In 1855 he started the Republican, the
first newspaper published in that city.

The town then contained a population
of 800. He assisted in organizing the

Republican party, of which he remained
a member until 1872, when he joined the

Democratic party, since which time he

has been a strong adherent to Us prin-
ciples. Mr.Bassett was elected a mem-
ber of the state legislature of Minne-
sota and hns been active in the lead-
Ing enterprises of church and state.
