Knelsel Quartet Coming

"I was connected with a case at one
time in which a rattler bit a man in the
calf of the leg. Itfrightened him near-
ly to death, and he opened the wound
with his knife and let it bleed until he
reached his house. He then bandaged
It with strong ammonia and repeated
the application a number of times. His
leg swelled to enormous proportions
and he was pretty sick, but Ibelieve
the ammonia killed the poison entirely,
and the amount of it he put on so in-
flamed the leg that itswelled and mad?
him sick."

"Where a man is bitten on the bare
flesh, such as in the hand or on the
face, it complicates matters, and the
poison is injected by the snake in larger
quantities than should the fangs have
passed through some of the victim's
clothing.

"The ammonia and the strychnia or
a little whisky would probably do the
trick unless it was an aggravated case.

"For treatment in the woods the best
kit would contain a vial of ammonia,

one of carbolic acid and one of strych-
nia and a little hypodermic syringe.
Then should one of the party be bitten
the wound should first be sucked thor-
oughly, then the ammonia applied local-
lyand a little of the carbolic acid in-
jected around the wound and some of
the strychnia at some other point 00
the body

—
the arm would do.

"Permanganate of potassium is all
right for local application, but should
not be injected. The difficulty is to
get the solution strong enough to do
any real good.

"Another useful remedy is carbolic
acid. An injection of a small quantity

of 5 or 10 per cent solution directly

around the wound will prevent the ab-
sorption of the poison Into the blood
and thus save the patient.

"Whisky isalso used as a heart stim-
ulant, but many times too much is
given and the opposite effect to |that
desired is produced. The whisky should
be taken in small quantities and the

dose not repeated oftener than is nec-
essary. . 1

"The better way to administer the
medicine is with a hypodermic needle.
A little vial of about 2 per cent solu-
tion of strychnia can be easily carried
when in the woods, and for injections

one-sixtieth of a grain is sufficient. The
dose can be repeated when necessary,
but great care should be exercised in
Its use, as it is dangerous in the hands
of inexperienced persons.

"Some heart- stimulant should also
be used, as the poison from the fangs
of a rattler is one of the most power-

ful narcotics known. Strychnia is, of
course, the best heart stimulant, but is
dangerous. At first itcan be given in-
ternally in quantities of a thirtieth of
a grain or less, better a little less. This
dose should not be repeated for some
time unless it be absolutely necessary.

Use Heart Stimulant

"Ifthe wound Is opened slightlywith
a knife and sucked by the victim, or
better by some one accompanying? him,
Ifhe be one of a party, a great deal
of the poison can be drawn out. The
person doing; the sucking should eject

the poison from the mouth between
each breath. If this is done there is
practically no danger. Then the am-
monia can be applied and it will tend
to neutralize the poison remaining in
the wound.

"So much depend* upon the condi-
tions under which the victim Is-bitten
by a rattlesnake," began the doctor,

"that It Is hard to give a rule which
will always be applicable. Aqua
ammonia, the strongest that can be had.
Is probably the best first aid remedy.
It should be applied directly to ths
wound and will do more toward neu-
tralizing the poison than anything; else.

"Snnke bite" has come to mean «o
many things that to the average per-
son the subject calls to mind a favorite
brand of "old Kentucky." Since the
death of Kdward Uahe, the popular
keeper of the Eastlake 7,00, however,

the subject of the manner In which It
should be treated has become a topic of
general conversation throughrwt the
city.

The Venus, sailed by those two sea-
soned tars, Herb Peaso and Fritz Whit-
ney, put up a good race, but some way
or another she was tacked seaward too
far and was late In coining in.

But the fates were in cahoots with
the Mischief and she won out by a
handsome distance. The race was ex-
citing from start to finish and a largo

crowd of people witnessed thn race
from the various piers on the island.
The boats made a beautiful appearance

in thn new suits of canvas and their
falryllkebodies. The Mischief has been
fixed up Inattractive style, having been
trimmed with black paint. Her tackles

were working hard, und even her spin-

naker was twisted se.veral times, but
did not impede her victorious career.
She sailt-d faster and better than ever
before. Her crew consisted of Dr.Kot-
eom. Walter Folnom, Will Hlrk, Joe
Fellows und the two Hice brothers.

The crew of tho Mischief was com-
pletely surprised at their victory, for,
as Walter Folsom and Will Burk said,
"they never expected to catch up to
the Katrlna, and they wanted to see
some other boat that has not yet been
a prize winner get a look at the Joe
Pugh cup,"

The Mischief, piloted by her wise
crew, was luffing and beating, and the
last tack brought the Mischief into the
lead, going nt a great* clip. This pass

took place off the breakwater, and the
Mischief, under' »exceedlngly close

hauled canvas and despite her new
1400 pounds of udded keel weight and
new rigging, crossed the stake twomin-
utes and five seconds In the lead of the
Katrlna, having finished the course
of five miles at 24 minutes nnd 20 sec-

onds past 2 o'clock. The Katrlna passed

the stake second at 26 minutes and 25
seconds pust 2. The yawl Minerva,
third, crossed the stake at 29 minutes
past 2, and the Venus finished fourth
at 33 minutes ami 10 seconds past 2.

Mischief Wins Handily

The wind was blowing moderately

until the four boats had passed the
breakwater. A fresh wind came up

and sent the quartet ahead at a pretty
good clip. Twelve minutes later, ac-
cording to the arbitrary handicap, the
yawl Minerva started, and the yachts

Mischief and Venus, the former boat
having- started five minutes after the
latter, had started under a good breeze,

which was blowing almost directly lee-
ward of the yachts.
