ONCE BRILLIANT LAWYER
ARRAIGNED FOR INSANITY

Attorney Who Figured Prominently in
Famous Mayberry Case Said

When Blake was informed by deputy
gheriffs late Monday night he became
enraged and declared that Judge Wil-
bur was responsible for the action
against him. This was another hallu-
cination, it is said, as Judge Wilbur
was not even interested in the case,
Relatives in the east are taking steps
to have arrangements made for the
attorney, should he bhe sent to the
state institution for the insane.
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FORTY MORE CARS TO

Pacific Electric Will Have Increased
Facilities for Handling Traffic
to the Beach

WOMAN CROSS EXAMINES
MANY WITNESSES

STORIES TOLD OF HER TEMPER

Mrs, Frances Huencke, Whose Spouse
Sought Divorce, Wins Legal
Battle and Is Granted the
$14,000 Estate

Fighting for what she claims as her
rights with the true courage of the
daughters: of Erin, Mrs. Frances
Huencke of Santa Monico yesterday
spent the second day of her divorce
trial in Judge York's court cross-
examining the witnesses for the prose-
cution and bringing some of the most
influential and respected business men
of Santa Monica to the stand to give
evidence as to her good character.

The difficulties of the Huencke fam-
ily, which involve a §14,000 estate,
proved of great interest to the specta-
tors who thronged the court room,
Several incidents were brought to light
which proved particularly amusing.
Witnesses for the prosecution took
the stand and told the following story
of Mrs. Huencke's temper:

One night three wealthy young men,
scions of influential families of Los
Angeles, had been having an evening
of hilarious enjoyment at the beach.
About midnight they were starting
to return home, and while waiting for
the last car, decided to rest.

Rested on Doorsteps

The doorstep of the Huencke resi-
dence seemed the most appropriate
place and the young men sat down.
The car did not arrive for some time,
and to pass the time away the young
men started to sing “We won't go
home till morning.”

This intellectual ditty was repeated
time after time until Mrs, Huencke
who was trying to repose in the room
above, is alleged to have become angry
and gone to her back porch, armed
herself with a pail of garbage and
taken her station at the window above,
Suddenly the strains of the song arose
upon the night air, and the walching
woman is alleged to have leaned out
of the window and shouted: “Yese
won't go home till mornin’, won't yese?
Well, I guess you will,” and to have
suited hér action to her words and
tipped the pall over the window sillL

and returned the verdict in favor of
the defendant, granting her the prop-
erty and denying a divorce to her
husband.
