Accompanied by his wife and his
chauffeur, Mr, Smith left Los Angeles
April 29 for his long jaunt through the
north. He returns with a complexion
as tawny as that of a Comanche In-
dian and a story of the details incident
to the trip that has not yet wearied
his friends of the turf who thus far
have refused to be won over to the
joys of autoing.

The trip Mr, Smith characterizes as
an ideal one, which with good roads
and pleasant weather it is
sible to surpass, and with many ex-
periences of a similar kind he is con-
fident he knows whereof he speaks.

After a week in the latter city, with
numerous side trips, the tour was con-
tinued to Napa, Sonoma, Santa Rosa
and from there through Suisun to
Woodland, thence to Sacramento,
Stockton, Modesto, Merced and Fresno
to Bakersfield, From Bakersfield
the party made its way across
the edge of the desert and through
the San Francis quito canyon
to Newhall and thence to Los An-
geles, A tabulation of some of the
recerds of the trip prove interesting.
The longest day's run was that of 130
miles, the fastest time made was that
of a half mile in 56 seconds, a mile in
1:67%, the run of fifty miles from San
Jose to Oakland in two hours and a
100-mile jaunt in five and one-half
hours, with the successful ascent of
two more than usual steep grades, one
of 26% per cent and the other of 23 per
