Yesterday the corporation of L.os An-
geles served In Justice Young's court a
garnishee on the lines of the People's
Gas company, successors to the Loa
Angeles Independent Gas company.

These garnishments were served late
yesterday afternoon by deputies on the
consumers of the company, and up and
down Hill street they created consid-
erable excitement. In most instances
the men were away from home and the
women immediately arrived at the con-
clusion that the city was suing them,
and in some Instances the deputies, it
is mald, were put to flight.

Company Worth Millions

The company has never paid any
leense and the city attorney’'s office
was Instructed by the council to use
any legal means to collect the accrued
licenses. The garnishments were served
to satisfy the unpaid licenses which
have accrued. About 60 or 60 of the
notices were served on Hill street alone,

The Peoples' Gas company, reputed to
be worth $5,000,000, took over the in-
terests of the old Los Angeles Inde-
pendent, or Lowe, company several
months ago. At that time Mayor Mec-
Aleer used all of his influence In an en-
deavor to persuade the council to buy
the old plant. The council asked why
not take it over on account of non-
payment of license, the old company
owing at that time about $3400 in ac-
crued licenses.

Since May the bills of the gas com-
pany have gone out with Peoples' Gas
company stamped over the old name
with a rubber stamp. The council is
determined to collect the back license
and a movement may soon be made to
attach the gas mains of this company
which are laid under the streets. Such
drastic measures, it is believed, would
bring the corporation to time in short
order.

WANTS $1000 CASH FOR
RETURN OF CERTIFICATES

Comstock Claims That He Has Defin.

$1000 in cash. Comstock says he was
asked to name a representative who
was to meet the New York agent at a
designated place.

The New York police have been ad-
vised of these facts, Mr. Comstock
said. He added that he had determined
upon two courses: First, to endeavor
to secure an indemnity bond from a
surety company, by which means he
would be able to secure himself a re-
issue of the stolen certificates, Having
got the indemnity bond, Mr. Comstock
gald he would proceed to try to arrest

the robbers.

FIREMEN OVERCOME

Conflagration in San Francisco Ware«

The building in which the warehouse
was situated is bullt of brick and was
almost new. The loss is placed at about
$30,000, all of which is fully covered by
insurance.

PLANS NEW DESTROYERS

Improved Type of Torpedo Boat to Be
Tried by Germany

BERLIN, June 13.—The navy depart-
ment has ordered from the Germania
works six sea going torpedo boats of
a new type. They are of large dis-
placement and are In every way
stronger built and fitted with more nu-
merous torpedo tubes than the torpedd
boats previously laid down. The vital
parts of the new boats will be protected
from the fire of the smaller guns of
warships.

These boats are to be completed in-
side of a year, are expected to have a
speed equal to the boats of the present
type, owing to their powerful machin-
ery, and yet be strong enough to with-
stand the fire of an enemy’s dulcll-
firing guns while approaching a war-
ship and discharging torpedoes. One
of the six boats will be fitted with tur-
bine engines as an experiment.

Queen Victoria shall not sit in tha
‘White House to glorify this nation as
Victoria glorified England?”
