An Ordinance declaring the Intention of
the Mayor and the Council of the City of
LOs Angeles to establish the grade ofBrook street, from Lake, shore avonue
to a point 310 feet southerly therefrom.

The Mayor and Council of tha City of
Los Angeleß do ordain as follows:

Section 1. That It Is the intention of
the Council of the City of Lob Angelea
to establish the grade of

BROOK STREET.
from Lake Shore avenue to a point 810
feet southerly therefrom. In ac-
cordance withthe following elevations:

At the Intersection with Lake Shore
avenue the grade shall be 318.84 at the
southwest corner and 318.54 at . the
anuthonnt corner, aB now established
on Lake Shore avenue.

At the Intersection with the alley be-
tween Lake Shore avenue and Emerald
atreet the grade shall bo 321.00 at the
northeast corner and 321,00 at a point
on the west aide opposite thereto. '

At a point on the west side 310 feet
