SANTA ANA, :Aug. 11.'— A plot to
poison the entire family of Mrs. John
Bushard at Talbert came to lightyes-
terday. According to the story in the
hands of the officers the family, con-
sisting of Mrs. Bushard, three children
and the hired man, Joseph Kaegerer,
was at Huntlngton Beach on Saturday,
June . 24. On their return Kaegerer

tasted the water in the tank used for
domestic purposes and found it so bit-
ter-that his suspicions were aroused
and he had a chemical analysis .rpade.
It was found to be tainted, .with

strychnine and in the .presence of
Sheriff Lacy the water was drawn off,
revealing more than a pound of strych-
nine in the bottom of the tank. That
the family escaped total annihilation is

regarded as marvelous. The sheriff and
special detectives have been working
on the case for some time, but have
no tangible clue as to the person or
persons who committed the dastardly
deed.

Before the fire was under control,

six of the firemen had been carried to
the hospital and many other of the
wounded were barely able to walk.
The 16133 was 'estimated atabout I$60,000.

Fireman O'Neill sustained the most
serious injuries. With the explosion
of the first vat, containing 10,000 gal-
lons of soap liquor, several members of
Company 18 were so near that the ex-
plosion knocked them down. They

ran out of the building, not knowing

that O'Neill was left behind. He was
quickly missed and searchers found
him lying on a stairway in a small
case of soap grease.'

. A'physician was among the rescue
brigade and by firßt aid,treatment suc-
ceeded in removing some of the fire-
men. Several firemen were. taken out
unconscious and when restored to their
senßes refused, to obey orders to go to

the hospital, but ran back to their posts
of duty. For. an hour' Fred Barry
fought the flre.from the cellar with the
scalding grease trickling over him. As

he fell his strength gave out and he
screamed for help. Chief Howe, in an-
other parts of the building, heard him
Barry was found unconscious on the
ground and was removed to the hos-

pital. ...

After the vats had taken fire, Acting

Chief Blnns was forced to divide his
men Into two parties, one to enter the
black smoke cloud with the hose, and
the other to stand waiting out in the
air to rush in and rescue fainting com-
rades whose cries for help \u25a0 came from

the flery furnace every few minutes.
The black smoke was even more deadly
than the fat grease, and sometimes the
men lying flat on their faces were
forced to inhale itby the constant back
draughts.

NEW YORK, Aug. 11.—Tw«ntr fire-
men were carried, burned and uncon-
scious from boiling soap, five of them
being badljr parboiled, from a fire In W.
It. Daggltt's Sons aoap factory In
West 120 th street today. Tanks con-
taining 70,000 gallons of soap fats ex-
ploded after a flre In the three-story
building had been brought under con-
trol. For five hours thereafter, firemen
fought this 'new danger, crawling on
their stomachs on sidewalks outside the
building,unable to stand ina poisonous
flood of smoke which exhaled from the
flery soap greasea, and continually ex-
posed to little rivers of the scorching
fluid

-
wlhch flowed from the building.

Water seemed for the first three hours
to have no effect whatever on the burn-
Ing soap fats, other than to cause them
to flow more freely, with greater peril
to the firemen.
