LONDON, Aug. 15.— The southern
committee of the British Amateur

Athletic association has refused per-
mission to Alfred Shrubb, the British
champion runner, to go to America to
compete in the championships at New
York and Montreal.

Alfred Shrubb Is the champion dis-
tance runner of England and holds
many world's records. He has Just
returned to his home from a trip to
Australia, where he established new
figures for all distances from one mile
to twelve miles. He holds the world's
record of nine minutes, nine and three-
fifth seconds for two miles, running

the first mile in four minutes, seven-
teen and three-fifths seconds.

He is looked upon as the most phe-
nomenal long-distance runner in the
world and his intended visit to Amer-
ica had been looked forward to with
great interest by American athletes.

There is a significant omission"; in
the schedule which has attracted the
attention of football enthusiasts and
that is the fact that no game is sche-
duled with the Olympic stalwarts. Ever

since Stanford has played football the
Cardinal team and the Olympic athletes
have come together on the gridiron,

and these contests sometimes have re-
sulted in the best games of the season
on the coast. But the star of the San

Francisco club has been rapidly wan-
ing- during the past few seasons, and
the refusal of Stanford to book a con-
test with the battle-scarred veterans

has the look of a rapid step towards
restful oblivion for the Olympics.

Student Manager Barrett doesn't like
the San Francisco club and doesn't
hesitate to say so in unmistakable
terms. When the omission Inthe sche-
dule was brought to his attention he
gave two reasons for it. One was that
the club no longer turns out good
teams, and therefore the practice re-
ceived was not beneficial, and the other
was that the Olympics border too
nearly on professionalism and exert a
bad influence over the university ath-

letes. There is another reason that
Barrett didn't mention but it probably
had something to do with the boycott.
This is that the Olympics do not take

kindly to adverse decisions ina game

and are inclined to say and do things
that are not- according to the strict
ethics of the game.
