REDUCTION OF TAX RATE A
BUGBEAR

WHERE TO CUT IS QUESTION

Counciiman 8mith of Finange Com.
mittee

s Necessary Expenses

of Departments Are Far In
Excess of Funds

“Bven should the tax rate of $1.40 be
continued for another year the city of
L.os Angeles would be more than
cramped for funds,’’ declared a member
of the finance committee of the coun-
eil yesterday., "On account of the phe-
nomenal growth of Los Angeles we
seem to be doomed to be a year or more
behind all of the time and with no
chance to catch up.

“The tax rate will probably of ne-
cessity be made lower this year if I
read the charter right. The rate is
not too high, Personally I have no
complaints against the rate, but of
course if It s {llegal we cannot im-
pose {t, even though the public im-
provements now under way be stopped
and held up indefinitely.

““The only remedy, so far as I can
see, {8 to change the charter go that a
correct rate can legally be fixed., Ac-
cording to the law at the present time,
$1 per $100 of assessable property is the
limit at which we can fix the rate for
the paying of the general expenses of
the city. Above this amount we can
asgess enough to meet the payments of
the city's bonded indebtedness,

Big Sum in Aggregate

“A few cents more mean practically
nothing to the individual, but the fig-
ures are astounding in the aggregate.
As it is, the city is some $1,200,000 short
already, according to the estimates fur-
nighed by the heads of the various de-
partments. Where are we going to cut
off that amount of money? Shear as
we will we soon get down to what
these departments actually must have
in order to take care of the city's busi-
ness,

“Our work was indeed cut out for
us to get the running expenses inside
the revenue with the old tax rate, but
now that it appears to be necessary to
reduce the rate from $1.40 to perhaps
$1.26, what are we to do?

“It will probably be necessary to re-
duce the rate this much, but where
will the city get off. The street de-
partment must have more men. The
police force {8 entirely inadequate and
unless more men are put on the force
dangerous conditions may arise. The
fire department is in the same condi-
tion,

“The rate must be fixed according to
the law, I guess, without regard to
what becomes of the city's interests.’”
