llioMayor and Council of the City ofLos Angeles do ordain as follows:
Section 1. That tho right and privi-lege Is hereby granted to F. M. Chap-

man and his assigns to construct andror the period of twenty-one years to
operate and maintain a double-trackelectrlo street rnllway over the routeand upon nnd along .the streets andportions of streets fn the City of LosAngeles described as follows, to wit:Commencing on Weßt Sixth street attho oasterly Intersection of Rampart
street, thence westerly along Sixthstreet to the west boundary line of theCity of Los Angeles.

Together with the right to constructand maintain all necessary switches,
turnouts, curves, connections at street
Intersections, power houses and allother appliances, property, structuresand attachments that may be necessary
for the purposo of operating said road.Provided, however, that said railroadshall be constructed, and at all timesoperated and maintained, and soldright, privilege and franchise is hereby
granted, and shall be at all times ex-orcised and enjoyed in accordance withand subject to ench and every of theterms and conditions of this franchise,
and not otherwise.

That said grantee or his assigns shall
not sell, transfer or assign said franchise
or any of the rights or privileges granted
thereby except by a duly executed Instru-
ment In writing, filed In the ofnee of the
City Clerk of the City of Los Angeles, and
provided further, that nothing in said
franchise contained shall be construed to
grant to said grantee or his assigns any
right to sell, transfer or assign said fran-
chise or any of the rights or privileges
thereby granted, except in the manner

Sec. 8. That the City of Los Angeles
shall have the right at the expiration of
tho aforesaid period of twenty-one years
to purchase the rails, track and roadbed
and all property In any of the streets,
hereinbefore mentioned, belonging to said
grantee or his successors In Interest, laid
or constructed under the grant hereby
made or used by said grantee or his
successors In Interest, in the exercise of
this franchise, at a fair valuation, pro-
vided that the option to make such pur-
chase shall be declared by resolution of
the City Council passed not more than
three years nor Ipbs than six months prior
to the expiration of said period of twenty-
one years.

The valuation of the property proposed
to be purchased pursuant to the pro-
visions of this Ordinance shall be deter-
mined by a board of three arbitrators, of
whom one shall be appointed by the city,
one by the said grantee, or his suoces-
aors in Interest, and the third by the two
arbitrators so appointed. Bald arbitrators
shall be appointed within thirty days
after the declaration by the city of Its
option to purchase said property. In case
said arbitrators fall to make and file an
award within the time hereinafter limited,
a new board of tnrea arbitrators shall bp
appointed as hereinbefore prescribed, to
determine the valuation of eald property.
