OLDEST TWINS IN
ILLINOIS CELEBRATE

CHICAGO, Aug. 27.—Meyer and
Isaac Abrahams, probably the oldest
twins In Illinois, yesterday celebrated
their seventy-first birthday and tho
fifty-seventh anniversary of their ar-
rival in Chicago. They declared that
they were as hale and hearty, also os
lively,as they were in the '60s.

However, when
Ileft he let the doctor go with me,

and the poor fellow followed me about
three miles, all through the main
street, he was so fearful the .officers
would catch him again.

"I told them to put the man in a
chair and carry him to the hospital, at
the same time sending for Mr. Locke

to give the chloroform. We operated
and found a mass of varlcosed veins nt
the bottom of this tumor which wan
about four Inches in diameter.

Dr. Van-
derburgh has charge of two dispensar-
ies and a hospital maintained by tho
Presbyterian board of foreign missions
at the Chinese city named.

tor who had got Into trouble.

DESCENDANT OF HISTORIC
CHARACTER IS MARRIED

Cropplngs 600 or 700 feet wide and 1000
feet long, showing bromide of silver
statna, appear on the Homestake, about
three miles southeast of Keane springs
Inthe Funeral range. The property be-
longs to Paul Manuel (the French Kid,
alias Grizzly), one of the locators of
the famous Homestake mine of the
Black Hills, and John and William
Sharp, all of Bullfrog. Where they
have opened up the vein it shows for
eleven feet wide and one assay goes
$37.

Returns from the latest assays made
on the Sunset, five miles northeast from
Beatty, at a depth of about 86 feet go
$32.50. Average values of about $15 are
obtained all along in the talc where
development work has been done.

The Lee and Flndley property in the
Funeral range lies about twenty-flve
miles from Beatty. They get some
good values In stringers as high as
$5000, with surface assays of $2 to $40 on
the main leads.

. Streaks of $300 ore, occurring in ft
ledge from three to seventeen feet wide
and cropping for 6000 feet, are found on
the property of the California Bullfrog,
four miles east of Keane Springs.

The Beatty Miner gives a list of pro-
ducing claims as evidence of value,
calling attention to results as follows:

Producing Mines

Copper Production
Statistics recently compiled by min-

ing men in Arizona indicate that th<j
territory : is now, producing approxi-
mately 21,000,000 pounds of copper per
month, as compared with about 20,000,-
COO pounds for Montana and 18,000,000
for Michigan. These figures include all
the well established copper mining dis-
tricts of Arizona and make liberal al-
lowances also for an increased produc-
tion by the Butte properties and tha
Lake district mines.

The state of Nevada Is indeed grow-
ing out of that condition which has
prompted eastern critics in particular
to revile it In the past as a pocket
borough politically, owing to the lim-
ited number of its inhabitants, and as
a sagebrush waste because of its com-
parative inferiority agriculturally to
some other states. But the mineral
discoveries in

'
Nevada .are .. breaking

down the eastern sneer rapidly as to
Its political status, and the comple-
tion of the federal government land
reclamation scheme will help to lift
it to a higher plane agriculturally A
few more discoveries like those of
Tonopah and Goldfleld, which have cre-
ated communities ;wlth populations
ranging between 8000 and 7000, will give
a new turn to statistics InNevada, and
there Is no good reason to doubt but
what they willbe made In good season.

Nevada's mineralized territory has been
barely scratched, except in spots, and
yet ItIs being recognized now by the
world as one of the richest known min-
ing fields awaiting exploitation

The story of the development of the
new mining camps In Central Nevada,
as related by United.States Senator
Nixon, says an exchange, reads like
a romance, although collateral evi-
dence is abundant that it Is all a real-
ity. Young as the towns of Tonopah
and Goldfleld are they are assuming
the proportions and conditions of long
established communities, the erection
of substantial buildings of masonry
furnishing proof of the faith of the
people in their permanency, and the
richness and perpetuity of the pro-
ductive, mining properties which have
brought them into being and on which
they are dependent. Other mining
districts have also been-_ developed
which give promise of yielding large
mineral returns In future. The de-
velopments In the two chief camps of
the central part of the state are stimu-
lating search for mineral deposits in
other sections which have hitherto
been neglected by the mining pros-
pector.

Tonopah and Goldfleld

Charles P. Dupuy, superintendent of
the Old Roman Mining company's
property, located In the Newbury
mountains, twenty-five miles south of
Searchlight, Nev., is In the city, and
states that the lower tunnel has reached
a distance Inof 800 feet, giving a depth
on the incline of the ledge of 300 feet
below the surface. At the breast of the
tunnel the width of the quartz ore is
two and a half feet, with values from
$50 to $300 In gold and sliver to the ton.
Decision Is pending \u25a0wjlth the manage-
ment during investigation as to ithe
best kind of reduction plant to place
upon the property.

Ithas been suspected for a long time
that the general trend of all known
ledges In the southern end of the field
from southeast to northwest growing
richer in values as they advanced In
the latter direction, indicated that
somewhere there would be found the
main break or mother lode of the dis-
trict, and Ifthis is found It willmean
millions of added wealth to the district
and hundreds of thousands of dollars
more money to be spent In actual de-
velopment work. All mining engineers
have been aware that there was what
we called a "north and south" ledge

running from the North Star claim
down' toward the south, but as the
lateral ledges, which all take the gen-

eral north nnrl south direction were
richer, in :mineral values than this,
nothing material in the way of devel-
opment has ever been done. It was a
blind: lead and there were not the
slightest surface Indications to denote
that. there was any ledge in the vi-
cinity, except on the North Star, where
there' were only partial surface crop-
pings.

Two corporations of large capitaliza-
tion have been formed to work new
properties along the ledge. Work has
commenced on one of them and next
month operations willbegin on another
ledge. ',

The Ban Bernardino Times-Index
states that mining men believe the
mother lode of the Searchlight, Nev.,
district has been found. The discovery

will give a remarkable Impetus to
Searchlight.
