The games will commence at 2 o'clock
in the afternoon and the list includes
standing and running jumps of al] sorts,
putting the shot, lemon throwing con-
test for ladies, 100-yard dash for men,
B0-yard dash for women, potato races,
scow races, three-legged race and sack
race and 100-yard dash for Native Sons
welghing over 200 pounds.

A special feature will be the annual
tug-of-war. Arrowhead parlor of San
Bernardino has challenged Ramona
parlor, present holder of the cup, and
teams of eight men each will struggle
to win the trophy.

Evening Program

At 4 o'clock in the afternoon there
will be a balloon ascension and pro-
grams of patriotie music will be given
by Donatelll’'s band. Maneuvers by the
national guard will follow.

The special musical and literary
events, with the addresses, will occur
in the bandstand in the evening at 7:40
o'clock.

MONSTER SHARKS CAUGHT

It hardly hit the water before a shark
about five feet long struck and the
fight lasted more than an hour before
the great fish gave up the struggle
Several men volunteered to haul in the
catch but it was found to be too heavy
and was towed along the edge of the
wharf to shallow water before being
dragged on the beach. The hook had
been swallowed and it was necessary
to rip the shark open before it could be
taken out.

The second shark was about the same
size and put up a similar fight, finally |
being hauled in amid the cheers of sev-
eral hundred people who had assem-
bled to watch the sport.

GOVERNMENT WILL BUILD
DIKE TWELVE MILES LONG

Awards Contract to Miller & Peasley
for Constructing Bulwark to Pro=

tect Arizona Farms

The government, through Secretary
of the Interior Hitchcock, has awarded
the contract for the construction of a
dike twelve miles in length, in connec-
tion with the Yuma irrigation project,
to Miller & Peasley at $66,325.

This dike is to keep water from
Arizona land in the delta of the Col-
orado river. There are a number of
farms subject to floods every year.
This project is a part of the govern-
ment’'s scheme to reclaim the lunds and
make it suitable for permanent resi-
dent purposes.

While nothing has been provided for
the California side of the river, it Is
expected that similar work will be con-
ducted on the west bank of the river
by the United States and Mexico.

Captain A. Polhamus Will Clear Sand
Bars From Outer Harbor, Permit.
ting Large Vessels to Enter
The government has awarded the
contract for dredging the outer har-
bor at San Pedro to Captain A. Pol-
hamus of San Pedro, the bld being

4 cents a cubic yard,

It 1s expected the improvement will
cost about $75,000, and after its com-
pletion vessels drawing twenty feet of
water may enter the harbor, The
present limit is eighteen feet, The
outer harbor will be dredged 22 feet to
allow for deterloration and the swell.
The work will be completed in one year.
The bids ranged from 46 cents to $1.10
a yard,

HAS RETAINED ATTORNEYS

Woman Representing Door of Hope,
Charged With Embezzlement,
Brought From Portland by
Deputy Sheriff

Smiling, and apparently care-free,
Miss Frances Hale, former actress and
charity agent, stepped from a Port-
land train at the Arcade depot yester-
day morning and, escorted by Deputy
Sheriff Gilbert, went to the county jail
where, for a few days at least, she
will be a prisoner on a charge of em-
bezzlement.

Miss Hale's arrest in Portland, after
her sensational flight from Los Angeles,
was at the Instigation of officers of
the Door of Hope charity assoclation
and of the Merchants' and Manufac-
turers' association of Los Angeles.

Miss Hale made her first appearance
in Angeles several months ago
when she solicited subscriptions for

Indictment Returned

Misunderstandings arose and Secre-
tary Zeehandelaar of the Merchants’
and ‘Manufacturers' assoclation, as-
serting that a number of members of
that body had been defrauded, made
complaint to the district attorney
against Miss Hale. This complaint,
charging embezzlement, was not acted
upon, but a similar one from the Door
of Hope resulted In an indictment,
but in the meantime, Miss Hale had
departed for the north.

A Pinkerton detective was sent after
her and almost succeeded In arresting
her in S8an Francisco. She escaped In
a small boat to a ship bound for Port-
land,

As she left the steamer at the ex-
position city she was arrested and
after a deaperate effort to secure lib-
erty through habeas corpus proceed-
ings, In which she was defeated, she
agreed to return south and when Dep-
uty Sheriff Gilbert arrived in Port-
land, she was prepared to make an im-
mediate start. N

Miss Hale refused to make any de-
talled statement upon her arrival in
Los Angeles. “I am innocent of this
charge against me,” sald Miss Hale,
“and that 1s all T have to say."”

Yesterday, through the efforts of At-
torneys Davis and Rush, her ball was
reduced from $5000 to $2000.
