Gayety In the Trees

ODESSA, Sept. 2.—A pope, or Rus-

sian village priest, has been buried

alive by a mob of peasants at Svlno
Krlvza, in the Crimea.

The people had ascribed the pro-

longed drought which has ruined their
crops this season to the death of a cer-
tain old man who had been regarded as
an "opyr," or wizard, no rain having

fallen since his burial in March last.

According to the popular superstition

it was necessary In order to appease

the sorcerer's spirit that his remains

should be exhumed at midnight, and
after being sprinkled with holy water

by a priest, replaced in the grave.

Accordingly, on Sunday night a pro-

cession of villagers, headed by boys

and girls carrying torches and accom-
panied by fiddlers and flutists playing
dismal dirges, set out for the cemetery.

The body of the dead wizard was duly

exhumed, and placed in a sitting pos-

ture against a tree, around which forty

or fifty of the peasants danced a weird
dance to the accompaniment of the vil-
lage musicians.

In the midst of the curious ceremon-
ialFather Constantln, the village pope,
arrived. The villagers, thinkinghe had
come to consummate the ceremonies
by pouring holy water on the corpse,
hailed him with joyful greetings.

To their surprise and disappointment,
however, the priest not only declined to

assist In the affair, but upbraided them

for their superstition and their sacri-
legious barbarity.

The crowd at this grew indignant.
Some among them who were under tht
Influence of vodka, shouted that he was
the real wizard, as the spirit of the dead
man had entered his body.. The priest

was accordingly seized and despite his

shrieks for mercy was hurled by four

of the men into the reoponed grave, the
remains of the corpse being flung in
after him with earth and stones.

ing ships clear of rates, but of course
have no effect on roaches. On this side
of the Atlantic roach catching Is the

more important branch of the business,

while on the other side wharves are
almost as full of rat catchers as the

ships are of rats. :,
These once worked with ferrets, but

now they use chemicals. Large cage-

like traps are used, in which lettuce
Ileaves are placed after being sprinkled

with a liquid—only the catcher knows

what.

Whatever it Is, it is as irresistible to
rats as the weird piping of the Pled
Piper was to the rats of the Hamelln
town. No matter how choice the food
in the lockers and in the hold, the rats

leave it instantly when they smell the
mysterious liquid on the lettuce leaves.
