oo/ LENGTHENS LIFE OF STONE

Professor Brunn of Hungary has
written a paper giving interesting de-
talls of his alleged discovery of a liquid
chemical compound which renders cer-

0| tain kinds of matter proof against the

effects of time, He asserts that it

° doubles the density of nearly overy

kind of stone and renders it water-
proof. It imparts to all metals qualities
which defy oxygen and rust, It is also

° a germicide of hitherto unequaled

powers,

The professor says that while travel-
ing in Greece some twenty-five years
ago he noticed that the mortar in
stones of ruins which were known to
be over 2000 yvears old wgs as hard,
fresh and tenacious as if it had been
made only a year. He secured a plece
of the mortar, and has been working
on it ever since until now, when, he
says, he has discovered the secret. The
compound is a yellow liquid, which the
professor has christened zorene.

An interviewer describes the follow-
ing experiments: A plece of ordinary
and easily breakable slag, after immer-

sion in zorene, defied .the full blow of
a hammer. There was the same effect
on orflinary bricks and a block of red
jarrah wood. All three were then im-
mersed in water for a long ' time,
When taken out'and weighed with deli-
cate scales the presence of a single par-
ticle of added moisture could not be de-
tected. Two pleces of steel submitted to
an ammonia test equal to five years'
exposure to the air emerged from the
bath as they entered it. An ordinary
table knife which had lain open five
the slightest

will be able to make roads dust, germ
and waterproof, thus glving a commer-
ofal value to hundreds of millions of
tons of slag which is now useless in
the mining and smelting districts. His
discovery will at the very least double
the life of metals exposed to the alr,
such as bridges, rallroads, vessels and

tanks,

750,000.

There are in all sixty members in
the imperial family, inclusive of eleven
married and four widowed princesses,
who are members of the family by
marriage, not by birth. Of the rest
there are eleven married and ten un-
married princesses,

The mikado is industrious. He rises
early in the morning and performs his
ofticlal duties all day for many hours.
