have no means of catching them un-
less they have a number on their ma-
chine, or obey the order to stop when

given by the policemen.
"If an autoist wants to speed His

machine he will take off the number,

and when the police order him to stop

or signal to him. they only laugh at

us. The only thing to do is to equip

the department with motorcycles and
autos, then we could work with ef-
fect."

MONEY FOR THE Y. M. C. A.

Mrs. David Powell and her son Harry,
aged 18 years, were severely burned this
morning, the mother while lightingthe
gasoline stove and the son ina success-
ful endeavor to save their home. The
accident occurred shortly before 6
o'clock. Mrs. Powell was engaged in
preparing breakfast and had just

lighted the stove when the flame rushed
through the supply pipe and found Its

way into the tank. In an instant the

latter burst Into flames and the burning

liquid poured down over Mrs. Powell.
She screamed for help, and her son
Harry, who was In bed In the next

room half asleep and half awake,

rushed to the kitchen. He took In the

situation at a glance, and grasping the

stove hurried across the room with it
and threw ItInto the yard, while the

angry flames scorched his face and
burned the clothing from hia arms and

breast. Dr. Bishop was at once called
to care for the sufferers. He found
Mrs. Powell to be slightly burned about
the face and shoulders, while the young

man had experienced terrible burns
about the face, arms, breast and on one

foot. Tho doctor does not anticipate

serious results ineither case.

LONG BEACH, Oct. «.—Realizing the
fact that Terminal Island Is now under
the jurisdiction of Long Beach, the Salt
Lake Railroad company today leased
from this city for a period of forty-six
years a large tract of land which Is
being filled in with the harbor dredg-
ings. The Salt Lake owns a consider-
able tract of land at Terminal which
has been covered by the sea. The rail-
road proposes to build a breakwater,

increase the wharfage along the chan-
nel and reclaim a great deal of the sub-
merged land.

The breakwater willcost at least $50,-
000, and the rental asked by the city Is
only $1per year. The lease willbecome
null and void should the government
discontinue the dredging of the harbor.
The war department has manifested a

desire to co-operate with the Salt Lake
In the matter.

The death of Mrs. Ida Rourke, wife
of William Rourke, a well-known busi-
ness man of this city, occurred this
morning after an illness of many
years.

Her death Is mourned
by a large circle.

and had a large circle of friends here.
She leaves a son and a sister here.

It is expected the suit of the City of
San Bernardino vs. the Fontana De-
velopment company et al. willcome on
for trial In the superior court January
0 before Judge Oster.

Ho reached this city about 2 o'clock
this morning, and, leaving his engine
standing in the yards, hastened to
his sister's home, reaching her bedside
while she was still conscious and able
to recognize him.

"Inmy opinion Iwould say we will
never be able t6 make the automobile
drivers conform to the law until the
cityprovides us with high-speed motor-
cycles and automobiles, so that we can
catch those who now run away from
us. Many autosihave had their num-
bers taken oft and we can't get any

"One would think that the Streets
were only for automobiles," said a
police officer last evening. "I have
been In many cities, but Idon't be-
lieve Iever saw anything like the nu-
duflty of the average Los Angeles
autoist. ,

"They run their machines through
the principal business streets at a high
rate of speed to the peril of pedestri-
ans, cyclists, carriages and themselves.

"On the outskirts of Los Angeles In
tho evening there are literally hun-
dreds of automobiles speeding along at
the rate of fiftymiles or more an hour.
When ordered to stop they only laugh
at us and shout derisive remarks. Most
of them are drunk or partly under the
influence of liquor and of course thnt
makes them the more dangerous.

Need Police Autos

Many of tho gr.sollne and stea n
"exterminators" pay no,heed to cross-
Ings, but driving through the throngs,
causo panics and Injure pedestrians
In innumerable instances.

Along the business streets the speed
inanlacs run their machines at a rate
that a fii-e wagon driver would hesl-
tute or an ambulance driver would not
darn to attempt when answering an
urgent call.

So many complaints have reached
the authorities within the past few
weeks that Capt. Auble yesterday gave
positive orders to his patrolmen to
sr.ure no effort to stop speeding, regard-
less of measures necessary to compli-
ance with the order. The patrolmen
any they willobey to the best of their
ability, hut they ull dlscouragingly re-
mark: "How can we catch an auto
going fiftymiles an hour?"
