POLIGE STATION

RECOGNIZES IT AMONG MRS.
DAVIS’ EFFECTS

Miss Ethel Culver Identifies Her Prop=
erty in Collection of Jewelry
Taken From Woman
Suspect

The bholdest burglary said to have
been committed by Mrs. Nellle Davis
was brought to the attention of the
police yesterday when Miss Ethel
Culver of 1327 South Flgueroa street
{dentified a diamond ring found among

the jewelry in possession of Mrs. Davis

when arrested,

Miss Culver says that this ring, with
two others, was taken from her room
on the second floor of her home on the
morning of September 23, Miss Culver
was ‘“making” her bed at about 8:30
o'clock in the morning, and as was cus-
tomary with her removed the rings and
placed them on a nearby tray.

She neglected to replace the rings
upon her fingers after completing her
work, and did not think of her jewelry
until late in the afternoon. On return-
ing to her room at that time they
were missing and she has been unable
to arrive at a theory as to their disap-
pearance until she recognized one of

the rings among the jewelry found
upon Mrs, Davis.
Mrs. J. H. Culver, mother of Miss

Fthel Culver, said last night that the
front door to their residence is always
unlocked during the day and that it
would have been impossible for Mrs.
Davis or anyone to have stolen the
Jjewelry without mounting the stairs to
the second floor and daringly removing
them from the tray In Miss Culver's
room.
Other Losers Call

Several women called at police head-
quarters yesterday to identify prop-
erty found in possession of Mrs. Davis,
but Miss Culver was the only one who
could identify either the woman or any
of the numerous articles of which
they had been robbed,

The police will not admit it, but it
is believed that their refusal to allow
Mrs. Davis to be photographed is bhe-
cause the publication of her photo-
graph would reveal her identity to her
friends, who are sald to have been
members of the same riag and whom
the detectives are seeking to arrest,

It is also stated on authority that the
name, Mrs. Nellle Davis, is fictitious,
and that if her real name should be-
come known now other members of
the gang would take to cover and
thereby defeat the efforts of the de-
tectlives and hinder progress,

‘Where and who is Mrs. Davis' hus-
band is another detail which the au-
thorities have not been able to ascer-
taln. Mrs. Davis says her husband is
dead, but this statement is not credited
by the police, since she has given such
an inaccurate account of herself, dis-
covered mainly in the identification of
her by Mrs. George, and of several of
the articles found in her possession.

Mrs, Davis' 12-year-old daughter re-
mains with her mother at the city

prison. The detectives, after question~
ing her several times, have given up
hopes of securing information from
her. She Is sald to be veady with an-
swers of such a nature that it is evi-
dent the little girl has been well
coached.

Mrs. Davis will be glven a prelimi-
nary hearing in the police court Tues-
day or Wednesday. What plea she will
make to the charges is only surmised
but from her former attitude it is be-
lieved she will reply not guilty and be
bound over to the superior court.

B STEEL BLOGK
ON SOUTH SPAI

TO BE ERECTED AT A COST OF
$100,000

Near Corner of Ninth Street—Other
Improvements Reported by Archi.
tects and Bullders—Busy
Season Ahead

J. 8. Torrance of the Union Oll com-
pany is under contract to erect a busi-
ness block to cost $100,000 on the Dion-
isio Botiller lot on the west side of
Spring street, seventy-five feet north of
Ninth street, the site that was selected
for the proposed Tivoli theater. Mr.
Torrance has secured a fifty-year lease
on the lot. He will erect a six-story
steel frame structure to be devoted to
business and office purposes. The
terms of the lease are said to be $400 a
month for the first ten years; $500 a
month for the second ten years, and
$600 a month for the remainder of the
period,

Majestic Contract Let

The contract for the Majestic theater
and office building to be erected on the
east side of Broadway, between Sixth
and Seventh streets, has been let by
Architect A. F. Rosenheim, who drew
the plans for the splendid Improve-
ment, the detalls of which are thus
told by the Contractor and Builder:

“The bullding will be a seven-story,
attlc and basement structure 116.6x50
feet, thoroughly fireproof and modern
in all its appoinments. The basement
will have a twelve-foot and 19.8-foot
ceiling, respectively; the first story 17.4
feet; second story 11.10 feet, and the
remaining floors 10.4 feet, the attic will
vary from 659 feet to 7.9 feet.

“The basement walls, piers and re-
taining walls will be of heavy concrete
construction; the sldes and rear of
brick. The front will have polished
granite base blocks, terra cotta facing
up to the third story. Above that point
will be faced with white pressed brick
with terra cotta sill courses and caps.
The upper portion of the front will
have an elaborate galvanized iron cor-
nice, with a projection of 5.2 feet above
the cornice will be dwarf standards
with eleotric light fixtures. The build-
ing will be erected on a steel frame
which will be protected with fireproof-
ing materlal. The floors, roof and
basement will also be constructed of

cement and concrete, and reinforced
with three-eighths-inch round steel
bars. Hollow tile will be used for all

partition walls. The light courts are
to be faced with white enameled brick,
S8imons Brock company's hollow brick
will be used as lining for the exterlor
brick walls.

“In the office portion of the building
an {ron stairway will extend from the
basement to the attic, The mercantile
rooms will have ample floors, oak trim
and plaster cornice work finish. The
upper floors will have fireproof finish,
marble wainscoting and plaster moulds
ing. There wil be two electric passen-
ger elevators and one freight elevator.

“At the entrance to the theater will
be a large cast and wrought iron Mar-
quise supported from the building by
heavy iron chains; it will have a roof
of wire glass and ornamented with
bronze grill work,

will have marble floor, dado and pllas-{ed on St. Andrew’s place, between Pico

ters. It will be 21x34 feet.
foyer will be 26x50 feet, with mnrblej
floor and wainscoting, beam and plas-
ter work. There will be a marble dou-
ble stairway from the floor of the foyer
to the balcony. The auditorium and
stage occupy a space of 82x1456 feet, of
which the stage has 34x82 feet and the
auditorium 82x111 feet.

“A large amount of ornamental iron
and bronze work will be used in the
various portions of the building. The|
store fronts will be of cast fron. In the
central light court there will be a large
dome skylight of cast iron with ribs of
ornamental iron,

“The general finish of the front of the
building will be in white. All iron
work will be painted to give uniformity
of color. The building wil be equipped
with fire escapes, prismatic lights to
sldewalks, plate glass windows, steam
heating and ventilating systems, high
grade plumbing and everything that
will constitute a first-class structure for
theatrical and office purposes,”

The contract price for the improve-
ment entered into with Carl Leonardt
is $450,000.
