Around the animal's neck, to save it
from banderlllero thrusts, was fastened
an arrangement not unlike a horse-
collar pad, and into this the bull
fighters, without any apparent danger
to themselves or decided objection from
the bull,stuck six of the colored sticks.
Three other animals were treated like-
wise.

The performance opened with a bugle
call promptly at 3 o'clock. A quartet
of swarthy skinned individuals attired
In costumes of many colors marched
Into the improvised arena two abreast,

and after bowing right and left lost no
time in taking places of safety behind
high board protectors, distributed along
the inside of the arena. The first bull
was then partly shoved, partly kicked
into the arena and the thrillingexhibi-
tion began.

"Agnosticism, dogmatism and the
psuedo-llberallsm of the day, are all
children of the same parent and pro-
ceed from the same root of evil."

"Our problem is to discover, not how
little we can know, but how much we
can know, and the whole eternal and
infinite world is before us for our in-
vestigation. True, many things that
have become obstructive and obsolete
are still held and Insisted upon as es-
sential truth, here and there. But these
are not essentials. They are mere
human opinions; shadows which men
take for substance.

"The liberalism, so-called, which saya
it makes no difference what a man be-
lieves; let your children choose for
themselves, for there Is really nothing
definite about religious truth in which
they can be trained— the liberalism
which says you must have a short,
simple creed, all beyond is superfious,
Ijequally deadening to the human in-
tellect.

"Dogmatism, nearer relative to
agnosticism than is generally supposed,
says it Is no use to think about such
things, for you cannot understand
them. You must accept what wan
thought about them In the fourth cen-
tury, or by the Council of Trent of a
later age. Agnosticism say you must
stop thinkingbefore you begin to think.
Dogmatism says you may go a little
way; you may exercise your God-given
faculties up to a certain eccleslatlcally
adjusted point, but you may not go
beyond that on your peril. Thua they
differ as to the capacity of the human
intellect to receive religious truth, but
they are one and alike In that they
both are deadening to the human In-
tellect,

Rev. Dr. J. J. Wilklns, 'dean and
rector of St. Paul's pro-cathedral,
preached yesterday at both services
after his recent eastern vacation. At
the morning service he took for his
topic "The Mind In Jesus Christ." He
said in part:

"There is a very common saying, a
kind of American gospel, Indeed, that
It makes no sort of difference what
we believe, because the life is more
than creed. And it is said by many
antagonistic schools of thought; the
agnostic asserts, with many an ig-
norant and absurd commonplace and
sneer, that what a man believes as to
religion, Is of no consequence what-
ever, since what he does believe is
absolutely incapable of reasonable
proof.

"He tells us that all thinking about
God and Immortality is as a sounding
brass and tinkling cymbal, for we
can know nothing of a certainty about
them. You may speculate and theorize
about such things, he says, but what
you predict of them is nothing more
than a stagnating opinion, rotting In
a dead theology; the mere human for-
mula of one age mechanically repro-
duced and repeated In ages which have
outlived their significance.
