BIG SCRAMBLE FOR TICKETS

Berkeley.Stanford P boards Are in
Unprecedented Demand, Crowds
Waiting for Opening

The advance sale of tickets for the
Berkeley-Stanford game has thus far
eclipsed former years.

The ticket office on the Stanford cam-
pus was scheduled to open at 9 o'clock,
November 1, but throughout the foggy
night preceding the opening a long line
took its place before the window wait-
ing for the pasteboard agent to put
in an appearance.

‘The man to gain the position of van-
tage made his appearance at 5:30
o'clock of the evening previous, and by
8 o'clock there were seventy in line.

A limited number of rooters' tickets,
700 in number, were to be disposed of
and the varfous frat houses of the uni-
versity had men stationed to hold
places through the night. But eight
tickets were allowed each man and five
or six representatives were present
from the several fraternities.

A handful of fans, including nearly
200 women who were admitted fre
witnessed the struggle. Morley com-
plains that in no other city in the coun-
try would the home team be accorded
such unsympathetic support when the
team is at the top and leading for the
pennant.
