that said pipe shall be laid In confor-mity with the Instructions and to thesatisfaction of the Street Superinten-
dent and City Engineer of said city;
that all excavations for laying,remov-ing and repairing said pipe or any por-
tion thereof shall bo dond in such amanner as not to interfere with thefree use of the streets by the publlo
except such temporary interference asmay be necessarily Incident to theproper prosecution of said work; thatall excavations shall be made and re-
filled In strict compliance with thn Or-dinances of said cfty which may ba Inforce at the time of the performanco
of said work; and that the grantee ofthis franchise, and his or Its successorsand assigns, shall make such deposit ofmoney with the City Treasurer, orother ofTlcer of said city, as may bo
from time to time required from per-
sons making excavations in the etrec.U
of said city for the purpose of ensur-ing the restoration of all streets to agood and perfect condition along atichexcavations.

That in the event that achange of grade, the laying of any
aewer, or the making of any other Im-provements In any of the streets along
and under which said pipe may be laid,
shall, In the opinion of the Street Su-perintendent of said city, render neces-sary any change In the position of said
pipe, or any portion thereof, th«said grantee or his or Its successors orassigns, shall shift and remove the same
at his, its or their own cost and ex-pense In conformity with the instruc-
tions and to the satisfaction of the said
Street Superintendent, and In case the
Bald grantee or his or its successors or
assigns shall fall to comply with theinstructions given by said of-

That the said grantee and his or Itssuccessors and assigns shall during the,
life of said franchise pay to the City orLos Angeles, In lawful money or theUnited States, 2 per cent of the gross
annual receipts of such grantee, andhis or its successors and assigns, aris-
ing from the use, operation or posses-
sion of said franchise. No percentage
Bhall be paid for the first five years
succeeding the date of mild franchise,
but thereafter such percentage shall be
payable annually, and said franchise is
lo be forfeited by failure to make thepayments provided for.

And itshall be the duty of the gran-

City Treasurer of the City of Los An-

gross annual receipts arising from the
use, operation or possession of said

And any neglect, omission or refusal
by said grantee or his or Its successors
or assigns to file said certified state-
