"It seems like a problem that is al-
most impossible to solve, yet Ithinkthere will be some solution evolved."

"There can be no method of making
the states that are the homes of the
unfortunate people pay for them, for
the question of proving what state
they are from would cost -more thanto take care of them.

"The tuberculosis subject arrives at
our door in various ways. In many
cases he is sent by some physician in
the east and arrives on a cot. We are
asked by telegraph to meet him at the
train with an ambulance and an ex-press wagon for his trunk, or he
spends the first night in some 10-cent
lodging house and in the morning the
proprietor notifies vs v to come after
him.

Dr. D. C. Barber, superintendent ot
the county hospital, said in regard to
the present condition: "The question
of handling tuberculosis patients is one
that has been asked, pondered over and
rehashed by the board of supervisors,
the Associated Charities and the of-
ficials in charge of the county hospital
for years, nnd it still remains un-
answered. The present condition of
affairs seems to demand an Imme-
diate answer of some kind, or the other
alternative

—
patients \u25a0 refused and

turned on tho streets and that is im-
possible.

Relief la Demanded
"Tho condition, however, Is so bad

that itdemands some Immediate rem-
edy. All the sick must be cared for,
nnd It is certain Los Angeles county
cannot undertake to care for the tuber-
culosis patients from all over the
United Btates. Itis an imposition on
the county to force the present large
number on its care." '.•\u25a0'\u25a0.••..•..'

"Something should be done. Dis-
crimination to a certain extent should
be shown between our home patients
and those whose homes are In the
cast. We ennnot refuse to take In
those who belong in eastern states,
and the majority of the present large
number are from those states and we
give them the same care that we give
people whose homes have been In Cali-
fornia, but if a place was selected In
the foothills of the Sierra Madre range
where a number of tents could be
pitched for the use of Los Angeles
county tuberculosis pattents exclu-
sively, they could then be given the
most scientific treatment it is possi-
ble to give one suffering from that
tmilndy. This, Ibelieve, would be an
excellent way of handling those whose
homes are in this county.

"We could then use th« present
quarters as a temporary hospital for
eastern patients and those that could
not be handled in the tents. The pres-
ent system of notifying the relatives
i.ln the east keeps part of the number
on the move and makes vacancies for

1other cases.

"The crowded condition ofour tuber-
culosis ward la a grave question. It
patients come In ns rapidly as thpy
have been coming In we willsoon have
no more room for them.

Dr. C. 11. nianey han devoted much
t>f his time trying to solve the prob-
lem of caring for all the patients inthe
bent manner that ran be Adopted.
Hpeaklng on the subject he nald yes-
terday:

A system to prevent some of the sick
people from staying in the institution
until their death has been adopted
by the Associated Charities. The rela-
tives of the eastern patients are lo-
cated, whenever it 13 possible, and no-
tified that arrangements must be made
to place the unfortunate person In
some other Institution where he will
not be a burden on the county. In
many Instances this falls for the rea-

The physicians and nurses at the
hospital are doing everything In their
power to relieve suffering, but they are
unable to attend to them as they
should be attended to. There is a rush
going on in the tuberculosis ward all
day and the tired nurses stop to rest
only late at night.

The authorities at the hospital first
recognized the grave situation a week
ngo. Immediately steps wore taken to
handle a larger number of tuberculosis
patients. A tent with a single roof
was erected oh tho hospital grounds
where some of the sufferers can be
treated by the open air system. Two
other tents willbe placed near the first
one during the coming week. They
will not make enough room for the in-
flux of the Invalids, however, if they
keep on coming hs they have during
the last two weeks.

Situation Is Grave

An examination of the records in
the office of Dr. C. H. Blaney, assist-
ant superintendent, shows that seventy
five per cent of the afflicted people
hall from eastern states. Missouri and
Illinois send the greatest number.
Over half of the total number of the
cases como from those) two Btates.
Some como from pluces as far distant
as Canada. Of this large number It
Is again seen that a liberal per cent
have been in California leas than two
months. In some cases the length of.time Is placed in weeks upon tho
books. Some were taken from Inboundtrains.

Sunday there were forty-five persons
Buffering from the disease Inthe county
institution. The number was Increased
to forty-fleven yesterday.

ItIs Impossible, they say, to turn a
sick man from tho institution when he
applies for treatment. It becomes
even more n necessity to care for him
when he Is suffering with a disease
like tuberculosis.

No answer has ns yet presented ltsef
and the number of cases of tuberculo-
Bis Is growing larger every day. The
condition of affairs la more than
alarming. Acrisis has been reached,
the doctors say, when something must
be done or patients will be turned
away. •

The membership of the Anti-Cre-
matory association Is already large,
and many Indignant citizens have at-
tended every meeting, but a special
committee nt ten people was appoint-
ed last night to urge people living in
the neighborhood to join the associ-
ation. Seven of the persons appointed
on the committee are women, and they
were appointed because, as was stated
nt the meeting, they do better work
than the men. Those on the committee
are Mrs. Hhoades, Mrs. Naugle, Mrs.
Mengle, Mrs. Hasfurther, Mrs. Das-
chek, Mrs. Miller, Mrs. Clark and
Messrs.. Wilson, Haschel and Darrow.

The committee which is circulating
tho initiative and referendum petition
reported that they have a number of
the petitions out In the hands of solic-
itors who are trying to get the required
number of plgnntures. Every member
of the association who is a qualified
voter took a copy of the petition and
volunteered to get enough signatures
to nilit.
