READY FOR THE DEATH CALL

Indiana Man Has a Tomb Prepared
and an Air-Tight Coffin Is

to Be Made
Special to The Herald.

JEFFERSONVILLE, Ind., Nov. 26.—
‘Within three miles of the spot where he
was born October 29, 1810, “Uncle” Isaac
F. Perry, who lives at Slate Out, Clark
county, recently celebrated the ninety-
fifth anniversary of his birth. There
was no particular observance of the
day, but he probably visited the tomb
that is to be the resting place of his
body when he dies. The vault has just
been completed, A horror which
“Uncle Ike” has of being put beneath
the ground caused him to have the se-
pulchre built. It is of stone and cement
and cost considerable money.

In his preparations for the hereafter
‘“Pncle Ike” has not forgotten the fact
that his body must be incased in a
casket, and the lumber for this has
been seasoning for fifty years at his
home. In speaking recently of his
burial he said:

“The coffin is to be air tight, and
more than fifty years ago I whipsawed
some fine ash timber and put the boards
in the garret of my home. They have
been seasoning ever since, to be made
into a coffn when I die.

“There will be a window and a lid
showing me down to about here,” he
said as he touched the bottom button
on his vest. “The funeral service will
be over there”-—he pointed to a little
brick church across the fields—"and I'll
be there, too.”

The vault is of a peculiar construc-
tion, part of being of Bedford stone,
one large block covering the lower
rough surfaced stones, which are bound
together with cement. The tomb is al-
most square, There is no door to it,
but an opening has been left largs
enough to push the coffin into place.
After this is done a stone will be placed
in the opening and cemented tight.

“Uncle Ike” likes to talk about his
tomb and coffin, apd frequently visits
the former to see if it is still safe. On
the big slab all the lettering has been
cut, excepting the date of his death.
He says his father lived to be 99, and
there is no reason why he ghould not
reach the same age, or even more.

Mr. Perry says he was never drunk
in his life, He never smoked or chewed
or .got marrled. Once he was inclined
to wed angd went with the girls until he
was about 43,

A peculiar remark settled the marry-
ing business with him. A widow visited
his home and spoke of what a nice place
he had, remarking that he ought to get
married. He replied that he did not
want any old woman if he should, and
he would pick out a good looking one.

The widow went away, and several
days later another woman came, She
was younger, prettier and more agree-
able. She was also a widow, and
“Uncle 1ke” found out that she was the
daughter of his former caller,

They were sitting on the porch and
the woman expressed her admiration
for the place, and said her host ought
to marry some woman who would take
care of his home for him. “Uncle Ike'
said he became nervous and told the
young widow that if he had a woman
to keep house for him he would buy a
whole lot of things and fix the place up.
He sald he would also buy his wife a
sewing machine. This was thrown out
as a balt. The widow replied that she
had a sewing machine. It was too
much for “Uncle Ike,” who wanted to
do the proposing himself. That was the
last time he talked of marrying.

He llves with a nephew, and nearly
all of his large farm has been deeded
to relatives, who are to take possession
when he dles.

DOG TURNING TO STONE

Petrification Settles in the Canine’s
Legs and Is Creeping
Upward

Special to The Herald,

NEW YORK, Nov. 26.—Over on the
west side lives Mollie, a dachshund,
that veterinarians say is slowly but
surely turning to stone. Already pet-
rification has settled in her legs and is
gradually creeping upward. Veterina-
rians say that it is the only case of
its kind known to sclence.

Mollie is 11 years old. For nearly
ten years she was a great ratter and
the pride of the household, but now
those days are over, and she lies in her
little rocking chair waiting for the end.

“I first nnllrml the trouble in Moliie
last spring,"” said her owner. "“She was
running around the yard and appeared
to be stiff in one of her hind legs.

“T thought she had a touch of rheu-
matism, or maybe old age was over-
taking her, for she was 10 years old
at the time. T applied some simple
household liniment on the affected leg,
rubbing it well. But it did not seem
to relieve her.

“The lameness got worse, and I took
her to a veterinarian, He examined
her and said that he thought she
was suffering from rheumatism, but
would not say positively until the con-
dition was more developed, I left her
in the hospital for treatment.

“About two weeks later I received a
message from the doctor saylng that
Mollle was petrifying, was turning to
stone, and nothing could be done.
have kept her since.

“At first she used to cry, but she
doesn't any more, although at night
sometimes, when ghe thinks no one will
hear her, she will moan piteously. She
i8 a brave little creature, but I fear
she realizes that there is no hope for
her.”

“The animal was brought to me in
March of this year for examination. It
appeared to be suffering from rheuma-
tism, though no symptoms other than
stiftness were apparent. I hesitated to
make a dlagnosis until certain,

treated it both internally and exter-
nally for that disease. The treatment
was unsuccessful and the stiffness in-
