Streets will be
made 80 feet wide, three miles of road-
‘way inside the tract alone will be im-
proved, pepper trees will line both
sides of the drives and there will be
sidewalks, curbs and gutters every-
where, As a holding company to handle
the great tract a corporation to be
known as the Oak Knoll company has
been formed with a capital stock of

MUTINEERS OF BARK
TELL THEIR SIDE OF STORY

CLAIM TO HAVE BEEN STARVED
BY CAPTAIN

Declare That Commander of Vessel
Used Pistol in Threatening Manner.
Big Advance in San Pedro Prop«
erty—Capt. Truebridge Under Ban

SAN PEDRO, Nov. 20.—The Herald
correspondent visited the bark Haddon
Hall, lying in the outer harbor with
a mutinous crew, today and got their
gide of the story. They are united in
their grievance and say they will stand
by what they have undertaken If they
all have to go to jail until it is set-
tled, They say that soon after leav-
ing Iquique, Chile, the captain began
a system of abuse equal to that of
ship masters of fifty years ago; that
they were o starved at times that they
were scarcely able to do the necessary
work of the ship; that the captain
never had a word for them except
abuse.and would listen to no talk that
they might offer.

Finally, not long before they came
into this port, one of the men laid
the story before him and was reward-
ed for his efforts by having a loaded
pistol placed at his mouth and told to
get out of there and never speak of it
agaln, After this the captain seemea
to be almost crazy and a day or so
later again placed his pistol at the ear
of a sailor and told him to do some-
thing or he would blow his head off.
This was more than the men would
stand and they concluded to stop work
as soon as they got into port. They did
not mutiny on the *“high seas,” but
sailed the ghip into the harbor, un-
shipped the anchor and furled the sails,
then told the skipper what he might
look for by demanding their pay and
being allowed to go ashore. The cap-
tain swore that he would have them
all in chains and departed for Los An-
geles to lay his case before the British
consul. The consul, A. L. Best, came
down and took the statements of the
crew and the mate, but there has been
no decision yet. The crew are mostly
armed with leng knives and declare
they will sticlk to their post, come what
will. A load of provisions was taken
aboard today and it was with difficulty
enough men could be secured to get
them hoisted aboard. The spokesman
of the crew is the boatswain, Edmund
Shehan, The way the case stands now
it looks as though it would have to go
to the United States court for settle-
ment. The sailors are willing, how-
ever, to give $10 apiece of their wages
to help get a new crew. The mate ot
the vessel, while not taking the part
of the crew, says that life on board
with this captain has been “hell
afloat” and he is anxious to get away
himself. The ship was built in Liver-
pool for the Australian trade in 1868.

TO LEAVE LOS ANGELES

FAVOR PROPOSITION TO REMOVE
TO HAWAII

Move on Part of Sugar Plantation
Owners to Get White Laborers
May Result in Several Hundred
Families Removing From Here

HONOLULU, Nov, 20, 8:26 a. m.—
Russians who arrived here last week
on the steamer Mongolla, representing
a colony near Losg Angeles, have had
numerous conferences with Gov. Carter
and Land Commissioner J. H. Castle,
representing the sugar planters, re-
garding a plan to bring a colony here,

There are about two hundred fami-
lies and six hundred persons want to
be cane field laborers if given thelr
own homesteads., The scheme is part
of a vigorous movement here to secure
white laborers, eligible to citizenship,
instead of Asiatics, The Makeem plan-
tation on Kauai island will contract all
the sugar cane the Russians raise.
Commissioner Castle has offered to pay
the fareg of the entire colony here.

The Russian representatives visited
Kauai and expressea satisfaction with
all the conditions except the method
of acquiring lands, The law names a
definite price and requires three years'
residence before title to lands can be
given, The Russian representatives
leave today on the Manchuria for Los
Angeles to report to thelr countrymen
there.

MISTAKEN FOR DEER; SHOT

Hemet Lad Instantly Killed by Bullet
From His Friend's

deer and shot through the heart by one
of his closest friends was the fate of
Fred Moszgraber, a Hemet lad about
eighteen vears of age, the tragedy oc-
curring yesterday in the hills south of
Moszgraber's home.

SENATE COMMITTEE RECEIVES
REPORT

Interstate  Commerce Commission
Makes Some Sweeping Recom.
mendations for Proposed
Amendments

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.—~The sen«
ate committee on interstate commerce
today received a copy of the rate bill
prepared by the Interstate commerce
commiggion, to be submitted to cons
gress for amendment to the interstate
commerce law.

The members of the committee who
were present at the sessglon today read
the bill but took no action and ad-
Journed until Friday. The bl is very
extensive, covering 27 pages of type-
written sheets, and it proposes to
amend materially the present law., The
more important provisions of the bill
are summarized as follows:

It defines the word transportation as
used in the bill so as to Include all In-
strumentalities employed by the car-
rler, iIncluding elevators, terminals,
cars, whether owned by the carrier or
other parties, for refrigeration, venti-
lation or other purposes and requires
the carrier to furnish such transporta-
tion upon reasonable request of the
shippers, publishing the total charges
for such transportation as now re-
quired by law.

