Fireball was held at prohibitive odds
and was but slightly backed. Druid
was fancied to a greater extent and the
8 to 5 odds was snapped up by the
speculating public with, great eager-
ness.

Fireball never left the issue in doubt
and won in a common canter. Druld
was away in a poor position and ran a
great race, but was never in shouting
distance of the Ben Strome boy.

Pegry O'Neal, with Jockey Schaffner
up, copped the show position and was
easily the best of the field behind her.
This one is owned by J. Grant Lyman.
who has a few high class performers
here from eastern courses, and on the
showing of Peggy the stable should be
a factor in the adjudication of events
in which it has entries

Has Rough Journey

Rocklands, from the Blute stable,
crossed the imaginary line to the good
after a rough journey in which he was
messed all over the track from the start
to the wire and, although the best horse
in the race, he was lucky to get the
verdict.
