John Redmond Is Optomlstlc and Con<
gratulates Delegates on Oeath of
Anti-Homo Rulo Government.
Condemn Present System

Movement on Foot to Land
Foreigners at Various

Ports
Dy Afianalntnd T'r»s«.

NEW YORK, Dpo. 6.—The statement
that over a million Immigrants have
come to th" United State* during the
past year and that the south and west,
the flections of the country which
needed and wished for these now citi-
zens, did not get them, was made to-
day by Frank P, Bargent, United
States commissioner general of Immi-
gration Ina speech before the National
civic federation meeting. Mr. Sargent
proposed that the United States hero-
after take steps to distribute Immi-
grants according to the needs of the
country.
"Ihave Just received a few figures,"

he said, "showing where this Immi-
gration goes to. Of tho 1,026,401 Immi-
grants who arrived last year, New York
received 315,511; Pennsylvania 210,358,
and Ohio 49.351. Six states of the union
received 7'?7,748, or 76 per cent of the
whole, which gives the gentlemen from
these states some idea of how popular
those states are abroad, and how rap-
idly they gained lust year."

Mr. Sargent recommended that in-
stead of having the majority of foreign
Immigrants received at the port of New
York us at present, efforts should be
made to have them enter at otherports.

Samuel Oompers spoke in fovur ofrestricting Immigration, saying that
the overwhelming number of foreigners
is a detriment to American working-
men.

INDICTED ON FRAUD CHARGE

Hy Avflocluted Press.
DUBLIN, Dec. B.—The Irish national

convention was opened at the Mansion
house this morning under thfi presi-
dency of John Redmond. There was a
good gathering of members of parlia-
ment and delegates from all parts of
tho country.

Neither O'Brien, nor Timothy F.
Heitly was present, uut their absence
did not seem to affect the cheerful-
ness of Redmond, as he congratulated
the convention on the death of the
Unionist, anti-home rule government,
which he attributed to the blows of
the Irish representatives In parlia-
ment. Continuing, Mr.Redmond paint-
ed the prospects of the Irish In roseate
hues and said the realization of their
hopes depended almost entirely on
themselves.

The lord mayor moved a home rule
resolution condemning the present sys-
tem of governing Ireland, and con-
cluded: \u25a0

\
"We solemnly assert that no new

system of government in Ireland will
be accepted as satisfactory except leg-
tsaltive assembly freely elected and
representative of the people withpower
to make laws for Ireland, and an exec-
utive government responsible to that
assembly, and this convention declares
that the Irish national party cannot
enter into an alliance with or give per-
manent support to any English party
or government which does not make
the question of granting such an as-
sembly and executive to Ireland the
cardinal point of Its program."

The resolution was carried by accla-
mation.

The convention also passed a resolu-
tion condemning the proposed confer-
ence of the suporters of LordDunraven,
Thomas W. Russell, Timothy M.Healy
and John Dillon, on the ground that It
would be Interpreted as an abandon-
ment of the claim for home rule.

The convention willcontinue tomor-
row, but there Is no evidence that, the

ThVaireoUbtis to the leaders and the
resolutions passed at today's session
mean continued opposition to the gov-
ernment until absolute home rule has
been granted to Ireland.

BOY SAVES PASSENGER TRAIN

ST. PAUL, Minn., Dec. 6.—John C.

Hanley. who has received a good deal
of public notice through connection
with farmers' co-operative schemes,
was indicted by the federal grand* jury
tcday on a charge of using the mails
in furtherance of a scheme to defraud.
The indictment charges that Hanley
and others organized the Consolidated
Farm and Ranch company, with a cap-
ital stock of $350,000, and sought to dis-
pose of the stock bymeans of circulars
sent through the malls.

Thelie circulars set forth that the
company had acquired the assets of the
Montana Co-operative Ranch company,
alleged to be worth $250,000. The gov-
ernment alleges that neither Hanley
nor the ranch company owned any
property.

organization of the department.

"Willinglyor unwillingly," the ad«
mlral pays, "the nation has assumed
responsibilities, the burden of which
we may not evade.

Must Play the Ciame
"We must play the game. These

responsibilities and expanding of com-
merce of Increasing volume reaching
farther and farther from our shores,
our long coasts fronting two oceans
and a great sea, bordering with nu-
merous wealthy cities, each a center of
ocean-borne trade, demnnd acute na-
tional provision and the earnest study
of possible and probable international
situations. The nature of these clearly
Indicates the necessity for a powerful
and efficient navy, the possession of
which is not the end, but the means,
to the all desirable end, their peaceful
solution."

He says the lesson ofgreatest moment
for the navy taught by the. Russo-
Japanese war Is the Importance of the
personnel, the use of which work he
applies not only to the active fleet but
to the department. Although promi-
nence IB accorded to the general board
In the new navy regulations recently
issued, Admiral Converse ueserts that
while this is proper, it is not enough.
The board's status and duties should,
he thinks, be defined by law.'

Highest Efficiency Demanded
"The keynote of all efforts In tha

navy should be efficiency," Admiral
Converse continues. "This must- start \u25a0

at the top. -.The chief duty of the navy
Is to fight. . ... v

"Common sense dictates that the
highest naval efficiency is demanded
aa never before for national success
Inwar, and this must come of knowl-
edge born of study, training and ex-
perience."

The admiral finds that the naval war
college, the officers of naval intelligence,
and general board each perform their
respective duties satisfactorily.

"It has become more and more evi-
dent as the navy Increases," says the
admiral, "that some military adminis-
trative authority should be Introduced
Into the department, such authority
to co-ordinate the work of technical
bureaus and be responsible to the sec-
retary for the organization und pre J
piiredness of tl)»j jlei't, for war mid to
nUvl*D 'In air ifiliu'iiry matterpi It

• Approves Strategy Board
"The effect of a continued policy of

military administration cannot be
otherwise than beneficial to efficiency.
It la not claimed that it will prove
a cure for all evils.

Changes will no doubt be required
from time to tltne to perfect the or-
ganization, but the bureau Is convinced
from a study of the conditions now
existing in the service that It is neces-
sary for the efficiency of the navy. \u25a0.

"Us necessity was recognized Inour
last war in the form of a board which
occupied a place in the department
itsult' where the latest information
from all points could be laid, before
it promptly and Its advice sought and,
acted upon with,dispatch.

"In a really serious war the demands
of necessity willcompel the formation
of some organization for the adminis-
tration features by whatever name It
may be called. Its creation and organ-
ization should not be delayed until war
forces action." \u0084,
