SODALITY RECEIVES 125 GIRLS

Engineer McCardale Is also a resi-
dent of this city,but had been running
an engine on this division but a few
months. He is a single man. He was
removed to the Santa Fe" hospital In
Los Angeles this afternoon.

The dead fireman Is a native of San
Bernardino, having been employed by
the Santa Fe as a fireman about three
yenrs. and being 24 years of age.

Superintendent J. R. Hitchcock and
the wrecking crew of the Santa Fe
went out from this city a short time
after the wreck and began the work
of clearing up the wreck. The mone-
tary loss will probably be $3000 or
more.

Passengers sitting in the Southern
Pacific coach across the Santa Fe
track saw the train upproaching the
crossing for more than a mile. They
say they plainlysaw Engineer McCar-dale put his head out of the window
more than once. As the train failedto slow down the passengers In the
Southern Pacific train were thrown
Into a wild panic, attempting to get
out of the apparently doomed cars.

Just before the engine struck the de-
railer Engineer McCardale, seeing that
he had made a fatal mistake. Jumped
and was thrown a considerble distance.
Fireman Cave climbed onto the top ofthe water tank, but for some unac-
countable reason failed to jump, though
he had plenty of time to do so, and
when the engine turned "turtle" he
was caught under the tank and crush-
ed to death, his body being fright-
fully mutilated.

Fireman Crushed to Death

Witnesses to the tragedy say the
track is fairly straight at that point
and they do not understand why theengineer apparently disregarded the
semaphore signal which was set
against him.

When the Santa Fe train approached
tho crossing the Southern Pacific mo-tor, which has the right of wuy, was
standing at the station directly across
the track.

The derailing switch is placed In the
track for just the purpose which it
served today, to avert great disasters.

There was but one passenger on the
derailed Santa Fe train and the soli-tary traveler suffered Ho harm from
the accident. Had the Santa Fe train
crashed through the crowded Southern
Pacific motor the loss of life might
have reached two score.

The life of Walter Cave, fireman on
the derailed train, was sacrificed that
many might live. ,Cave stuck to hispost after the engineer, whose care-lessness, according to witnesses, was
the cause of the awful tragedy, had
deserted his engine.

Engineer Barney McArdale of San
Bernardino was probably fatallyhurt.
None of the passengers on either trainsuffered the slightest injury.

The locomotive and baggage car of
the Santa Fe train were overturned.
The wrecked coach rests on Its side
in the ditch, while the locomotive is
upside down and a mass of twisted
and broken scrap Iron. The position
of the overturned engine shows plain-
ly what must have been the fate of
the engineer had ho not jumped when
he did.

RIVERSIDE, Dec. B.—A frightfulac-cident attended by terrible loss of lifewas averted today when the towerman
stationed at Riverside junction. In
tower No. 10, made a quick decision
and threw a derailing switch Just in
time to prevent Santa Fe train No. 5
from crashing through a crowded su-
burban motor train on the Southern
Pacific tracks.

NEW MONEY ORDERS SAFE

"The Wednesday Morning club mem-
bers ha^-e children and lots of them,"

said one of the members. "Our club
could almost lie called a home club, for
we take our babies and meet together

that we may be better mothers and so
better able to bring them up to be the
right kind of men and women."

Members of th<s Wednesday Morning
club are other women who resent the
allegations made against club women.

A familiar feature at the meetings of
the club is a group of merry children
quietly having a good time while their
mothers study.

"Allthe children at these parties are.
the little sons and daughters of Ebell
dub members, and there are so many
of them that you feel as ifyou must be
seeing double. All are under the age of
11 and most of them many years on
the baby side of that ege.

"Women's clubs fit women to be bet-
ter mothers."

"If you think club women encourage
race suicide all you need to do Is to
come to the children's party which
the Kbell club will give December 28.

"We Invariablynotice that the young
married women among the club mem-
bers drop out from time to time or
ccme very irregularly to the meetings,
as their duties as mothers occupy them
at home.

"It was our custom until this year to
send a bouquet of flowers nnd a little
note of congratulation to each member
of the club upon the birth of a child to
her. The flowers were so numerous
and our*bills ran up so high that we
had to discontinue the practice. Then,
too. there were so many that we did
not hear about alluntil so long aftpr-
ward we thoupht itbest to give it up.

"As far as figures go, Icannot tell
offhand. Icannot answer in a minute
what the woman of Ohio has probably
spent much time In figuring out," said
Mrs. King. "Ican only speak for the
club of whichIam president.

Mrs. King Denies. Statement
Mrs. Frank King, president of the

Ebell club, came to the point In a very
direct manner when asked for her
opinion yesterday.

"The average uge of the membership
of the women s clubs in the country is
?3 years. The average age of the
youngest children of the married mem-
bers Is 11 years. A careful investiga-
tion of the membership of women's
clubs shows that only one married
woman in sixteen becomes a mother
after she has allied herself with
women's clubs; that only one In forty-
three during a period of eight years
has become the mother ot two children
alter her alliance with women's clubs."

"The average number of children to
married members ot the General Fed-
eration of Women's Clubs are two.
while the average number of children
that blessed the mothers of these same
women was three and one-half.

Miss Cadlsh has compiled statistics
which she defies club women to deny,
und the club women In turn are rendy
to take up the gauntlet and deny them.
Following are Miss Cadlah's ideas: .

Many of them have come back with
answers expressed in language as
forcible as that used by the Ohio
woman, and more than one of them
pointed to a group of little tots of her
own and laughed at the idea as ridic-
ulous.

TWO SOCIETIES CONFUSED

The first of the new style of money
orders has been issued by the postofnee
department and hereafter the criminals
who have been engaged In raising
money order amounts from 35 cents to
$50 or more willhave a harder row to
hoe. In fact, the department feels
that it willbe impossible to alter the
new form of order and that nilmer-
chants and others accepting these or-
ders In payment for goods will be
amply protected against fraud.

To a certain degree the new order is
similar to the style inuse several years
ego, in that the approximate amount
of the order will be "cut out" of the
margin. For Instance, an order calling
for the payment of $27.56 will show on
the margin "Not good for more than
$30." Criminals In raising orders have
usually purchased orders for from 35
cents to 60 cents and by erasing the
straight line drawn through the space
for dollars have filled in any amount
they wanted. Under the new scheme
mi order for 35 cents willbear on Its
margin a cut-out showing that the or-
der is not good for more than $1.

A circular has been Issued by the
first assistant postmaster general, in-
forming all postmasters that the new
orders are ready for Issuance and that
they may have a supply as soon as their
stuck of the old orders Is exhausted.
Other distinctive features of the new
order tuo the Insertion on the order of
the name of the remitter of the order
und the street address of the payee.
