Studenta of Occidental college, retir-
fng co-eds and brave football warriors
alike are up in arms against the last
edict of the faculty.

Henceforth the corridors of Occidental
college will he divided into two parts,
one to he used exclugively by the men
and the other by the young women.

No more cozy littie tet ~tetes on Lhe
way to and from clagses and no more
(~x::hnl|g!n-: of greetings on the stalr-
wiays, according to the new ruling.

College men are to forget the exist-
ence of the fair sex in Occidental, =0
far as they ¢ coneerned, and the co-
eds must observe the same attitude to
the men.

Hegregation within co-education the
ptudents call it, and they are threaten-
ing to circulate a monster petition ask-
ing that the order be withdrawn.

The proclamation was {ssued I_n
chapel and at first no one took it
geriously. ‘“Just the whim of some
professor which will soon be forgotten,”
they thought, but such was not to be
the anse.

Will Make United Protest

When the dean had finished reading
the announcement a mischevious fresh-

man slipped out into the hall and
marked in heavy chalk lines: ‘“Men
here, women here.”

Several of the boldest of the foot-
ball men were delegated to test the
new law, but after they had been

sent peremptorily across the dead line
by the dean, the upper class students
began to take notice,

If meetings with the girls during col-
Jege hours can not be arranged there
j8 yet no rule against meetings out
of hours and the men and maidens
talked it over on safe ground, with
the result that they determined to
gtart a petition setting forth he rea-
son why the new law is an injustice,

“It is not so much that we care
whether we talk to the boys or not,”
sald one of the co-eds in disdain,
“That does not enter into it, but we do
not like to be considered kindergarten
children, unable to conduct ourselves
in a proper manner.”

“Occidental is a co-educational insti-

tution,” said another student, “and
gegregation has no part within its
halls.”

“Men and women should be on equal
footing,” say the boys, and they further
declare that there are certain things
which are their rights and for those
they will fight.

The students say the movement did
not originate with the faculty,
claim that some outside persons have
taken an undue interest in the affairs
of the college and ingpired the faculty
1o make the ruling.

CURIOUS MALADY ATTACKS AL.
MOST EVERY HUNTER

Instances of Absolute Inability of
Gunner to Take the Most Tempting
Chances—Is Not Entirely Due to
Fear

MACHIAS, Me, Dec. 7,.—-Few of the
men who go into the Maine woods es-
cape an attack of what is known as
“buck fever” when they first essay the
killing of game, and anecdotes about
this peculiar malady would fill a large
took. The fever Is supposed to be due
| to intense excitement and unusual sur-
| roundings, but is not attributed to fear
*in any degree, because 99 times out of
| 100 it seizes a man just at the time that
| 8ame {s doing its utmost to get out of
| the way and not when a raging animal

is charging directly toward the person

seeking {ts life, In such a case, the
:fvpling that comes over a man could
{ hardly be called “buck fever.”

One of the most noted of Washing-
tion county gunners told a representa-
tive of the Boston Herald that the
worst case of it he ever had was about
eight years ago, at the time when
! caribou were fast disappearing, but had

not entirely left the state. He had been

for twelve days seeking the beautiful
| animals and during ten of these twelve
| severe storms raged. His companion
| in the search had given up all thoughts
of seeing the animals on the trip
and had left his rifle with the tote load
of camping materials which the sports-
men had follow them along to dif-
ferent localitles daily. On the thir-
teenth day the couple was headed south
from Portage and intended to start for
home in two or three days, when, idling
along the road, the man with the gun
saw two beautiful caribou doe leisurely
feeding not over 100 yards away.

‘‘Look, look,” he shouted to his com-
panion,

The men stood perfectly still for sev-
eral minutes and watched the graceful
creatures nibbling. They were so near
together than one bullet would have
killed both, as they unconcernedly
stepped along grazing as they moved.
Suddenly they looked toward the hunts-
men, and in a flash they were out of
sight in the woods. The hunter had
forgotten to take advantage of the op-
portunity he had been seeking for
twelve days in all kinds of weather
and under many inconvenient circum-
stances,

Leaning on His Rifle

A patient guide with a tenderfoot
once sent his patron a half mile ahead
of him up a stream to a little clearing,
where he felt certain a deer would be
grazing, saying he would follow leis-
urely along on the other side and keep
his eye out for signs. When he reached
the spot where he told the man to wait
for him he found the sportsman lean-
ing on h[s rifle gazing with amazement
depicted on his countenance at a beau-
tiful buck nibbling in the clearing.
