Commissioner Sargent does not losn
sight of the increased number of im-
migrants from FEuropean 'Turkey,
field which although practically inex-
haustible, he says, is but virgin to
the activity of transportation agents.

Contract Labor Law

The importance of a proper under-
standing of the contract labor law is
dwelt upon in the report. No feature
of the immigration law, he declarea,
has proved so difficult of enforcement
#s that which was passed for the pro-
tection of labor in this country from
unfair competition by aliens. The
chief obstable in the way of such en-
forcement he attributes to the erron-
eous Impression that it is a measure
wrung from congress against its will
by the powers of organized labor ex-
acting all it could obtain, rather than
seeking simple justice. This impres-
slon is so widely prevalent, he says,
that it produces at least an indiffer-
ence to the enforcement of the law, If
not a hostile bias against it, and cred-
its the lawmaking branch of the gov-
ernment with no worthier motive for
enacting it than salfish fear. Because
of such impre m, he declares, the
bureau finds its efforts to enforce the
law either reluctantly submitted to or
resisted, actively or passively, and it-
self viewed in some sort a branch
or agency of anized labor, sensitive
to that body's interest, responsive to
its wishes and thus essentially differ-
ent frome other parts of the executive
government of the United States,

“Perhaps labor itself,” he adds,
“is not altogether free from blame for
thig false public impression, and thus
unconsciously has played into the
hands of those interests which find it

AEPORTS ON THE
POSTAL SERVIGE

CORTELYOU ISSUES ANNUAL
STATEMENT

Says the Deficit of $14572584 |s
Caused by the MHandling
of Much Mail Matter
Free

By Assoclated Press.

WASHINGTON, Dec, 10.<Postmas-
ter General Cortelyou, in hig annual
report for the fiscal year, says that

while a self-sustaining condition of the
postoffice department will be gratify-
Ing, he is less concerned about the de-

tion. For the
rru‘n\l‘ from
L6856 and the

fiscal year 1905 the total
all sources were 815

total expenditures $167.-
309,180, leaving a deficit of $14,572,084,
In connection with these figures the
postmaster general directs attention to
the increased amount of free matter
handled, which he says averaged 12.58
per cent of the entire weight carrfed,
or a loss of revenue of $19,822,

“Manifestly,” he says, “had the mat-
ter carried free been required to have
been  prepaid, notwithetanding ' the
large expenditures for the rural free
delivery service there would have been
no deficit.”

Answering some of the criticisms
which he say# have been directed
agalnst the postal service, he says that
most of it overlooks the unusual con-
ditions existing in this country, its
great extent of territory and its widely
scattered population.

With the introduction
dellvery as yet
details of postal

of rural free
unfinished and other
development incom-

pleted, he thinks it the part of wisdom
to proceed conservativelv until the
present service {8 more perfected. In

other words, says he, “it is believed for
the time being attention can be more
profitably devoted to an improvement
already established than to an imme-
diate consideration of such questions
as the reduction of the ratés of postage,
a parcel post, postal saving depositor-
ies, postal telegraph and telephone and
kindred subjects.”

Remedy for Franking Evil

There is a remedy for the franking
evil, of which he complains, and the
postmaster general suggests that there
are sound administrative reasons why
it would be better business policy for
each department to pay postage upon
its mail matter according to its class
than to return to the practice of re-
quiring government free matter to be
prepaid by postage stamps in the same
way as similar matter mailed by the
public.

Discussing  appointments  of post-
masters, the postmaster general says
that under instructions recently issued,
a careful rating based on inspectors’
reports is given each postoffice and
that this rating carrfes greal weight
in appointments. He gays that fourth-
class postmasters will be retained dur-
ing satisfactory service, while in the
case of presidential postmasters their
reappointment will be determined by
the ratings given them.

The question of improvement in the
facilities in New York and other cities
is being carefully considered. The
postmaster general states that the
generally accepted practice both ag to
location and arrangement of postolfi-
ces in these cities fails to secure ade-
quate facilities, The Chicago post-
office, he says, is lamentably deficient
to certain essentials.

The work of the postoffice inspectors
is praised and the opinion is expressed
that many of them are underpaid.
gimilar view is expressed with respect
to postoffice clerks and letter carrlers,
city and rural.

Tube and Wagon Service

Governmental control of the pneu-
matic tube service and the mail wagon
service is recommended. An increase
of 5.77 per cent in the amount of ordi-
nary mail handled as compared with
1904 is noted in the railway mail ser-
vice, which the postmaster general
says shows a normal growth with
gratifying maintenance of efficiency.
During the year twelve clerks were
killed while on duty, and 125 seriously
injured. Every effort, he says, has
been made to surround the clerks with
every possible safeguard. The ardu-
cus and hazardous duties incident to
the service, he declares, call for some
legislative action that will make pro-
vision for clerks worn out in the ser-
vice and malntain its efficiency by
the gradual elimination of superan-
nuated clerks. The present method of
determining the rates of pay to the
transportation companies for carrying
the mails is not regarded by the post-
master general as altogether satisfac-
tory. He thinks worthy of serious
consideration a suggestion that a sub-
stantial saving would be effected in
railway mail by forwarding bulky
periodicals and mailable merchandise
by fast freight, but when transported
by what ordinarily is known as fast
mail such matter should pay extra
postage.

An appropriation of $10,000 for send-
ing three experienced postal officials
abroad to study foreign postal systems
is asked.

Interest in the enactment of legisla-
tion looking to the upbuilding and en-
couragement of the American mer-
chant marine is set forth as a reason
for improving the transportation of|
mails to foreign countries and the post-
master general says that the fast malil
steamers of other countries leaving
ports of the United Btates will more
and more absorb our foreign mail
transportation until such time as the
United States providas compensation
for the cutward voyage of steamers of
equal speed and regularity of schedule,
The unprecedented expansion of do-
mestic and foreign commerce, in the
opinion of the postmaster general, jus-
tifies prompt consideration of an ad-
cquate foreign mail service,

“Expenditures to this end,” he says,
“geem fully justified as from the stand-
point of a proper naval establishment,
fnasmuch as the vessels performing
service are so buiflt as to be ready to
be converted into auxiliary cruisers.”

Parcels Post System

The postmaster general says an ef-
fective domestic parcels post system
could, it is believed, be organized on the
same lines substantially as express
companies conduct their gervice and as
parcels post service is conducted In
other countries, While he does not
deem it wise at this time to ask con-
gress for such a system, he earnestly
recommends that third and fourth class
mail matter be merged at the rate of
one cent for two ounces. In this way,
he says, all merchandise parcels not
exceeding four pounds in weight, would
continue to be carried at one-half the
rate now charged and afford a great
opportunity for distributing light
packages to a multitude of places not
reached by express companies,

the actual revenue was $6,156,
