GHIEF DEMANDS
INVESTIGATION

COMMISSION GIVES OFFICIAL
PREFERENCE

Walter Lips Gets Ahead of Complain.
ants—Insurance Adjuster and Miss
V.athewson Are Made De.
fendants in Case

Knowing that Miss Helen Mathewson
would prefer charges against him for
incompetency in handling the recent|
fire in which the Hotel Coronado was;
burned to the ground and that the;
Merchants and Manufacturers’ asso-
clation would demand an investigation
of hoth the hotel fire and the Harris &
Frank conflagration, Fire Chief Walter
Lips yesterday demanded that Miss
Mathewson and Insurance Adjustor D.
B. Wilson be cited to appear hefore
the board of fire commissioners and
substantinte their charges against him.

The fire commission acted on the
suggestion of the chief and set Thurs-
day morning, December 28 at 10
o'clock, as the date on which Miss
Mathewson and Mr. Wilson must come
hefore them and prove thelr charges.
By adopting this method the board
turned the tables on Miss Mathewson
and instead of Chief Lips being placed
on trial Miss Mathewson and Mr, Wil-
son will be made the victims of the
investigation,

Makes Specific Charges

Miss Mathewson’s charges agalnst
the fire chief were filed yesterday
morning, ag she had threatened to do,
as was also a communleation from
Secretary Zeehandelaar of the Mer-
chants and Manufacturers' association.
The civic association asked for an in-
vestigation on the ground that the
storles current of the inefficiency of
the fire department worked a, serious
detriment to the growth and prosper-
ity of the city.

The communication from the chief
was filed at about the same time, but
the commisslon preferred to consider
the chlef's claims before those of the
assoclation or Miss Mathewson, and
had his defi read first. The board
took occasion to act on this com-
munication, and when the charges of
Migs Mathewson wete reached, which
was the last thing In the order of
business, instructed the secretary to
notify Miss Mathewson to appear and
prove her statements.

Miss Mathewson’s charges contained
seven clauses as follows: Failure of
engine companies to respond promntly,
failure to have steam up and ready
for work when they did come, inat-
tention to duty at the time the fire
was most dangerous and disastrous,
ignorance of the location of fire plues.

ure to have sufficient hose and fail-
ure to use the hose they had to the
best advantage.

The special charge of incompetency
In handling the fire and directing op-
erations {8 made against Fire Chief
Lips and in the other charges he Is
held equally gullty with the members
of Engine company No. 11.

Bitter Plaint of a French Princess on
Her Deathbed—Deplores Rush of

Tradespeople Into Haut Monde

PARIS, Dec, 23.—"The old French
aristocracy dies with me,” cried the
Princess De Valmont on her deathbed.
She was a bitter old soul, who, born
of a long line of uncontaminated an-
cestors, and married to a noble of
equally superfine strain, had, through
her husband's death in financial diffi-
culties, to marry her five children to
“‘abominable persons” of high character
but with the blight of trade or industry
in their blood.

Her last years were made mournful
to her by this pitiful descent, and just
before her grandiose last utterance,
looking with a bitter smile at her
children and grandchildren, she broke
the silence in the following terribie
reflections:

“We have here” (counting on her
fingers) wholesale grocery, confection-
ery, coal mining and the stock ex-
change, and all grafted on the old tree
of the De Valmonts.”

LONDON, Dec, 23.—The prospectus
of a company which will enable man-
kind to dine out and dine wisely for
a few pence was Issued yesterday un-
der the aegls of Mr. Eustace Miles, the
diet expert.

It will be known as the Eustace Miles
Restaurant company, and will have a
capital of £10,000, divided into 7600 or-
dinary shares of £1 each and 2600 de-
ferved shares of the same value,

give him, Neither wil he recelve any
dividend on his deferred shares until
10 per cent has been earned for the
ordinary shareholders.

GREAT “HOME COMING”

COLONELS AND FAIR WOMEN TO
FOREGATHER IN JUNE

Five Days of Reunion in Louisville,
When the 600,000 Natives Living
Elsewhere Are Invited Once More
to Assemble in Blue Grass State

LOUISVILLE, Dec. 23.—Acting upon
a suggestion made to it by a young lady
born i Kentucky, but now living in
Colorado, the Louisville Commercial
club is to have a “Home Coming" for
all Kentuckians next June, The plans,
as far as matured, contemplate a cele-
bration much more extensive than any
of the “Home Coming" weeks ever held
in New England. The da‘es fixed are
June 13, 14, 15, 16 and 17.

The first day will be known as “Re-
ception and Welcome day.”” REvery
county in the state will establish head-
quarters in the new armory at Louis-
ville, where registration of visitors wiil
take place. This will be followed by a
civic and military parade. Mr. Henry
Watterson has been invited to deliver
the chief address of welcome, and for-
mer Governor David R. Francis of
Missouri the response.

Thursday, June 14, is to be “Foster
day,” in honor of Stephen Collins Fos-
ter, the author of the immortal song,
“My Old Kentucky Home.” Friday,
June 15, “Daniel Boone day"” will give
both host and guest the opportunity of
paying tribute to thé Kentucky pioneer,
reviving the state's earliest history, the
trials and privations of its men and
women in the eighteenth century, the
fights led by Gen. George Rogers Clark,
Kentuckians at the river Raisin, ete.
Saturday, June 16, has been set aside as
“Greater Kentucky day,” with barbe-
cues, campfires, and the like. Sunday,
June 18, will be given over to the spirit
inspired by the song “Until We Meet
Again.” All the pulpits of the Louis-
ville churches will be filled by ministers
of the gospel who are former Ken-
tuckians.

The census of 1900 shows that there
are now 600,000 natives of Kentucky
now living in other commonwealths of
the United States. The Louisville Com-
mercial club, while it would be gratified
to have the name and address of every
one of these former Kentuckians for
the purpose of extending invitations to
them, does not expect to recelive a com-
plete list, but has placed on foot a plan
whereby 1t hopes to procure a large
percentage of this 600,000, Through the
efforts of Kentucky socleties in other
cities, and of prominent Kentuckians
in many of the states, the club has
already collected a list of several thou-
sand; indeed, it now has names from
every state and territory in the unicn
and eleven forelgn countries.

Concerning the weather prospects for
teday Forecaster Franklin said last
night: “Indications point to a contin-
uation of the cold weather. A high
area in the intermountain region and
a ‘low' in the southwest have caused
the cool weather in Los Angeles. Such
cold periods usually last about three
days. I see no indications that warmer
weather will prevail before Monday. At
Winnemueca, Nev.,, the temperature
went to tea below zero, and many
points in the mountainous region report
severe cold.

“T have sent out warnings to all lo-
cal fruit centers and the district fore-
caster at San Francisco has warned
all frult growers to have their smudges
prepared early tonight. As far as wan
have learned fruits have not suffered
extensively, but growers must be pre-
pared to fire early.
