WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.—The activ-

lond | ity of the bureau of plant industry of

the - depurtment of agriculture in its
efforts to improve agricultural condi-
tions through the United States is set
forth in the annual report of the di-
rector of the bureau, Dr. B. T. Callo-
way.

Co-operative work with the agricuit-
ural experiment stations of the several
states and territories has been ex-
tended.  School garden work has been
assisted in many ways, and 175,000
packets of seeds have been supplied to
schools, The work on cotton has in-

| cluded the conducting of experiments

to secure only weevil-resistant types,
Single germ beet sugar seed will soon
be produced in quantities sufficient for
field demonstrations, New varleties of
hardy oranges, new pineapples and
new rices of corn and cotton have been
developed in the laboratory of plant
breeding. Valuable strains of tobacco
have been obtained by hybridization.
It has been shown that heavy seed pro-
duces better plants than light seed,
At the seed luboratory 9364 germin-

ation tests and 14156 tests for mechanical

purity have been made. Of 1220 same-
ples of seeds obtained In the open
market 230 were found to be either
adulterated or misbranded,

The foreign explorations have re-
sulted in the securing of many valuable
varieties of dates for the government
date gardens in Arizona and California
and also many important dry lund fod-
der plants.

The results achieved in combating
ciseases of orchard fruits have been
especially gratifying. Remedies for the
disease of orange trees known as ‘‘die
back” have been discovered, and the
proportion affected in a region where

trees were diseased has been reduced
to less than one-tenth of one per cent.
