•There Isa deep rooted conviction among
the speculative contingent in the Btock
market that a vast organization exists
among the most powerful capitalists in
the country which is largely responsible
for 'the severe stringency in 'money of. the ,last week in tho year. Tho oper-
ators in stocks of less imposing resources

J assort their belief that tho \u25a0..aforesaid
powerful capitalists have aceummulated
vast resources In their own hands with
the purpose of squeezing the monoy mar-
kets, forcing out stocks from other hands
and. gathering them into their own with
the purpose of realizing the great profits
which aro to accrue when tho enormous
waiting demand for stocks develops with
the later relaxation in the money market.
It Is . with determination to defeat this
alleged plan that the active speculators
havo cheerfully paid exhorbltant rates
rather: than part withtheir stocks.

The belief in the substantial character
of .the accummulatlon of stocks was fos-
tered by the prominence in tho market
of United States Steel, Union Paclllc and
Amalgamated Copper. It is the common
assumption of the speculative public that
these stocks are the favorites for pur-
poses of stock market operations of the
most influential groups 'of capitalists *it
the country.

The many rumors which wero preval-
ent- yesterday of expected measures to
relieve the money situation wero not veri-
fied inany case todtiy. Tho market closed
firm and at about the top. The strength
of tho murket was so general as to re-
quire no specllicallon. The sensationalristi in Anaconda was a repetition of thu
recent movement hi that stock.

\NEW YORK, Dec. 29.—For practical
purposes today was tho last day of the
year on the stock exchange. Thcro ure
no loans or deliveries on Saturdays, loans
made on Friday carrying over until tho
Hollowing Monday and stocks purchased
on Friday aro to be paid for on the fol-lowing Monday. As Monday is tho New
Year's holiday, the settlement for today's
transactions In tho stock market will
be deferred in effect until tho turn of the
year. The fact was mado tho basis of
thu speculative furore which pervaded
thp- stock market today from start to
finish and carried dealings to tho two-
million share level.
