Shoshone County Offers a Reward of

BOISE, Idaho, Dec. 31.—A man has
been arrested at Caldwell who the offi-
cers think may be the assassin of for-
mer Governor Frank Steunenberg. His
name has not been reported. Five men
in all have been detained on trivial
charges in order that their whereabouts
at the time of the murder may be
looked up.

When daylight dawned on the scene
of the tragedy it was found that the
dynamite had been exploded by pulling
a wire. Pieces of wire and waxed fish-
line were found in the trees on the

The
explosive was placed against the post
against which the gate closed and on
the inside of the fence. That post was
to the victim's left as he entered, but
the force of the explosion caught him
on the right, showing he turned partial-
ly in closing the gate.

Had the mine been set to go off from
the movement of the gate the explos-
ion wonld have occurred as he went in,
and it is therefore certain the mine was
fired by a wire and that the assassin,
knowing his habit of making the stop
to close the gate, waited until he had
turned.

Shoshone county has offered a reward
of $10,000 for the apprehension of the
murderers und has sent its sheriff to
assist in the search. It was in that|
county, in the northern end of the
state, that the Coeur d'Alene riots oc-
curred in 1899,

The officers at Caldwell have three
men whom they are sweating vigorous-
ly, believing one or more of them have
some knowledge of the crime. One is
named Hogan and is sald to have been
a2 miner. He has been around here for
three weeks and has told flimsy stories
about his business. Another is a
stranger who appeared at one of the
hotels half an hour after the explos-
ion, took a bed and refused to register.
‘When presged to give his name he said
they might call him Smith. The third
is a Russian who has been at Caldwell
at times for three years. He calls him-

APPEAL TO UNITED STATES

Americans In Isle of Pines Call on
People of This Country
for Aid

HAVANA, Dec. 31.<The Americans
In the vicinity of Neuva Gerona, fsle of
Pineg, who uare interested in the at-
tempt to separate the fsland from Cuba,
have issued an appeal to the people of
the United States to uld in preventing
tha ratification of the Isle of Pines
treaty pending in the United States
senate.

DUKE OF DEVONSHIRE
ISSUES MANIFESTO.

URGES FREE TRADE UNIONISTS
TO SUPPORT LIBERALS

By Treating Home Rule Question as a
Mere Side Issue He Deals the
Strongest Blow Yet to Balfour's
Election Tactics

By Assocl ted Press,

LONDON, Dec, 31.—The duke of De-
vonshire, liberal unionist, has issued an
important election manifesto in which
he wvirtually advises the free trade
unionists to support the liberal can-
didates rather than the protectionist
unionists. By treating the home rule
question as a mere side issue, he deals
the strongest blow yet delivered
against Mr. Balfour's election tactics.
The duke asserts that there is no
indication that the opinion of the coun-
try has changed since the rejection
of the last home rule bill, and that it

is in the highest degree improbable
that the government of Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman will incur the

risk of introducing another such meas-
ure in the next parliament. Therefore,
he says, the question of free trade ver-
sus protection must be the paramount
feature in the coming elections, and he
declares there must be no deviation
from attachment to free trade.

The duke confesses that he knows no
more now than when he left the late
government of what is implied by the
Balfourian fiscal scheme, which its au-
thors declare to be acceptable to free
traders and protectionists allke, On
the other hand, he says, there is no
ambiguity about the Chamberlain pro-
paganda which is avowedly protection-
ist, .

The manifesto contends that the
unionist party organization has largely
been ecaptured by the protectionist
wing, apd thut should the nurty bfeome
preds mFx‘unH,v protectionist, theg will
either be real danger to free trade or
the prospect of the exelusion of the
unionist party for an indefinite period
from either power or influence.

The duke declares, in conclusion,
that it is the duty of the unionist free
traders to take such action as will
prove that the unionist party as a
whole, whether in power or in oppo-
gition, ig still uncommitted to a retro-
grade fiscal policy, by whomsoever it
may be proposed.

ADMIT SCOTT MuRDER

Two Colorado Springs Youths Con-
fess Having Killed Promi-
nent Man

COLORADO, SPRINGS, Dec. 31—
Leslie Francisco, 20 years of age, and
Charles Essick, 18, made sworn confes-
sions to police Chief Adams today, in
which they admit the shooting of
Frank L. Scott, a prominent. business
man, on December 20. They are now
confined in the county jail and, in view
of frequent threats to lynch the priso-
ners, Sheriff Grimes has placed a large
force of armed deputies in the jail and
announced his determination to protect
the prisoners at all hazards.

Essick sald they intended to hold up
the first man they saw going to the
depot and rob him. When they saw
Scott with a grip in each hand they
told him to halt. Essick held the re-
volver and in so doing gripped the gun
#0 hard that it went off, the bullet
striking Scott in the back, Scott died
several days afterward.
