Colo., both thn will and codicil, and
expected both wore properly filed. My
sister employed an attorney to look
after her Interests there. Evidently he
wrote her that thn will was filed, but

not. the' codicil. "When she charged me
with not liliiifjthe codicil Iimmediate-
lywrote to tiiq.attorney looking: after
the estuto and. 'not hearing from him,
wrote to tho pl'Obate judge dirnct."

The statement then reproduces let-
ters from Ilorton I'opn, the Judge, say-
ing the codlo.il was found In a separate
envelope and had been overlooked. It
also includes a sworn statement from
the' deputy clerk ot I'ueblo county,
Colo., which shows that Mr. Hull prop-
erly discharged his duty as executor.
The statement then continues:

"Even this did not stop the contro-
versy. My brother, M. A. Hull,and
his wife, oared for my father for more
than two yearn. It was understood by
till of tho children that whatever father, left should go to my brother for thiH

\u25a0itare. Knowing how small would be
his compensiitioii, 1 contributed an
equal amount for father's support. 1
am not entitled to any credit for this",
and only mention it as an explanation
of, the charge tiled. He presented his
claim, charging only $15 a week for
support during the time ho cared for
lather. Afterward ho reduced tho
amount to $10 per week. Thn court al-
lowed the full amount, after it was
contested for two years by Mrs. Mor-
rlf. Idid not go to Pueblo and used
no effort whatever to influence the
court, except the bare statement of the
facts under oath, and the court did
-not sustain I\1n». Morris."

After reproducing thn court's findings
the statement concludes:

"On family matters Icannot enter
into any controversy with others.
There are things which come into the
lives of families which cause profound
sorrow and regret, nnd tho mantle of
charily and silence can only make them
endurable. Iagain bespeak the con-
siderate and charitable judgment of tho
great public in considering tho acts of
my sister in this most regrettable
affair.

"The statement of Mr. Hull to thn
publlu does not deal with the real
facts. Itdefinitely avoids them.
