FOR SCHOOLS

SANTA MONICA GETS A SLICE
OF SAWTELLE

Supervisors Decide, by a Vote of
Three to One, to Split the
Hustling Soldier

Town

By a vote of three to one by the
board of county supervisors late yes-
terday afternoon, it was decided to
divide the town of Sawtelle almost in
two and give all that portion north of

Nevada avenue to the city of Santa
Monica,
The legal battle between the war-

ring factions of the little soldier town
has stunted its growth materially, ac-
cording to the statements of residenis
there, and yesterday's action by the
supervigors virtually robs Sawtelle of

any of its aspirations to become a
municipality.
The trouble started several months

ago when Sawtelle asked permission to
hold election for incorporation.

The permission was granted by the
supervisors but. when election time
came the incorporation bill was hope-
lessly defeated.

It was stated at that time that those
who wanted the town to be conducted
on a “wide open" scale preferred to
have the village under the protection
of the county rather than under local
officers, who could keep constant
watch on it.

When the election for incorporation
was held, one of the chief questions
to be considered was as to whether the
Westgate section of Sawtelle should
have a new school for the accommoda-

tion of ~he many wealthy families
there,
The school proposition was voted

down with the incorporation and since
that time the rvesidents and property
owners of the Westgate section, which
includes 1500 acres, half the area of
Sawtelle, have been holding legar war-
fare in an effort to be taken in under
the Santa Monica school district.

The proposed change from one school
district to the other meant the yield-
ing of just half the town to the en-
croachments of the boundary line of
Santa Monica and it was for that
reason that the residents opposed the
measure so strongly.

Yesterday when the petition was
taken before the supervisors they at
first declined to vote upon it but later
decided to vote according to the advice
of the superintendent of schools.

S8an Pedro Council Lays Application
for Franchise Over—Miner’s
Scheme Is Adopted

The San Pedro city council at’ the
meeting held last night laid over for
two weéeks the application for rails

way franchise made by the Pacific &
Gulf Railway company for a right of
way extendipg from the city limits
south on Otis street to the outer har-
bor.

The application was presented by
Wellington Clark, Los Angeles at-
torney, in behalf of the company. Mr
Clark offered the application as an or-
dinance,

council ordered it laid over for two

The Lieutenant Miner proposition to
improve the outer harbor was adopted
by a vote of 8 to 2 after much discus-

sion by the attorneys of either side
and by prominent citizens of San
Pedro,

The motion to adopt the movement
was made by Councilman Tilton and
seconded by Councilman Martin,

These two men voted in the affirma-
tive, while Councilmen George Peck
and Mahar voted in the negative.

The announcement of the balloting
was met with a great demonstration of
approval and a procession of several
hundred persons was formed, which
headed by a brass band, marched
through the city.
