The battle was a genulne affair, no
imitation. It was hammer and tongs
with both lads from the tap of the

in the opening round until Referee

Fﬁ threw up both hands and mutely

eclared the battle a draw at the con-
clusion of the twentieth round.

The light of mneither as a topnotch
lightweight battler was dimmed and

are so filled with confidence that
& decisive result will prevall at their
next meeting that each is clamoring for
another try.

Herman displayed his usual gameness
and aggressiveness throughout the

ty rounds and carried the fight to
ra continuously.

Herrera changed his style of battle
somewhat and met Herman half way in
all aggressive tactics, fighting from
start to finish instead of playing his
usual waiting game.

Both were overanxious to win via the
knockout route and their principal leads
‘were for the jaw, with occasional jabs
to the body, and each showed an ability
to hand out a stiff and effective blow in
all mixups.

They battled on an even basis for
eleven rounds, with honors varying,
and the advantage between them being
glight. In the twentieth round Herman

ht like an untamed demon and be-
wildered the wily Mexican to some ex-
tent, forcing him to cover frequently to
avoid the rain of rights and lefts.

Herman’s best showing was in the
twelfth, thirteenth and fourteenth
rounds, when he appeared stronger,
more aggressive and more effective
than at other stages of the fight.

Herrera evened up the score in the
fifteenth, sixteenth and seventeenth

~ rounds and gave flashes of champion-
ship speed in the mixups in these
rounds, giving Herman a busy time of
1t to avoid punishment and keep a look-
out for that terrible right which was
swinging constantly like a trip ham-
mer,

In all rounds the little fellows fought
like chained cats, but divided the
honors on an even basis. Herrera had
& slight advantage in height, reach and
weight, but Herman’s boring-in tactics
:vercome these advantages to some ex-
ent.

The admirers of either had every
opportunity for gratifying the desire to
yell, and every opportunity was
promptly taken advantage of. Climaxes
were always on tap and the yell was
not far behind.

Knockout Never Imminent

. However, throughout the battle there
never was a moment when either
seemed to have a knockout on hand,
and it became evident in the early
stages that both lads were extraor-
dinarily respectful of the ability of the
other.

Herman showed good generalship in
avoiding the haymakers of the Mexican
and several times either ducked or
jumped away from what would have
been a peaceful slumber had the blow
landed where it was directed.

In this manner Herman achieved
some honors, as Herrera was_contin-
ually playing with that dreadful right
with an impatient manner and was
watching and waiting for an oppor-
tunity to slip it over and end the argu-
ment.

Herrera, too, was respectful of the
punch of the Chicago lad and after
Herman had touched him up with a
few stingers on the head and face, he
erected a gloved barrier every time the
Herman right was in motion.

The battle was a great one in every
sense and furnished the fans with
everything they craved, save the knock-
out. It was far from a tame boxing
bout and there never was a moment
that tkhe affair dwindled to this cate-

Bory.

At the conclusion of the battle neither
showed any unusual marks of punish-
ment, but this is accounted for in the
fact that both were playing for a
knockout and directed their principal
efforts to the head and face.

However, Herrera darkened Herman's
eye in the eighth round and this re-
mained throughout the battle as the
only evidences of the terrific blows
exchanged.

Herman was better on infighting and
gruelling in clinches than was his op-
ponent, but Herrera exhibited a deal of
ability at uppercutting and body blows
in these exingencies.

Altogether, there has seldom been a
more evenly balanced battle and a fair
consideration of the points compelled
the decision of a draw, as any other
decision would have been unfair to
both.

The boys were hattling more for the

rivilege of going on with Battling

elson in the spring than for the finan-
clal profits of the affair and each was
gorely disappointed at the decision,

May Be Rematched

After the decision was announced,
both declared they had been wronged
and immediately talked of another
meeting to settle the question of su-
premacy between them.

