EYOLUTION OF THE AUTOMOBILE

FROM THE ANCIENI

SPRING CAR
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A Pierce Arrow, 1906 Model, 28.32 Horse Power
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Shows Wonderful Development Since the Days of
Hazy Ideas When Wise Men Predicted

+ What Has Now Been Achie\:ed

Farly in the dawn of human intelli-
gence there came the dream of unre-
stricted Individual locomotion. It was
toward the end of the thirteenth cen-
turn, says R. T. Sloss in his “Book of
the tomobile,'” that the learned
con friar, Roger Bacon, wrote:

“We will be able to propel carriages
with incredible speed without the as-
sistance of any animal,” At the same
time he predicted the coming of the
steamship and the flying machine. The
scientific character of Bacon's imagina-
tion has been completely vindicated in
the ocean liners and the swift-flying
automoblles and partially so in the
recent efforts of  Santos-Dumont and
others, |

The horseless carrviage first took tan-
gible form in the seventeenth century,
when Johann Haustach of Nurembers
contrived a vehicle propelled by a huge
coiled spring, the action being on the
principle of clock-work. Haustach was
snown ag “a manufacturer of chariots
going b ring and making 2000 paces
an hour.” The spring was controlled
by a lever in the hands of the chauffeur
and, in the absence of a steering de-
vice, the *“chariot” could he propelled
only in a straight line, which would
have rendered its progress through the
loop district of C‘hicago somewhat dif-
ficult, even at its advertised rate of a
little more than & mile an hour. Haus-
tach seems to have pald more atten-
tion to the ornamentation of the body
of his vehicle than to its propulsion,

Moved With Salls

Ahout the same time probably the
general utilization of the winds of
heaven in the'windmills of Holland
suggested the idea of ‘“sail wagons,’
used to some extent on the flat plains
of that country These were called
“seylende windwagen,” and consisted
of the rigging of a ship attached to
wheeled platforms, |

In 1644 a patent of Louis XIV grant-
ed to *Jean Theson the privilege of em-=
ploying a little four-wheel carriage set
in. motion without any horses, but
merely by two men seated.,” The sup-
position, in the absence of detailed
drawings, is that the *“men seated”
propelled the vehicle by strenuous leg
work.

Sir Isaac Newton is said to have in-
vented a steam carriage, after others
had conceived the idea of propelling
vehicles by steaim power. The develop-
ment along this line followed closely
that of the steam railroad. The latter,
howevey, appeared so much more feas-
ible to l\Ile inventors that it wag fol-
lowed and the steam carriage idea
thrown into the background. Newton’'s
fdea was mot original fundamentally,
it is said, but copied after the original
steam engine of Hero of Alexandria,
who broke into the steam-engine busi-
ness about 200 B. C. Newton's model
was propelled by the reactionary force,
or kick, of a jet of steam escaping
from a nozzle in the rear.

In 1769§Nicholas Joseph Cugnot, with

state funds placed at his disposal by
the Duc de Choiseul, constructed a
steam gun carriage and the following
year he produced an improved auto
which is still preserved in Paris. The
machine had but three wheels, the
boiler overhanging in front on the the-
ory that its weight would be counter-
acted by the load on the carriage. The
engine was diregtly behind the boiler
and consisted of two thirteen-inch sin-
gle-acting c¥ylinders.

The movement of the piston was
transferred to the axle of the driving
wheel by two ratchet wheels. The en-
gine could be reversed at will. There
was a steering gear, and the vehicle
proved its capacity for carrying a load
of two and one-half tons at a speed of
three mileg an hour. Napoleon Bona-
parte causged the appointment of a com-
mi n of the institute to investigate
the invention, but the revolution sud-
denly put an effectual check on the
further development of the automobile.
It is interesting to mote that in the
matter of the production of a practical
automobile France led the world in the
eighteenth century, as she now leads
the world in the building of racing ma-
chines of tremendous power.

The first American inventors to
tackle the steam propelled vehicle prob=
lem were Oliver Evang of Maryland in
1787, and Nathaniel Read of Massa-
chusetts in 1790,

Richard Trevithick of England in
1802 patented & steam carrlage that was

| & distinet advance over previous ef-

forts.

By this time it came to be believed
that ordinary wheels were insufficient
to secure traction, and mechanical legs
were devised as propellers, The Gor-
don machine, patented in 1824, was &
six-legged affair, the pedals being op-
erated by steam. Goldworthy Durney
about the same time produced a steam
carriage which used legs as auxiliaries,
The steam coach patented by Walter
Hancockw and named the “Autopsy”
was placed in commission, with four
others, between Stratford and Padding-
ton in 1836 and did a lively' passenger
Lbusiness,

Recent Development

The more recent developtent of the
automobile is better known. In 1886
Charles 1, Duryea conceived the no-
tion of propelling a carrlage with a
gasoline engine, and two years later
partially produced a light buggy driv-
en by a two-horsepower engine, His
first complete vehicle was brought out
in 1892, The,three following years Mr.
Duryea spent in altering the defects of
his first machine, and in 1805 he suc-
ceeded In bringing his automobile to
such a point of practicability that he
‘won the Times-Herald race with it,

The automobile built by RBlwoed
Haynes in 1893 was recently sent from
Kokomo, Ind., to Washington, where
it was instalded as an exhibit in the
Smithsonian institution. It is a four-
Lorsepower machine capable of a speed
of twelve miles an hour on good roads.

