GENERAL FRUIT MARKET

NEW YORK, Feb. IR.—Protective meas-
ures for the stock market were centered
upon a few points and proved effective
In arresting the decline, which gained
some force during the first hour and
which was actively renewed in the flnul
dealings. With the falling tendency
checked, them was sufficient demand from
an uncovered short Interest to effect a
gradual recovery. There was a very not-
nble shrinkage In activity on this rally.
Tho demand was languid and dropped to
nothing at the higher levels npon the
recovery.

The market for call money was unex-pectedly quiet and this li;ihmost to do
with the Improvement In sentiment which
brought about the midday recovery in
prices. Rates for call loans did not rise
to yesterday's maximum and In the latter
part of tho day fell below 6 per cent.The outlook for another poor bank state-
ment tomorrow was of less effect upon
the market than this showing of easier
conditions. The evidence furnished by
the bankers of the week's currency move-
ment gave no ground for supposing thnt
the loss of cash by the subtreasury ab-
sorption and the week's shipments of
gold to South America had been offset
by any large receipts in the export move-
ment or from the interior in spite of the
rate for New York exchange at Chicago
which rose at one time to 35 cents pre-
mium.

The subtreasury's withdrawal from themarket up to Thursday night amounted
to $4,149,000 and $1,750,000 of the gold
\u25a0hipped to South America is not Included
in the subtreasury figures. A decline In
the cash item of considerably over $7,-
000,000 Is therefore indicated, while its
surplus reserve stood at less than $6,-
000.000.Tho activity of subscriptions for new
bond Issues during the week gives promise
of a further loan expansion by the banks.' Rates for foreign exchange fell quite
violently under the offerings of bankers'
bills and the proceeds were placed in
local 'loans. Time loans for all periods
were put firmlyon a basis of 514 per cent
and the market for commercial paper also
reflected the depletion of supplies In the
money market.

Of the sustaining forces In the market
today the causes were a repetition of those
recently prevailing. The firmness InRead-
ing reflected a hopeful feeling over the
prospect of a settlement ot me wage dis-
pute with tho coal miners. The Hill
stocks went higher again on expectation
of an early announcement of the "melon
cutting." Lead and Smelting responded
to 'revived merger talk. Common -stock
subscription privileges were hinted at to
account for the rise in New York Central,
but without, any official authority. The
Indifference of the demand for stocks up-
on the rallyawakened distrust and hold-Ings were thrown freely again at the
last, causing a weak and unsteady closing.

Bonds were weak. Total sales, par value,
$2,640,000.
