Printing Starts Scandal

‘It started several months
the letting of the printing contract,”
gald Mayor Eno, yesterday, ‘and ever
gince political enemies have been try-
ing to trump up some charges against
us,

“Both Losee and myself voted against
letting the contract for city printing
to a certain newspaper in Long Beach
and when the other members of ihe
board passed the contract over our
votes we were instrumental in having
the contract held up by an injunction
filed in the superior court.

“Both of us were candidates for re-
election. I think this whole business
is being boosted by them. There is
no truth in the charges against us and
we have had no dealings of an illegal
character with these men.”

cepted a bribe of $1000 from the At-
lantic, Gulf & Pacific Construction
company after letting it the contract

for building the basement of the new
pleasure pavilion at Long Beach.

Friend Gets Contract

It was testified at Losee's examina-
tion that the trustee had first arranged
for the letting of the contract to one
of hig friends. This friend subletted to
the construction company, which was
to put in the piles in cylindrical form.
One of the representatives of the com-
pany testified that Losee had told him
to change the piling to square timber
and give him, Losee, the difference,
which amounted to $1000.

Although it is charged that Losee and
Eno were in partnership in both deals,
they \\'ill' be tried each on a separate
and different charge.

Eno is alleged to have accepted a
bribe of $326 from' J, Cather Newsom,
an architect of Long Beach, for exert-
ing his influence in securing the ac-
ceptance of Newsom's plans for the
building of the new pavilion

It was testified that Newsom an‘d
Eno had transacted their business in
the Long Beach chamber between ses-
slons and that everything in connection
with the- bribery had been kept a pro-
found secret until Newsom had con-
gented to testify for the district attor-
ney's office.

Broadhead testified that Riley threat-
ened to kill DeWitt if he did not re-
tract the accusations made in the pres-
ence of Chief of Police Auble, impli-
cating Riley in the extortion of money
from various women,

DeWitt was held to answer to the
superior court and bail was fixed at
$1500.

Riley had an interview with Chief
of Police Auble before that official left
the city, but what passed between
theth could not be learned.

The police say that they are in-
formed that Riley has a wife living in
this eity. Riley could not be found
last evening to confirm or dehy the
report,

Blooms After Four Years
of Nursing

A mourning flower par excellence has
been raised by Mrs. G. P. Barnard of
324 West Seventeenthistreet. It is a
black, velvety calla lily, and the orig-
inal bulb from which the plant belong-
ing to Mrs. Barnard sprung was
brought to this country from the holy
land.

According to Mrs. Barnard it is most
difficult to bring a plant of that spe-
cies to the point of blooming and it
required four yeari of careful nursing
to bring #t to its present growth. The
plant and bloom are on exhibition in
the front window of the American
laundry, at Eleventh and Los Angeles
streets.

The color of the blossom is not an ab-
solute dead black, but has more of a
purple shade. 8o far as can be ascer-
tained, this is the first instance of a
plant of that character being made (o
bloom in Southern California.
