Much important business was com-
pleted at the last meeting of the Cali-
fornia Beekeepers' association yester-
day afternoon, when L. L. Andrews was
elected president of the State Beekeep-
ers' association and E. A. Honey was
made secretary and treasurer.
A. Honey's paper on *‘Organiza-
led to later discussion and
volcing of sentiments by several
enthusiasts, “California honey excels
all others in quality and would be re-
celved as such in eastern markets but
for the scarcity of unadulterated
goods,” said L. C. Emerson.
A reserve fund was suggested, which
should be used to buy all first class
goods offered for sale by home produc-
ers, thus keeping up the association
prices and benefit the majority in-
stead of having to take the best price
the middleman makes when the market
is well supplied. It was also stated that
If the two thousand beekeepers of this
state were massed Into one organization
there would be enough business repre-
gented to keep a man in the east for
the sole purpose of finding a market
and thus avoid the misfortune of having
to sell under the market to home con-
sumers.
A committee of four was appointed to
investigate, have published and dis-
tribute copies of the test and state law,
40 every member of the association and
others who can be reached.
