"In thnt way they live happily to-
gether until they go down into the
shadows of old age, and there are no
abandonments of old wives by their
husbands ft»r more frivolous younger
ones. He stays by her side though she
be pretty or ugly until the great God
calls him to his final resting place."

"The wife has her little amusements
ns any other woman has. She has a
big garden and plenty to eat and wear
and a good place to sleep. She devotes
herself to the care of her children and
the household and to the love of her
husband. His word is law, but con-
trary to reports, a Chinese husband
is rarely ever overbearing in his com-
mands. He would never think of
cursing or striking his wife.

Occasionally there Is trouble in the
household and if that cannot be set-
tled by the mutual argument of the
family, the men or the villiatse man-
age to settle it in some way and that
is the end of it. Husband and wife re-
turn to one another and all is happy,
while no fond mother-in-law hovers
about the girl.telling her what a brute
of a husband she has.

"When a Chinese marries a daughter

of his own race, he generally has a
little home for her to live In and to

that little dovecote they go and the
peace and plenty of Chinese life be-
gins. The wife sees no one unless it is
an occasional visitor to her husband.
She has plenty of women visitors' but
she rarely eeens any of the opposite
sex and so she has no chance to see
how many faults her husband has. She
has married him according to the
Chinese law and that means forever
and ever. There are no divorces there
and consequently no reason why she

should see others, when she must live
with her husband.

Provides Home In Advance

men to love her, to begin to look else-
where for love when she seed only the
false loveliness in the other, while at
home she has a man In real life. She
knows it willnot be hard to get a di-
vorce and she knows that onco di-
vorced she can easily wed again, bo the
first thing her husband knows she lias
filed charges against him and is asking
the court for a decree of divorce on
grounds that inChina would be hooted
at.

"In China we have a different plan,
and although it is not liked by the
pleasure-loving and independent wo-

men of America, yet our plan manages
to secure a better marital condition for
us than all the modern improvements
in the marriage line has done lor
Americans.

"Now It Is not to be considered ex-
traordinary for a young and pretty
woman wno can find plenty of young

It Is Different Here
"In this country when a man mar-

ries Itis only the beginning of trouble.
Th^ women are allowed to run about
as they wish. Many of them even go lo
work and mingle withmen allday long.
They become stenographers, clerks and
hold all kinds of positions. In that
way they naturally find men who seem
to appeal to them more than their first
husbands do. They meet men and see
only their polished side, while at home
they see hubby inhis ugliest moods.

"In China all that is done away with
and perfect harmony exists and yet in
all parts of the world you hear it said
that the Chinese are heathens because
they treat their women so shabbily.
That is all a great mlsjtake.

"It a divorce is granted which al-
lows Immediate freedom, then there is
another great cause for complaint be-
cause it is said that men nnd women
secure divorces by arrangement so that
they can immediately go out and be
married again to someone else.

"As Iunderstand the conditions In
America, everything seems to be wrong
with the divorce laws," said Fawn. "In
the first place people are not satisfied
with what you call the Interlocutory
decree of divorce because itIs defective
in many ways and because one cannot
marry until a- year after having re-
ceived that Fort of a decree.

Such was the statement made yes-
terday by L. A. Fawn, Chinese phil-
osopher and linguist, who is recognized
in the localf colony as one of the best
versed men of his race in the domestic
conditions existing in the orient.

"There is only one way to correct this
divorce evil inAmerica and that is to
do away with the divorce law entirely.
In China the men and women live to-
gether with never an altercation !and
in no home in the world can such love
be- found as that of the Chinese."
