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GREAT ATHLETES
WILL COMPETE

OLYMPIC GAMES AROUSE MUCH
INTEREST

American Track Men Are Feared by
Foreigners and Indications Are
That They Will Easily
Win the Meet

. Within a few short weeks the entire
world will gquiver with interest as it
watches the Titanic struggle of the
foremost athletes of modern times as
they compete on the Grecian plains
gurrounding Athens, for a supremacy
which will render them fit for the flow
of human interest and adulation which
has always attended the peers of ath-
letic life,

For various reagons the games Olym-
pic will eall for a recognition that
could not be expected in connection
with any other sport competition. Great
national meets have excited keen an-
ticipation among the peoples of the
earth, but the coming games at Athens
will command an attention which must
result largely because of the environ-
ments that are to characterize the
Grecian contests,

Intermingled with the associations of
the athlete which have traveled down
the ages and one that necessarily lends
zest to the coming games is that which
recognizes Greece asg the early home of
physical beauty and activity. To the
Greeks her famous athletes were held
as those favored of the gods and
whether prince or pauper they were
surrounded with a halo that approached
reverence.

The Pagan idea of virtue centered
strongly upon the physical perfection
of her men and women and the pris-
tine virility of her populace arose from
the constant resource to the methods
productive of bodily strength and agll-
ity. The efforts of the great Hellenic
geniuses resulted in tributes to the men
famous for their valor and physlcal
prowees and the early type of the
Greek as he existed before the immor-
talities of a more recent time had
wreaked its ravages has ever been held
as the model of physical perfection.

“Bullt llke a Greek,” is an expression
which attends the appearance of one
whose proportions are sufficiently per-
fect to excite immediate admiration and
indicates the impression which still
exists as regards the idea of Greclan
physical perfection.

For this reason perhaps, more than
for any other, the April games, which
are to occur amid surroundings where
linger the traditions of such a people,
have already attracted a cosmopolitan
interest,

Teams from every civilized country
of the world will enter and the fortu-
nate winner of a first place in any of
the events may well feel proud over
his victory. The question of course
which most concerns Americans is the
chance which the men of this country
will have against the champions of for-
eign natlons and no end of speculation
is rampant as to the outcome.

There has been considerable criticism
meted out to the committee which se-
lected the American team, as several
men have been chosen whose abilities
when brought in question with others
who do not appear on the list appear
lacking in many respects.

Eastern critics ask why Charlie Par-
sons of Wisconsin, formerly of the Uni-
versity of Southern California, is not to
be a member of the team that will
represent America. They figure that
he is as fast if not faster than any
sprinter In America, and hence the roar.

In the case of Parsons, however, there
is no cause for criticism, as the speedy
track man has refused an offer to ac-
company the representative team. He
is a hard student as well as a good
athlete and would be compelled to loose
practically a year's credit should he
travel to Athens. For this reason he
has refused to leave college and will be
content with winning additional laurels
on the American tracks.

‘While it would be to the public liking
for Parsons to participate, he cannot
be criticised for his action in remalning
at home. On the other hand there is
something of praise coming to him, as
the prospects of such a trip are enticing
to say the least, especlally where a
probable world’s championship lies in
the balance.

Other men have been chosen whom it
is thought are inferior to many athletes
that will not be given the opportunity
of crossing the ocean, but at all events
it is almost a foregone conclusion that
Uncle Sam’s boys will win the meet in
the same sweeping manner as char-
acterized their performances at Paris
in 1900.

The dashes and field events are an-
ticipated as certain victories for the

Americans, though they will stand small L

chance of doing anything with their
English brethren when it comes to the
distance runs. Notable for their en-
durance the Britons should capture the
long runs with little trouble.

Archie Hahn and W, A. Schick are
probably the peer of any foreign dash
men and between them they will un-
doubtedly win the 100 and 220 yard
events,

Hillman of the New York Athletic
club is picked as the winner of the 400
meter race. He I8 known as the Sy-
sonby of the cinder world.

Bonhag, the two-mile indoor cham-
pion, is slated to start in the five-mile
race, but may meet with a snag in the
British hounds.

Kerrigan, the Portland high jumper,
has cleared 6 feet 13 inches in cham-
pionship events and is expected to put
the foreigners out of the leaping.

The remainder of the team, providing
they enter the contests trained to the
minute, should stand more than an even
show with any competitor that can be
placed against them.

Good Luck, which ran
gecond in the Ascot derby and won the
California derby at Emeryville, will
carry the Tichenor colors in this event
and his owners expect to win the richest
clagsic of the western circult during

Pursuing E. J. Arnold

E. J. Arnold, once a prominent figure
in racing circles and head of a turf
fnvestment company of the get-rich-
quick type which failed at St. Louls a
few years ago with llabilities to gullible
investors amounting to several hundred
thousand dollars, has been located in
Indian Territory, where he is engaged
in the llvery business and prospering.
Creditors of the defunct turf invest-
raent company, numbering nearly 100
persons from Missouri, California and
other states, have pounced upon him
and are seeking to squeeze out a divi-
dend on their stock in the company.
The case is pending in the federa!
courts of the territory.

