PASADENA, April 21,—The regular
spring meeting of the Pacific Manual
Teachers’ association was held in this
city today, the members being the
guests of Throop Polytechnie institute,
This association ig made up of South-
ern California teachers of manual
training, and fifty teachers from dif-
ferent parts of this section of the
etate were in attendance. Pasadena,
Long Beach and Los Angeles, in the
order named, furnished the greatest
number of teachers, though there were
teachers present from Redlands, Santa
Ana, Lordsburg and several other
pluces. The day’s program was taken
up at 11 a. m.,, when the visitors were
taken on a tour of inspection over the
several departments of 'Throop, with
particular reference to the manual
training equipment and methods, At
noon the guests made a merry party
at a dainty luncheon served by the
girls of Throop's domestic sclence
classes, At 1 p. m., or a little later,
as the guesis lingered longer than was
expected over the toothsome dishes
prepared by the Throop girls, began
the business meeting, followed by the
regular program.

Miss Tda Mellish, teacher of design
and elementary drawing at Throop,
opened the formal program with a
carefully prepared paper on Italian
art, Miss Mellish has just returned
from a four years' sojourn in Europe,
the bulk of the time being spent in
study in Italy, and was therefore par-
ticularly well prepared on this sub-
Ject, Dr. Millspaugh of the state nor-
mal school at L.os Angeles spoke upon
“The Present Tendency,” referring to
the existing conditiongs and possibili-
ties of manual training instruction. His
talk aroused much discussion upon two
chief lines: the proposition to adopt
a preseribed course of instruction to
be accredited to the state university
and the desirability of forming a
traveling manual training exhibit,

The teachers were practically unani-
mous in their opposition to the first of
these two propositions, asserting that
such a prescribed course of study would
work hardships to both teacner and
pupil and would tend (o effectually
deaden the entire work in the lower
schools. The executive committee of
the association was directed to give
the proposition a thorough investiga-
tion and report at the fall meeting.
The other proposition met with gen-
eral favor. It is merely the preparation
of an exhibit made up by specimens
of work from various schools and held
ready to be loaned to different schools
wherever needed most from time to
time. Another committee was author-
ized for the purpose of considering the
possibilities of the introduction of mun-
ual training instruction into the rural
schools.

It was 6 p. m. when the meeting ad-
journed to meet at the call of the
executive committee, which is composed
of the regular officers of the assgocia-
tion as follows: C. W. Kent, principal
of manual training department in the
state normal schools at Los Angeles,
president; Miss Matie Clark su-
perintendent of domesctic economy in
the public schools of Santa Ana, vice
president; Miss Mary S. Morse, as-
gistant supervisor of drawing in the
T.og Angeles public schools, treasurer,
and Miss Ellis Victoria Dobbs, in-
gtructor in manual arts at Throop in-
stitute, secretary.
