RISE IN STOGIES DUE

Price Goes Up—One Advance ‘Already
Made and Smokers Begin to
N Wonder Why
Special to The Herald.

SOUTH BEND, Ind,, May 26.—Lovers
of the long black weeds familiarly
known as stogies will in the future
have to pay more for their smoke, for
the prices are going up. As a matter
of fact Pollack stogies, which have al-
ways brought the highest price to the
manufacturer, have already advanced
to such an extent that local dealers
have been compelled to hand out but
two for-five cents instead of the cus-
tomary three. Stogies which have been
selling to the retail trade for $10 per
1000 are now bringing $12.50. Those that
formerly brought $12.50 per 1000 are
commanding $14.50 and $15. The reason
for the ralse is ascribed by the manu-
facturer to the scarcity of tobacco.

The price of leaf filler has gone up
from 8 to 16 cents per pound, while
scrap tobacco has taken a gradual jump
from 6, 8 and 10 cents to as high as
22 cents per pound. South Bend de-
clares that this means one of two
things. Either the quality of stogies
must be cheapened or the price raised.
The margin of profit at “three for five”
{s 80 small that many retailers refuse
to handle them. Unless all signs fail
the long black weeds will in a few
weeks be selling at two for five cents
and the “three for five" quotation will
be a thing of the past. It is conserva-
tively estfmated that 500,000 stogies are
smoked in this city every year and their
smokgrs are not confined to the poorer
classes, Many well-to-do citizens are
inveterate smokers of the weeds.

HOT SPRINGS GROW HOTTER

Waters at Saratoga, Wyo., Show In.
creased Heat Since Eruption of
Mount Vesuvius Began

SARATOGA, Wyo., May 26.—Despite
the declarations of learned students of
geology in this country to the con-
trary, people who have visited the Sar-
atoga hot springs during the past|
months feel sure that the activity of
Italy’s famous volcano is due to an in-|
ternal disturbance that is beginning to|
have a world-wide effect. This belief
is based on the increased heat shown|!
by the waters of the springs here. Be-
fore Vesuvius began erupting on an ex-
tensive scale a month ago the water
here registered a temperature of 138 de-
grees. The water now carries 158 de-
grees heat, according to daily tests
made for the past month.

A CHURCH CHASES SALOONS

The Little Edifice Is on Wheels and
Rolls After a Man Applying
for a License

Special to The Herald.

NEW YORK, May 26.—There is in
Philadelphia a lively little church
which is indulging in a merry chase
after saloons of that city, much to the

discomfort of the men behind the bars.

This little religious edifice is on
wheels, and it has instigated one of
the liveliest campaigns against the
selling of liquor ever waged.

Thig little church always has been a
mission church, going hither and
yon, wherever it seemed to be most
needed, but it has only recently en-
tered so actively upon the temperance
field. Whenever the pastor of this
perambulating church and his assist-
ant, Harry A. Machey, learn that a
man is applying for a license in a new
district they wait until the application
has been filed and then, picking up
their little church, walk to within a
few feet of the spot, plant their edi-
fice and then enter protest against Lhe
establishing of a saloon. Fourteen
times—and it has been working only a
few weeks—has this church chased a
would-be saloon keeper out of busi-
ness. It always has a congregation of
more than fifty souls, and so can
rightly term itself a thoroughbred
church, with all the rights and privi-
leges accorded to a stone edifice. The
congregation almost gleefully follows
thelr vagrant church and they have
grand rally meetings after every suc-
cessful fight against the establishment
of a saloon,

It will not be long before other mis-
sion churches on wheels will enter this
crusade against the selling of liquor,
and they will be able to put up one of
the biggest fights ever waged against
the saloon keeper. They have the law
with them and the sheer humor of the
situation will render a would-be saloon
keeper helpless with the judge.

The mission is a substantial looking
wooden church with a seating capacity
of 250. The pastor |8 a man of means
and a number of influential temper-
ance advocates are backing him, so
that the money is always ‘forthcoming
when he desires to lease a lot for his
church, and he feels it no hardship if
the exigencies of the case make him
deem it wise to set the wheels of his
church moving before a lease has ex-
pired. He always secures the land for
the very shortest possible time, sub-
ject to renewal, and thus, while not
binding himself and his church un-
necessarily he lends an air of per-
manency to the action, which justifies
him in telling the judge that he does
not know how long he will remain,
