““8o0 much has been said in the past
by certaln yachtsmen and would-be
gailors In regard to the capabilities of
this or that boat or crew or skipper
that it is worth while to impartially
consider the results shown by the re-
ecent yacht race of the South Coast
Yacht club around Catalina island,”
#ald the easterm yachtsman.

“Racing in the past has been confined
mainly to a short triangular course or
A matter of twelve miles to leeward and
return, all within a few miled of the
sheltering breakwater,” he continued.

“The one or two more pretentious ef-
forts by the acts of favoring provi-
deénce were little more than extensions
of difting matches upon the placid bo-
som of the sleepy old Pacificc. That
they were not productive of much suf-
fering and possibly loss of life is ap-
parently due only to the beautiful
weather which almost invariably pre-
vails during the yachting season.

Should Have Been a Race

“Now comes a race around Catalina,
a distance of seventy-five miles by the
chart, although it can be made as much
longer as desired—a fact which some
of the contestants demonstrated to
their satisfaction.

“Five of the crack boats of the South
Coast Yacht club started together to
the minute, and after experiences vari-
ously described as most thrilling, the
race, which ought to have been a close
one, was finished hours apart by four,
the fifth not coming in at all,

“That gome of the crews endured a
considerable amount of hardship can-
hot be denled. That they ~ere in some
possible danger is also a certainly. Tt
is likewlse a safe guess that some were
rather seasiclkk and a lot more badly
frightened.

“When the race started everyone
thought it would be a case of sail by
day and drift by night, with an occa-
‘sional aid from rome stray slant that
might assist the watchful ones into
first place, and numberless were the
learned dissertations on this one's qual-
ities on a wind, that one's running and
gome other on o broad reach.

Had Plenty of Refreshments

“All were thoroughly prepared for the
race, Weren't they fresh painted, and
didn't they have lunches a plenty as
well as sundry and various liquid re-
freshments in addition to the twenty
gallons of water required by the rules?
‘What more does it take to make a
yacht race? In calin weather nothing
more. But in a storm it takes boats
and sailors and preparation. To the
fact that this was only a fresh breeze
is.due the return of some of the boats
at all.

“The weather on the start was a
fresh, wholesale breeze, and although
the Monsoon started under a reefed
malinsall, she soon shook it out, and
by the time the end of the island was
reached she was carrying her big bal-
loon and spinaker, in which she ap-
peared invincible in light alrs.

“Mischief I was almost becalmed, in
gpite of a secret dope on her bottom,
gald to be made of fish slime and sup-
posed to make her go whether there
was any wind or not, '

Youths Are Seasick

“Mischief II was barely moving un-
der a gaff topsall in addition to all
of her light sails, and Detroit was be-
calmed under the lee of the island,
where she lay idly flapping like some
huge lazy bird.

“Venus had kept up toward Avalon,
and now, headéd for the ¢nd of the
{sland, was bringing up the tail end of
the breeze with her, although her
chances of getting around that night
did not look any too bright. Then pres-
to change, a few favoring slants and
the entire fleet were around the point
and well up past Silver canon on the
ocean side of Catalina, Detroit well in
the lead, Mischief II and Monsoon
fighting for second place, Venus fourth,

ischief T last, about two miles he-
hind Detroit, but standing well out,
while the others hugged the island.

Nice Launches Are Spoiled

“Theh change-again, a few sharp lit-
tle squalls, a heavy cross swell, inten-
gified by a heivy tide-rip. A few
boats caught all aback with their light
sails set. Some sea-sick mariners,
tith thelr cabins awash as well as their
decks, and their nice lunches spoiled by
galt water, and the appetites for liquid
refreshments all gone, cold and wet and
getting colder and wetter.

“Could anything be worse? Well, yes,
t could have been worse, there might

ave been a real wind. It might have
blown off shore, and instead of an
easy run to a sheltering haybor, there

ight have been a run to the open sea
mr gafety or a long claw off a les
shore.