To Control All Rates

It makes the through or joint rate
where goods are shipped from one part
of the United States to another through
a foreign country subject to the con-
trol of the interstate commerce com-
mission and enforces the provision by
making the merchandise passing
through the foreign country from part
of the United States and dellvered in
the United States subject to the cug-
toms duty at the frontier unless the
through rate is flled with the inter-
state commerce commission and pub-
lished as required by law.,

It authorizes the committee through
Ingpectors to examine the accounts of
Interstate railroads, forbids the keep-
ing of any other books of account ex-
cept those prescribed by the commis-
sion t&md ;'e:lulres railroads to make a

Will Be Court of Appeals

A similar power is given to establish
true rates and joint rates and to fix
the terms and conditions under which
rates shall be operated if the carriers
fail or refuse to agree upon the same.
It also provides that where the owner
of the property transported renders any
service in connection with the trans-
portation or furnishes any instrumen-
tality used the commission may on
complaint determine what is a reason-
able charge to be paid by carriers for
such service or instrumentality.

It provides for the collection in the
courts of overcharges found by the
commission, and the penalties for the
failure of the carriers to observe final
orders of the commission,

It provides that the final order of the
commission shall take effect within
thirty days from the time they are
served on the carrier, and unless vaca-
ted by the courts said orders will re-
main effective for the space of one
year,

Arranges Legal Enforcement

In case the carriers complained of
object to putting orders of the commis-
slon into effect their rvight to have the
same reviewed in the eircuit court of
the United States is provided for, and
an elaborate form of procedure is out-
lined differing only in one important
particular from the procedure now es-
tablished for the courts of the United
States, namely, that the chancellor
may, upon notice to both parties, ex-
tend the time in which such orders
shall take effect, not to exceed sixty
days from the date of the service of the
orders on the carriers, and that the
court may also, if it plainly appears
that the order ls unlawful, but not
otherwise, suspend its operation within
the discretion of the court.

bIVEN GENTENGE

JUDGE ADMINISTERS A JAIL
PENALTY

Kansas Official Ordered to Pay a
Fine of $2,500 and Go to
Prison for Six
Months

ST. LOUIS, Nov, 20—United States
Senator Joseph Ralph Burton of Kan-
sas was today sentenced in the United
States circuit court to serve six months
in the Iron county jail at Ironton, Mo,,
and to pay a fine of $2600 as the penalty
for convietion on the indictment
charging that he had acted in the
capacity of a paid attorney in behalf
of the Rialto Grain and Securities
company of St. Louis before the post-
office department to prevent the is-
suance of a fraud order,

After a trlal which continued
throughout last week, Senator Burton
was found guilty early last Sunday
morning on six counts of the indict-
ments, four of which charged that he
agreed to receive compensation for his
services as an attorney before the
postoffice department in behalf of the
Rialto company, and two charging
that he received such compensation,

‘When court convened today the at-
torneys for Senator Burton secured an
additional two hours in which to com-«
plete their petition for a writ of error,
upon which to hase the appeal to the
United States supreme court.

Court Overrules Motions

The application for a new trial was
overruled by Judge Vandevanter fm-
mediately upon the reconvening of
court. A motion in arrest of judg-
ment was also overruled and District
Attorney Dyer then moved that sen-
tence be pronounced.

Judge Vandevanter ordered the de«
fendant to stand. Senator  Burton
arose, but remained standing by the
side of the table occupied by his coun-
sel and did not approach directly in
front of the bar, as is customary.
Judge Vandevanter said:

“You have been present during the.
proceeding of this trial and have heard
the verdict rendered by the jury, Have
you anything to say?

Senator Burton, standing pale and
motionless, with his eyes fixed unwa-
veringly upon the court, replied:
“Nothing.”

Judge Vandevanter then pronounced
the formal sentence. He said that the
penalty of imprisonment for six
months and the fine of $2500 was im-
posed on count six, which charged him
with having agreed to receive compen-
sation and sentence of six months’ im-
prisonment alone was imposed on
count seven, charging that heé re-
celved compensation.

May Hold No Post of Honor

Judge Vandevanter imposed the ad-
ditional penalty debarring Senator
Burton forever from holding any office
of honor, trust or profit under the
United States government.

The sentence imposed in the pre-
vious trial and conviction of Senator
Burton before Judge Adams was six
months in the Iron county jail and
to pay a fine of $5000. On appeal the
verdict was reversed by the United
States supreme court,

After Senator Burton had been com-
mitted to the care of the marshal, At-
torney Lehmann submitted his petition
for a writ of error, which was allowed,
Mr. Lehmann then asked that the writ
of error upon the acceptance by the
court of a proper bond would operate
as a stay of execution of sentence.
This was allowed by the court, who
announced that the bond for $5000 of-
fered by Senator Burton as principal
and R. C. Kerens of St, Louis of surety
was approved,

Senator Burton immediately left the
federal building after refusing to make
any statement for publication, saying
that it was upon the advice of his
counsel that he refused to talk,