It 18 not Improbable that they will
be gratified in this respect, as the fans
are equally as anxious that one of
them shall win in a decisive manner,

The showing made by Herman
against the conqueror of Young Corbett
was a revelation to many of the fans,
as it was generally believed that Her-
rera would stop the Chicago lad before
the twentieth round.

The meeting clearly demonstrated
that these two are the legitimate
claimants upon the attention of Nelson
and they are probably the best of the
lightweight division on the coast, if
not in the country.

Round 2—Herrera followed Herman
around the ring and placed his left to
the stomach, hey clinched and broke
twice before the Mexican sent a hard
left to the face. Much clinching fol-
lowed, with Herman using his right
at the Infighting. Herman landed re-
peatedly with his right, though the
blows were for the most part inef-
fective. Herman leaped at Herrera
with a wild rush which ended in a
clinch with the gong.

Round 3--The Mexican put his left
to the face with a quick jab as they
came to the center of the ring. They
gparred and clinched, Herrera wusing
his left on the body. Another sparring
match ensued before Herrera sank his
right heavily In Herman's ribe. Her-
man protected himeelf as the Mexican
tried for his head. Herrera finally
landed viclously on the jaw. An ex-
change followed and Herrera sent a
whirlwind left agaln to the head. ¥He
danded again on the head with the
gong, Herman grinning and apparently
not discomfited,

Round 4—Herrera put a right to the
body and Herman clinched. The men
flddled and Herman ducked a left
swing. A mixup followed and then
fighting at long range, with both men
blocking prettily. Herrera made a vie«
jous right lunge, but Herman was quick
and the blow grazed his head. Both
landed hard on the head at the gong.

Round 6—Herman opened with a left
to the head and they clinched. The
Mexican kept jabbing with his left, but
Herman would not be drawn in and
Herrera's first lead went glancing off
Herman's head. Fiddling and feinting
with an occasional light thrust was the
order to the bell.

Round 6—The men clinched. Herman
jabbed to the face with his left and
the Mexican came in with a terrific
left to the jaw, causing Herman to
clinch. Herman cleverly ducked a
right lead and they exchanged with
mutual effect, Herrera rounded Her-
man to a corner of the ring and with
the most terrific swing of the fray lead
for Herman’s jaw. The Chicagoan
ducked and the right barely grazed his
head. A second later he had darted to
the center of the ring and landed a left
to the face at the bell.

Round 7—The boxers sparred for an
opening and clinched, Herman put a
left to the face and a right to the
stomach. Both feinted and the re-
mainder of the round was largely a
succession of clinches,

Round 8—The Mexican lead for the
face and Herman danced around the
ring. Herrera succeeded in sending a
hard left to the jaw. Herman rushed
and received a right on the head. The
men were sparring at the close.

Round 9—Herrera led for the stomach
and they clinched. Herman slipped as
they held on and nearly went to his
knees. The kid put his left to the face
and Aurelio drove with his right at the
stomach during the infighting. Herrera
again commenced his left jabbing tac-
tics and the two rushed into a vicious
clinch. Backing away, they swung
viciously with both hands at the gong.

Round 10—S8parring opened the round
and Herman lead for the head, Herrara
backing away. Aurelio tantalized with
his left but nothing resulted, the men
clinching repeatedly, Neither had an
advantage, landing equally with little
effect.

Round 11—The Mexican led for the
stomach. They clinched and Herrera
uppercutted with his left. The fighting
was vicious, Herman jabbing with left
and right for the head. Herrera missed
the majority of his leads and the bell
found them sparring.

Round 12—The boys clinched imme-
diately. After the break Herrera drove
left and right to the head, Herman
reaching the jaw with a left. Herman
landed wviciously on the head and
Aurelio returned with a like kind.
Little clinching was indulged in and
the round was one of the fastest during
the bout.

Round 13—The men exchanged to the
face. Herman ducked a right lead for
the head and sent a left to the face.
Both feinted and backed away. Her-
man sent a terrific left to the jaw and
followed it with a right and left to the
same place. The Mexican landed a
left to the jaw and Herman rushed
him, driving his right to Herrera’'s body
as his left arm hung over the Mexican's
shoulder. Herrera laced a right and
left to the head before the sparring
match which preceded the gong.