TEN YARDS FOR THREE DOWNS

Football Reform Committee Makes
Many Changes and Suggestions

for Elevation of Sport
By Assoclated Prass. 2

JNEW YORK, Feb. 10.—Ten yards to
be gained in ‘three downs was the
principal football reform ientatively
agreed upon at a meeting of the col-
lege football rules committee in this
city today,

This rule, if finally adopted, the foot-
ball experts believe will do more than
anything else toward opening the game,
The committee adjourned to meet
again Saturday, March 3, in this city.

In addition to agreelng upon the ten-
vard rule, which exactly doubles the
distance to be gained in three downs
under the playing rules of the past
several years, the committee agreed
upon the following:

That every player
side shall be on the side when
kicked ball touches the ground.

That the question of affording proper
protection for the man catching the
ball be taken up and carefully defined
at the next meeting,

That one forward pass shall be al-
lowed on a play, provided the bhall
does not touch the ground before be-
ing touched by & player of eithgr side,
Such a pass to be made by any man
who was behind the line of serimmage
when th2 ball was put in play.

If the ball touches the ground be-
fore being touched by a player of
either side, it shall go to the opponents
on the spot from which the pass was
made, 'The pass shall not be received
by & man who was on the line of
scrimmage when the ball was put in
play except for the two men playing
on the ends of the line when the ball
was put in play. A direct lop over the
line within the space of five yards on
each side of the center shall be un-
lawful,

The report of the sub-committee ap-
pointed to formulate suggestions rela-
tive to the formation of a permanent
board of officials was recelved, and it
was agreed to make It public with a
view to receiving suggestions from
persons interested in the game, every
member of the committee being asked
to invite criticism of the plan,

The ' sub-committee's recommendo-
tions are that a central governing coms-
mitte of three or five be appointed as
a sub-committee of the inter-collegiate
rules body, to constitute a national
commitiee of officials,

In addition to this commlittee it is
proposed that sectional connnittees of
three each be appointed to pepresent

ical details of the committee. All
universities and colleges accepting the
provisions of the rules committee prior
to the fall of 1906 are to submit lists

This list is to be carefully investi-
gated by the national and sectional
committees and a general official an-
nouncement will be issued, containing
first a complete list of officials*judged
ccmpetent by the central committee
with appropriate addresses,

The various games scheduled during
the season are to be subdivided in order
of collegiate importance to determine
the remuneration of the officials. There
are to be four officials, the remuner-
ation grading as follows: $100, $50, $25
and $10,

Colleges and universities will be re-
quired to select officials from the list
agreed upon, Reports will be received
s to the class of work rendered by
the different officials and complete rec-
ords kept,

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AUTO ANIMOSITY
15 DISAPPEARING

PUBLIC IS DRAWN TO THE
HORSELESS MACHINE

President of Chicago Automobile Club
Tells of the Friendly Disposition
Which Now Exists~Drivers
Are More Careful

A few years ago animosity to auto
owners was more or less T:llnl\ﬂllt
among thogse who would not allow
themselves to open their hearts to the
innovation, and it has only heen recent-
ly that the mobile enthutingts have
found a friendly feeling exlsting from
thoge who are not participants in the
whirl and dash which is characteristic
of the sport.

No sign of the times In reference to
automobiling, according to prominent
automobilists, is more interesting than
the decrease of hostility on the part
of the general public, It is declared
that the average man on the sidewalk
is more friendly now than ever before
to the man at the steering wheel, and
that the better understanding is due
largely to the fact that the public hag
awakened to the realization that “sane”
automobllists constitute 99 per cent of
the auto owners of the country and
that the 1 per cent of “insane” auto-
moblilists are just as obnoxious to their
brethren of the motor car as to pe-
degtrians,

Conservalive  aulvmobilisis every-
where have joined in a determined ef-
fort for months to stamp out reckless
and careless driving, and the fruitg
of their efforts is seen in the result-
ant friendliness of the community as a
whole,

“There 18 no man more anxious to
stop crazy driving than the average
automobile owner himself,” declared
John Farson, president of the Chicago
Automobile club last Saturday, in dis-
cussing this topic,

‘“I think there ig no question that
the public is coming to understand that
the great bulk of automobilists is desir-
ous in the extreme of stopping insane
automobiling, and there is no doubt
that the public is today much more
friendly to the sport of automobiling
than at any time in the past. The au-
tomobilist and the automoblle are get-
ting to be better understood. With the
advent of cheaper machines of good
workmanship has come a feeling also
that the motor car is not merely the
vehicle of the rich, but that the man
of moderate means, the farmer, the
man on salary, can have his automo-
bile as well as the millionaire.