Salem Races Doubtful

A decision recently handed down by
the New Hampshire supreme court may
result in closing the new $1,000,000 race
track just completed at Salem. The
decision holds that pool selling and
bookmaking are felonies and offenders
are liable to penitentiary sentences. As
the track will not run without these
privileges it seems certain that there
will be no racing there this year. This
is sald to be a venture by John W.
Gates and his associates, and Ed Cole,
who was associate judge at Ascot the
past season, was secured as presiding
judge for the Salem meeting.

Hermis to Race Again

It is now assured that Hermis, con-
sidered the greatest racer of the Amer-
fean turf in 1904, will again face the
barrier when the down east season
opens. Hermis is valued at $60,000 but
was out of training last year because
of an injury to his foot which caused
him to pull up lame after beating
Beldame In a fast mile. He has re-
sponded nobly to the hard tests of
training and his owners, Alex Shields
and E. R. Thomas, are confident he
will display all his old time form when
he was beating the best of them. Her-
mis was favorite for the $50,000 St.
Louis world's fair handicap In 1004,
but was beaten by Colonial Girl in the
final strides.

Chase’'s Great Performance

Hal Chase performed a feat that is
nothing if not remarkeble. While play-
ing with his teammates of the New
York Highlanders at Birmingham a
few days ago, he scored the winning
run for his team on a base hit, going
from first base around the circuit to
the home plate. Up to this stage of the
game the score was a tlie and Chase
{nstantly became a hero of greater de-
gree.

Raise World's Pennants

The New York Giants will raise the
pennant emblematic of the world's
baseball champlionship June 16. The
oeremonies of the occasion will be
elaborate and the National and Amer-
fcan league magnates will attend and
aseist the club officlals in doing the
affalr up ‘‘brown.”

Beckley
was confident of leading the Cardinals
again this season.

WISCONSIN WANTS HOLMES

Coach Is Being Sought to Return to
Badger State and Succeed Col-
lege Manager of Athletics
MADISON, Wis,, March 25.—Harvey
R. Holmes, a former Wisconsin foot-
ball and general athletic star, is men-
tioned .as the possible successor of
Graduate Manager Downer, who will
leave April 15. Holmes has never been
a candidate for a position here, al-
though he has been mentioned several
times. But now that Downer is to
leave and it is possible the graduate
managership will be merged into a di-
rectorship of athletics, Holmes' name
is again brought to the front. He is
regarded in some quarters as a man
for the graduate managership or for
director of athletics in case such an

office should be created.

‘While here Holmes played tackle on
the football team and made a good
record. He Is a wrestler of ability and
is quite a gymnast. He captained the
Wisconsin team that won the gym-
nastic championship of the west in 1398,
He has done some track coaching since
leaving here and is sald to possess
abllity in that line.

Holmes graduated in 1900 and has
gince that time been engaged in gen-
eral athletic work. He was for a time
a successful director of athletics at the
University of Utah, Later he went to
the University of Southern California
and has developed some strong teams
there. His football team last fall won
the championship of Southern Cali-
fornia and practically played Stanford
to a standstill,

Holmes has always retained a deep
affection for Wisconsin, From Utah he
sent Rideout, a strong quarter miler,
and a member of the relay team last
yvear here. He worked with Parsons,
the crack runner, at the Southern Cali-
fornia institution and the Wisconsin
freshman has a great deal of respect
tfor him. He was to a large extent the
means of sending Parsons to this in-
stitution.

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GANS WANTS T0
FIGHT O°BRIEN

DUSKY CHAMPION BECOMING
DESPERATE

In Sweeping Challenge to All Battlers
in World, Regardless of Size,
Weight or Class, He Begs

for Scraps
—_—

Joe Gans is becoming desperate he-
cause he cannot get a match with any
of the white top-notch light or welter-
weights and has issued a defi to any
fighter in the world, barring Jeffries,
for a finish fight for titles, money, mar-
bles or chalk, and particularly calls the
attention of Jack O'Brien to the chal-
lenge.

Gans says he will fight O'Brien or
any other heavyweight in the world
on a winner-take-all basis, providing
the battle be for twenty rounds or
more.

Analysis of this challenge reveals
one of two things. Gans is either un-
duly impressed with his own abilities
or is too desperate to consider what
might really happen to him should
O'Brien take him on.

Gans {s a miracle in the boxing line
and undoubtedly is the cleverest light-
weight and welterweight in training,
but when it comes to giving away from
twenty to one hundred pounds in
welght to a man as shifty, clever and
experienced as Jack O'Brien it is back
to the padded cell.

O'Brien is equally as clever as Gans,
egually as shifty on his feet, equally as
good a ring general and thoroughly
outclasses the dusky champion at the
game of biff-bang.

If some one will kindly take on the
self confessed faker and take some of
the conceit out of him the fight fans
the world over will forever after sing
his praises.

One love tap from the telegraph pole
that Al Kaufman totes around as a
substitute for a right arm would fur-
nish a new planetary system for the
exclusive observation of Gans for many
tryving moments,

Tommy Ryan could make the negro
look like 30 cents in a twenty-round
battle and Kid MecCoy or Jim Corbett,
even at this late day in thelr careers,
could do terrible things to Gans in less
than ten rounds.