“Only one boat in the fleet carried
ground tackle sufficlent to even make
a decent bluff at protecting her. In
#pite of the rules, only one yacht car-
ried & gmall boat that would have ac-
commodated her entire crew, and that
would have been useless in a sea when
heavily loaded. Four of the boats
weathered the island after some pound-
ing around.

Has Fair Weather Compass

“Mischief I at about 11:30 weathered
two miles or so from the land, a useless
éxpenditure of time due to unfamiliar-
ity with the course. Then she started
f Redondo with no better excuse

an & compass which would not reg-
ister in a heavy sea.

“Monsoori rounded cloge in soon after
about 12 o'clock, and immediately It

Draws Some Conclusions

“S8immered down to a logleal conclu-
gion, this race should do much good,
and the South Coast club should give
more of the same kind. Although it is
doubted if many of the participants
would be very enthusiastic for a few
ays, However, there was no weather
encountered which would bother any
snug boat, and even a properly han-
dled 20-foot knockabout would have
been perfectly safe if anyways decently
designed and constructed.

“Racing machines should have no
place in yachting. Boats should be
speedy, but first they ought to be safe
and able; otherwise what Is planned as
a pleasure excursion may result in a
funeral or two. J

“A skipper is known by his sailing
ability, his discipline, the crew he car-
ries and his preparedness for every
emergency. There wag not a boat In
the entire fleet that had its water or
provigions properly protected, its
ground tackle in shape for efficient use,
or any adequate provisions for taking
care of the crew in evént of founder-
ing, either with boats or life preserv-

Y
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Little Rap for Skippers

“As far as comfort was concerned,
it was totally lacking, and as a whole
a wetter, colder, more disconsolate look-
fng bunch would be hard to find. With
a little adaptation and a little prepara-
tion of the right kind, such a race
ghould be a pleasure only.

“The crew could kéep dry and com-
fortable and get a fair share of rest.
Thelr refreshments should be proper
and ample,-the danger nothing and the
mastering of old ocean, hand to hand,
a joy unconfined. That time will come
when we get a little further from sum-
mer regattas and a little nearer real
vachting; when skipper§ are respon-
sible for leaky boats and bad com-
passes and the carrying away of
shrouds and stays and lack of warm
coffee and all of those things which
go to make the sport pleasant and safe;
in short, when, after taking charge of
valuable lives, they would not return
and say, Yes, we went to sea, but we
didn't expect it to blow.”

Associated Press is reliably
that Emperor Nicholas has
decided to declare a recess
emnt June 28,
and the royal family will immediately
thereafter leave on a. ctulse of the
Finnish fjordson aboard the imperial
vacht Standard, which is being fitted
out for that purpose.

If this decision Is executed it is al-
most vertain to be the signal for an
Immediate and bloody strugsgle.

The group of toil as an outcome of
its open declaration against a recess
passed a resolution declaring that
neither now nor in the near future
can parliament beé recegsed; that the
members will not leave their posts,
and that so long as the arbitrariness
and outrages of the government con-
tinue, and the terrors of impending
outbreaks and the sufferings of the
peasantry and workmen reign, parlia-
ment must continue until it has
achleved “a land of freedom’™ or ex-
hausted all means to this end.

Clair=s Support Is Promised

The conservativesliberal newspaper
Strana,  prints a story that Emperor
Willlam has promised his support to
Emperor Nicholas if the Russian ruler
adopts a firm policy. But this report
is clearly traceable to sources hostile
to Germany and which have tried to
make it appear that Willlam is the evil
genlus of Nicholas,

Undoubtedly it is true that Ger-
many is concerned over the situation
on her western frontier and over the
maintenance of the monarchic princi-
ple in Russia and it is quite probable
that Grand Duke Viadimir on behalf
of Emperor Nicholas, discussed the
situation with the Berlin government,

GOVERNMENT TO OWN TREES

Act of Congress in Accepting Yosemite
Valley and Mariposa Timber
Land Approved

SACRAMENTO, June 16.—Governor
Pardee today received a telegram from
Secretary Hitchcock of the interior
department announcing that President
Roosevelt has approved the resolution
of congress accepting Yosemite valley
and the Mariposa big tree grove.