Round 14—The opening was a suc-
cession of rushes and clinches. Her-
man ducked a left lead and whirled his
right to the head. Herrera sent a
vicious right to the face. The remain-
der of the round was an even go with
both men taking and giving blow for
blow.

Round 15—The fighters came to the
center and sparred before Herman put
a left to the neck. Herrera's left to the
head fBIl short and Herman came back
for a vicious exchange, which led to a
clinch. Both blocked well and a second
before the gong Herrera placed a
straight left and a right uuper cut to
the face.

Round 16—The men went to a clinch
immediately, broke and clinched again.
Neither landed effectively in the early
part of the round, but entered into a
vicious exchange toward the last. Her-
rera with his right poised could not
reach a vital point and Herman was
unable to worry the Mexican.

Round 17-The Mexican put a left to
the stomach and they clinched. Fid-
dling preceded Herrera's left and right
to the head. They clinched, and after
the break the Mexican did the most
landing. Nearly every lead reached
Herman's face, and it was only at the
end that the Kid put a right and left
jab to the jaw.

Round 18—Herrera led for the face and
they clinched, The Mexican missed a
left lead for the head and went again
to a clinch. The men mixed viclously
and Herrera sent two hard right jolts
to the jaw. Herman also landed with
hisg right to the face and showed a
tendency to cap matters to a climax,
Suddenly Herrera's left fell flush on
hig stomach and Herman dropped under
the ropes. He was up in an instant
and after Herrera, who put a right to
the head and a left to the stomach at
the gong.

Round 19—The men sparred for an
opening and clinched. Herrera sent a
left to the face and Herman placed a
right to the kidneys. Clinching fol-
lowed and the Mexican drove a right
to the head. The exchanging was

vicious and both men reached the face
heavily, The gong found the boys
clinching.

Round 20—-The boxers shook hands
with a friendly smile and bored in from
the start, They clinched, backed away
and clinched again. The Mexican
missed a viclous left lead and Herman
reached the head with a hard right.
Herrera placed a right to the stomach
and they clinched. Herrera drove a
stinging right to the neck and repeated
with a left and right to the head, The
Mexican landed continuously with both
hands and in a dashy mix up Heman
swung his left to the neck. They were
clinching at the gong. Referee Eyeton
raised both hands in token of a draw.

VANDERBILT CUP RACE

French Automobile Club Decides That
Great Race Must Be Contested in
This Country on Account of Fore
eign Speed Limits

NEW YORK, Feh. 9.—For the thlrd
yvear the Vanderbilt cup race will take
place in this country in 1906. For the
second year it will be over the Nassau
circuit in Long Island. The distance
will be approximately 290 miles, as in
the last race, and the date will be
either Saturday, October 6, or Satur-
day, October 13.

By virtue of the victory of
Hemery in the last cup contest, the
automobile club of France had the
privilege of naming the route in that
country for the race of 1906.

The stand taken by that club, how=
ever, against the encouragement of
speed competitions placed French au-
tomobile interests in an embarrassing
position, fo relieve which and to in-
sure a race for his trophy, Mr. Van-
derbilt went abroad. Xt was there
agreed that as an American car fin-
ished third this year’s race should be
held here.

REDUCE AUTO FREIGHT RATES

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 8 — The
transcontinental freight committee,
which has just closed its meeting at
Los Angeles, has, according to an an-
nouncement made here, reduced the
freight rates on automobile parts by
50 per cent, west of the Mississippl
river to the coast. While formerly to
ship wheels, engine=, gears or other
parts from the factories to the west it
has always cost twice the first-class
rates or $6 per 100 pounds from Chicago
to San Francisco, hereafter they will
be carried at simply first-class rates
or $3 per 100 pounds. The reduction is
said to be general and its benefits will
be enjoyed by the makers of steam
vehicles as much as those of the stand-
ard gasoline cars.