“The fight that has been waged in
Chicago and other citles by the sane,
conservative  automobilists against
reckless driving has done the sport
much good. The public feels a good
deal more sympathy with automobil-
ing when it understands, as it is doing
now in large degree, that automobil-
ists join pedestrians in decrying wild
driving. The attitude of the public is
shown by the much hetter treatment
accorded automobilists now  than
formerly, and this is noticed in tour-
ing about the country, as well as in
city streets.

“Not so long ago the attitude of the
public toward the automobilist was
very much like that of the dwellera
in a certain rural English town to
strangers. ‘'Ere comes a stranger, Bill.
'Eave 'arf a brick at 'im,’ used to be
the cry in this English hamlet when
an outsider was seen approaching.
That same attitude of ‘here's an auto-
mobilist—heave a brick at him' used to
characterize the public in considerable
measure. But those days are gone in
most places now.

“If reckless driving on the part of
the very small proportion of automo-
bilists indulging in it could be stamped
completely out it would be no time un-
til the public would regard the auto-
mobile just exactly as it regards th2
horse, That time will ultimately
come, Automobiling has thus far been
done a lot of harm by {rresponsible,
and in some cases almost degenerate,
gons of wealthy men, who, often under
the Influence of liquor, and sometimes
sober, have no regard whatever for the
safety of the public,

“They own cars of high power and
drive them with criminal recklessness,
One of these young fellows can make
more enemies for the automobile in one
tour of the city than all the conscien-
tious and consideraté drivers can over-
come in months. In the past the public,
unfortunately, has judged autoists as
a class by the worst of them.

“Now, however, the truth of the sit-
uation is becoming widely recognized.
The public also has apparently be-
lieved that automobile drivers as a
whole approve the actions of the reck-
less few., It would be as reasonable
to suppose that all bankers approve
the act of the bank president that ab-
sconds with the bank's funds., The
consclentious majority is doing all 1t
can with the reckless minority and it
will not be long before the last ves-
tige of popular clamor against the au-
tomobile will have died out entirely,”

Turns of the Course Are Greatest Dan.
ger and Blinding Dust Makes
Speed Events Hazardous
for Contestants

By Webb Jay

I am often asked to describe the sen-
sations I experienced when traveling
at the rate of over geventy miles an
hour on a track. Well, if you were fast-
ened down somewhere and a seventy
mile an hour cyclone were sweeping by
you, you would get some idea of the
way the wind whistles past the face of
one traveling in a car at the same rate
of speed.

Secondly, the turns are an ever pres-
ent problem. No sooner has one turn
been safely negotiated than the driver
must begin to figure on the next. The
driver must know his car very well, or,
instead of taking the turn, he will wake
up in the hospital or in the great here-
after, For every track and every car
there is a certain speed at which the
car would topple over on‘the turns in
obedience to the laws of nature. The
task of the driver of a fast machine is
to take his car around the turns at a
speed—as near ag his judgment tells
him—which ig close to this limit, but
still a shade on the safe side.

The thrid proposition to be considered
is the tires. Here is where a tremen-
dous amount depends on luck. No driver
of o high-speed racing car can be per-
fectly sure that his tires will carry
him around the track. All he can do is
to be on the alert ready to keep his
car on the track if one of his tires
comes off or explodes,

These three elements are present even
if a man is alone on a track, as 1 was
when I placed the world's track record
for the mile at :48 3-5 in my White rac-
fng car. But when there are other
cars on the track a new element of
danger is added.

The dust, the fourth factor to be
considered, is the most dangerous of
all. If there is a car ahead the driver
{s traveling through a cloud of dust,
with only now and then a rift through
which he can see the fence to guide
him. I had been eneveloped in dust
before, but always when danger im-
pended I could catch a glimpse of the
fence at short intervals, take my bear-
ings and steer my steamer accord-
ingly.

But at Buffalo, by some malevolence
of fate, when I trailed behind the other
cars (which I had previously beaten
repeatedly) in order to make a good
race, the dust did not lift, I was speed-
ing blindly along at at least seventy-
five miles an hour, when suddenly the
fence loomed up immediately in front
of me, just, so I imagine, as a great

T |ocean steamship looms out of the fog

to the fisherman directly in its path
and about to be crushed by it.

By a guick movement of the steering
wheel I cleared the fence with my front
wheels, but my back wheels skidded
into a post, taking off a fence rail,
which, hitting me on the back of the
head, put me out of commission for
many a long and painful week,

Now I am back in harness again in
charge of the local branch of the \\'!Vﬂto
company, enjoylng practically my for-
mer state of good health and spirits.
My leg is still a little sore, but it 1s
only a question of time when it will
return absolutely to its normal condi-
tion.