Merely because he twice knocked out
Twin Sullivan is8 no achievement suffi-
cient to justify the extraordinary dis-
play of cambativeness of which Gans
is gullty in issulng such a sweeping
challenge to the world,

Aurelio Herrera, the Mexican ring
fox, would be taking no unusual
chances in a twenty-round contest with
the Baltimore scrapper, and should
Aurelio box the same crafty, careful
and painstaking game he usually puts
up he would win.

In fact, there are scores of scrappers
and has-beens who could polish off the
lightwelght champion to a queen's taste
and not be unduly worried in the task.

There is no discounting Gans’ clever-
ness and his ability to slug an oppo-
nent, but he is by no means a wizard
of the same class as O'Brien, Corbett
or McCoy, and the best advice his
friends can give him is to stay within
the bounds of the light and welter-
weight divisions unless he wants to ac-
cept a sound trouncing.

10 PYROMANIAG

BOY IS PUZZLE, DECLARES DR.
BRAINEDR

Lacking Mentality, but | Would Not
Care to Pronounce Him Insane.
Brain Certainly Had a

Motive
The preliminary examination of
James Brain, charged with arson, will
be continued this morning. After his

confesgion several weeks ago, Brain
has been closely watched by the police,
and they have been gathering evidence
to show that Brain knew what he was
doing when he set more than half a
dozen fires within a period of a week's
time. Counsel for Brain is fighting
against the introduction of the alleged
confeasion, and is endeavoring to prove
that the youth was insane at the time
he set the fires that nearly resulted in
terrible losses.

Morally Responsible

The police say that Justice Rose will
bind the defendant over to the superior
court for his arson trial and they say
that there is plenty of proof to show
that Brain, although a degenerate, is
morally responsible for his acts, The
defense, on the other hand, depends on
a former commitment to an insane
asylum in Elgin, Ill, and also rely on
the result of an examination made at
the jail by two prominent alienists,

If Brain is tried before Judge Smith,
it Is presumed the defense will be in-
sanity. At least two physicians assert
that Brain is one of those rare cases
of a genuine pyromaniac, and that his
condition is one of absolute irresponsi-
bility.

Examined Again

Last evening Dr. H. G. Brainerd, one
of the most prominent authorities on
insanity in California, examined Braln.

The boy was brought from his cell
into the lobby of the jail and Dr.
Brainerd seated himself beside him and
engaged the pyromaniac in a long con-
versation.

“The boy is somewhat of a puzzle,”
the alienist said at the close of his ex-
amination. *“He stutters so badly that
it 1s hard to understand him readily.

“I think the boy is certalnly lacking
mentally, although I would not care to
pronounce him insane,

‘“‘He told me that he could not say
why he set those fires, but this state-
ment I doubt. He certainly had a
motive, although it might have been a
trivial one.”

Dr. Brainerd may be called by the
prosecution today during the examina-
tion to give an expert opinion as to
Brain’s sanity.

RUSSIAN INVENTS AUTO
THAT GLIDES AND SAILS

FLYING CHUG WAGON IS NEW

ATTRACTION

With Running Start Unique Machine
Hits the High Places in Sensa=
tional Style—Resembles Aeroplane
of Late Prof. Langley

Sergiug Vuite, a Russian, has some-

thing new in aeroplanes. He calls it
an *“‘automobile volante,” a flying au-
tomobile, and that very nearly ex-

presses its construction. He has been
conducting a series of quiet experi-
ments on the level roads around Cha-
lais-Mendon and claims to have
achieved such success that he will
enter as a competitor for the Deutsch
purse of 25,000 francs (35000) offered for
the most successful aeroplane covering
a complete out -and return trip of one
kilometre (.62 mile).

So far as the flying or gliding part
of the machine is concerned, it is a
modification of the aeroplare used by
the late Prof. Langley in his more
or less successful attempts at flight
over the Potomac river, It is in the
initiative that the marked- variation
appears. Prof. Langley used a tilted
railway to gain an empetus for his
aeroplane, or aerodrome, as he called
it; Messrs. Archdeacon and Voisin,
the enthusiastic French inventors of
the “heavier than air” flying machine,
uged a launch on the Seine to bring
their aeroplane up against the wind;
the Wright brothers of Ohio have em-
ployed the running leap and the nat-
ural slope of the land to get a start,
but M. Vuite's plan is different from all
of these.

His initiative lies in a peculiar ar-
rangement which may be described as
a cross between an automobile and a

This part of the ma-
chine is lightly vet powerfully built
and is run py an eight-horsepower
motor of a peculiar construction,

In starting for a flight the wings
are kept rigid and the automobile is
run against the wind until the upward
slide into the air is attained. Then the
power, by jointed rods, is transmitted
to the wings of the aeroplane and the
whole machine flies and glides. Lastly
the tires and springs of the auto serve
to brenk the descent of the machine
and wheel it gently along until all
motign is arrested.