The legislature at its regular session
in 1905 passed a bill, which Governor
Pardee signed, authorizing him in be-
half of the state to cede the two national
wonders to the federal government.

In his telegram to the governor Sec-
retay Hitchcock requested that the

ardian of the valley, who I8 appointed

y the Yosgmite valley commisisoners,
be withdrawn-at once, so the federal
government may enter without delay
into full possession and management.

Governor Pardee will address a com-
munication to the commisisoners, set-
ting forth BSecretary Hitchecock's re-
quest, and it is probable it will be ac-
ceded to.

AUTOMOBILISTS PREPARE FOR
ENDURANCE RUN

Coming Event to Be the Greatest
In History of Motor Werld by
Reason of Large Number
of Entries

"Around the kité run,” is the slogan
of SBouthern California automobilists
at the present time. When the two
hundred or more cars which are to com-
pete in the two days’ contest that com-
mences June 20 start, the gréatest
auto event In the world's history, from
a dtandpoint of cars entered, will be
under way,

Two weeks in advance practically
every detail has been completed tend-
ing toward a successful run and, barring
accident, the result will prove eminently
satisfactory to enthusiasts throughout
the country,

The schedule committee announces
the route whith «ill be taken by con-
testing cars, an¢ when the motorists
leave Eighth and Broadway they revel
with anticipations of passing through
the most delightful pascage ways of
Southern Californla. It may prove no
small  undertaking to successfully
launch the run because of the great
number of enthusiasts who have ex-
pressed a desire to compets, A dura-
tion of two minutes will intervene be-
tween the time that each car leaves the
starting point, but once the contest
is well under way it will be a question
of endurance.

As an evidence of the magnitude of
the second annual run the fact that
950 officlals are to act during the con-
test gives an insight as to the cosmo-
politan character of the event.

£ntry blanks may be obtained at the
Reo agency and at the offices of the
morning dailies,

Conditions of the run follow:

Division No. 1 will be allowed one
hour for lunch on arrival at Redlands.

Division No, 2 will be allowed one
hour for lunch at Pomona.

Wherever there is a fork in the road
keep a sharp lookout for confettl, and
follow the confetti.

Division No. 1 will stop car (not en-
gine) at Pomona long enough to secure
control keeper's signature and time on
observer's’ card.

Division No. 2 will follow this rule
when arriving at Redlands,

Division No. 1 will receive control
keeper's signature on stopping at Casa
Loma hotel, Redlands, for lunch, Con-
trol keeper will set contestants’ time
for departure and must sign observ-
er's card before car leaves,

Division No. 2 will follow thig rule at
Pomona.

At Riverside stop will be made at
Glenwood hotel only long énough for
ohserver to sign report, Then car will
be directed to the corral where tanks
must be filled completely full under the
direction of officialg, and all passengers
must leave car at gate of the corral;
observer and driver will remain with
car until game is placed in corral in po-
sition designated by official. Then ob-
server and driver will leave corral aft-
er delivering up the obgerver's card for
the first day to the official at the gate,

Any adjustment or work of any kind
done on elther car or any parts of the
car, including tires, must be taken
careful note of by observer; in other
words, observer I8 not to leave driver
with his car a single instant unless he
18 carefully observing everything done
to the car.

Observer must accompany driver
when he gets his machine from the
corral and must see to it that no ad-
justments of any sort be made with-
out penalization. Unless there is work
to be done on the car the car will not
be allowed to leave the corral until
within fifteen minutes of the starting
time. Car will proceed directly from
corral to starter,

On arrival at finishing point have
your car checked in by control keeper,
then the tanks properly fllled, note
came on cards, then hand card to offi-
cial in charge of the inspection of the
rigs, who will note the breakages, etc.,
on the machines.

DECIDE NUMBER
OF DELEGATES

County Central Commitiee Finishes
Its Labors and Sets the
Date of Meeting for
August 20

There will be 834 delegates to the
next Republican county convention, on
the basis of one delegate to each forty
votes cast for the Republican nominees
for presidential electors at the election
held in November, 1904, This appor-
tionment was fixed by the executive
committee of the county committes and
approved by the full committee at a
meeting held at the headquarters, 1181
South Spring street, yesterday morn-
ing. The time and place for holding
the county convention was left to the
members of the executive committee.

The increase in the voting popula-
tion is shown by the fact that al-
though the basis of apportionment is
nearly twice as large as it was two
years ago, the number of delegates
has been increased by 130. Two years
ago, on an apportionment of one dele-
gate to every twenty-five voters, the
number of delegates to thé county
convention was 704,

Task Is Difficult

The task of making the apportion-
ment this year was an unusually diffi-
cult one, owing to the creation of sev-
enty new precincts by the board of
supervisors, A fow of the commit-
teemen maintained that their pre-
cincts were entitled to more delegutes
than Had been accorded them by the
executive committee, but the practical
impossibility of doing more than ap-
proximating results in most of the
new precincts was generally Trecog-
nized, and a motion that the report as
presented be approved with a few
minor corrections was unanimousiy
carried,

Bradner W. Lee, chairman of the
committee, announced that it was
twithin the provinceé of the committee
at this meeting to fix the time and
place for holding the convention, but he
suggested that possibly this might bet-
ter be left to the discretion of the ex-
ecutive committee. He pointed out
that an effort was being made to se-
cure the state convention for this city,
and there was danger that the two
dates would conflict. He thought it
would be advisable to wait until after
the state committee had fixed the date
for holding its convention, and this
suggestion was adopted.

» Will Convene in August

It is generally understood that pro-
viding the date does not conflict in
any way with that of the state con-
vention, the county convention will be
held August 20. As to the place for
holding the convention Chairman Lee
explained that the auditoriums at both
Long Beach and Venice had been ten-
dered for that purpose. At present
Simpson auditorium seemed to be the
only avallable place for holding the
gathering in Los Angeles, as the new
auditoritm will not be completed in
time. He thought, however, that
Simpson auditorium woéuld be large
enough to accommodate all the dele-
gates and others who desired to at-
tend if this city is chosen as the place
for holding the convehtion,

Another subject that was left to the
discretion of the executive committec
was the fixing of dates for holding the
primaries outside of Los Angeles and
Pasadena, in which cities that point
is covered by law., A motion was
passed, however, recommending that
the committee order the primaries
held on a Saturday afternoén from 12
to 7 o'clock.

Want State Convention

An earnest effort {8 being made to
induce the _Republican state com-
mittee to name Los Angeles as the
place for holding the state convention.

A meeting of the committee will be
held in San Francisco June 26 to de-
clde this question. It I8 said that three
other cities will make a strong con-
test for the honor. The impression
prevails that the convention will' be
held the latter part of August, and
that 825 delegates will be appointed on
the basis of 2560 votes for each dele-
gate,

The Democratic state committee will
meet in San Francisco next week, and
that committee also will be urged to
select Los Angeles as the place for
holding its convention, A strong dele-
gation will go north to present the
claims of this city for that honor.

United States government to revoke
the patents on large sections of public
lands throughout the northern part of
the state, alleged to be held illegally
by the present owners.

The suits have been brought by
United States Attorney R. T. Devlin,
under instructions from Attorney Gen-
eral Moody, and supplement criminal
proceedings prosecuted in the north-
west by Francis J. Heney.

Among the defendants to the suits
are Frederick A. Hyde and John A,
Benson, of San Francisco; Crawford
W. Clarke, of Sacramento; Flora M.
Sherman, C. H, Glover, A. 8. Baldwin,
H. 8. Morris, Elizaebth Diamond, H. M.
Morris, Isaac Lieves and J. H. Snider,
residents of various parts of Califor-
nia and a number or corporations
whlé-h have since acquired title to the
land.

The most caustic allegations of for-
gery and fraud are set out in the gov-
ernment’s complaint.

C. W. Clarke said today his connec~
tions with the deals was simply that
he had loaned money to Hyde and
Benson to carry on some of their
transactions, and that he held title to
the lands simply as security for money
advanced and afterward repaid.
